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Surrounded by water, Bayelsa
residents lack any to drink

ust like the popular lines from

Samuel Taylor Coleridge poem ‘The

Rime of the Ancient Mariner, “Water,
water, everywhere, nor any drop to
drink,” Bayelsa State surrounded by
water and recently flooded, is lacking
potable water in all the eight local
government areas of the state.

The state water corporation is not
functioning and residents of the state
capital, Yenagoa, have no access to the
water supply. Promises by the state
government through the Ministry
of Water Resources has constantly
promised to restore public water
supply, but the promise is still in the
pipeline.

This has left residents to source for
water from streams and boreholes
where these exist. However, the major
challenges facing the boreholes and
streams water in the state is that the
water from those sources is not treated
for consumption. There is a high level
of rust and iron deposit in the land,
thereby making the boreholes water not
too good for consumption.

Studies revealed that water-borne
diseases such as typhoid, dysentery,
cholera and diarrhoea are on the rise in
Bayelsa State and the Niger Delta region
due to the challenges of accessing
potable water and the pollution of
sources of drinking water in the streams
due to oil extraction.

Daily Trustreporters who visited some
coastal communities in the state learnt
that in the past, the rural dwellers were
drinking from their streams, but upon
the advent of oil and gas exploration,
those sources were contaminated due
to incessant oil spills and gas flaring.

Rent for houses with boreholes is

higher than those without and those
in such house have to resort to water
vendors at exorbitant cost.

Checks around Yenagoa indicate that
20 litres of water is sold by vendors at the
cost of N40 to N50, while the borehole
operators sell 20 litres of water at N20
directly to the resident when there is
no power supply. When there is, some
residents could buy it at N10.

A resident of Yenagoa, Preye Iniefe,
told Daily Trust that there was public
water supply in the state since 1999
during the administration of the first
civilian governor, late Chief Diepreye
Alamieyesigha and after.

However, by 2012, the immediate
past governor, Senator Henry Seriake
Dickson carried out some road
constructions that destroyed the water
pipes.

“There is nothing we can do. We are
in Nigeria, a country where citizens are
expected to provide basic amenities for
themselves. In Bayelsa State, we provide
power, water, and even roads etc. for
ourselves. All government is doing is to
collect taxes.

“Recently the state House of Assembly
even came out with the bill that all those
that have boreholes in their houses will
be taxed. Imagine such a funny thing! So
if the government cannot provide water
for its citizens, is it wrong for citizens to
look for an alternative?

“As I am talking to you, Bayelsa State
Water Company is not working, the
local streams that people used to get
drinking water for themselves are being
polluted due to oil exploration, so we
are left to fend for ourselves,” he said.

He said this has resulted in various
ailments and water-related diseases

“If you move around, just observed
the tanks we are taking water from, you

will see they are all rusty. How can you
get good water from there?” he said.

Last November, the majority of the
members in the Bayelsa State House of
Assembly had opposed and called for
the dismissal of a bill seeking to regulate
and impose taxes, levies on the usage of
water amongst Bayelsa residents.

The bill sponsored by Hon. Ebiowou
Koku-Obiyai (PDP Yenagoa 1) was
intended to force taxes, levies on people
before they could drink water from their
rivers, drill boreholes, and even swim in
these rivers.

According to the members, the said
bill was anti-people and anti-Bayelsa
even when the state government has
not been able to provide drinkable
water to the masses.

Chief MacDonald Igbadiwei,
representing Southern-Ijaw
Constituency 1V, during deliberations,
said that the bill would deprive the
people of Southern-ljaw of accessing
their God-given waters at will, saying
the state government has not provided
good water for the people, as such has
no right to regulate or impose levies
on Bayelsans before they could access
natural waters.

Another member, Hon. Oboku Oforji,
appealed to members to as a matter of
urgency dismiss the bill, because 1 it
would be inhuman

Hon. Timi Omubo Agala, also
described the bill as obnoxious,
provoking and vexatious, stating that
thebill seeks to create aboard to regulate
the usage of water is duplicating the
job of the Ministry of Water Resources,
which will increase the state wage
bill and running cost of governance
when attention should be directed to
a reduction in cost, considering the
recession.

Also speaking, a civil servant at
the state secretariat, who declined
to be named, said even in the state
government secretariat where civil
servant works, there is no public water
supply and they are all depending on
the borehole.

He said if there is a shortage, the
various ministries and departments
engage the services of water vendors to
get water for use.

Recently, the people of Kolokuma/
Opokuma ward II were in a happy
mood as the councillor representing
the ward, Hon. Keme Abeki, executed a
borehole project.

Last year, the people of Otuoke
community, former President Goodluck
Jonathan’s area, accused the Bayelsa
State government of wasting N5.9
billion water intervention project
initiated by the Federal Government
over its inability to maintain the project
and provide potable water.

According to them, while people
in the rural areas depend heavily on
polluted rivers, rivulets and streams for
water, those living in Yenagoa, the state
capital, buy water from vendors.

On September 9, 2016, the Federal
Government inaugurated a massive
water intervention scheme, the Central
Ogbia Regional Water Supply Project in
Bayelsa State.

The project, which gulped N5.9
billion, was sited at Otuoke, in Ogbia
Local Government Area of the state.

While inaugurating the project,
then Minister of Water Resources,
Suleiman Adamu, said the project was
not designed to serve Otuoke alone, as
it was established to provide potable
water to 13 Ogbia communities to be
extended to Yenagoa.

However, all those hopes and
promises have become a mirage. The
project, which had the Fibow Petroleum
Engineering Consult Nigeria Limited
and the NARDA Limited, as contractors,
died shortly after it was inaugurated
and was handed over to the state
government.

In what seemed like an effort to bring
back public water supply in the state and
reactivate the State Water Corporation,
the government under Governor Douye
Diri has reiterated its resolve to the
provision of adequate water supply to
residents of the state.

Hon.KemeWariebi, the commissioner
for water resources, said this during a
water test run tour to Okaka community
last week.

Wariebi said the intervention of the
administration in the rehabilitation
of the water work in the state will also
prevent waterborne diseases.

He said with the rehabilitation work
going on at the water board at Okaka
and Ovom, it will increase its daily
output by about 70 per cent.

“We now have new equipment such
as pumping machines, filters, filters
control, transformers, low and high lift
pump among others.

“I urge the residents to protect
government utilities from vandals so as
to complement the state government’s
effort in providing portable drinking
water,” he said.

Until these repairs are done, residents
of Bayelsa like the sailors in Coleridge’s
poem will continue to be thirsty while
being surrounded by water.

FG reverses fresh electricity tariff hike

® [ncrement after dialogue with labour - Minister

he federal government
Thas reversed the recent

hike in electricity tariff
saying it will continue to
dialogue with the organised
labour before any further
adjustment.

The Minister of Power, Engr.
Sale Mamman, in a statement
on Thursday directed the
reversal of the new hike in
electricity tariff till the end of
January 2021.

The minister said there
was no approval for a 50 per
cent increase in the tariff. He,
however, said the Nigerian

Electricity Regulatory
Commission (NERC) only
made some adjustments,

which led to some level of
increase in the tariff.

Engr. Mamman said,
“To promote a constructive
conclusion of the dialogue
with the Labour Centres
(through the Joint Ad-Hoc
Committee), I have directed
NERC to inform all DisCos
(Distribution Companies)
that they should revert to the
tariffs that were applicable in
December 2020 until the end
of January 2021 (when the
FGN/Labour committee work
will be concluded).

“This will allow for the
outcome of all resolutions
from the Committee to be
implemented together,” the
minister noted.

The minister also said the
government had continued
to fully subsidise 55 per cent
of the on-grid consumers in

bands D and E (those with
lower than 12 hour power
supply) and maintain the
lifeline tariff for the poor and
underprivileged.

“Those citizens have
experienced no changes to
tariffratesfromwhattheyhave
paid historically (aside from
the recent minor inflation and
forex adjustment).

“Partial subsidies were
also applied for bands A, B
and C in October 2020. These
measures are all aimed at
cushioning the effects of the
pandemic while providing
more targeted interventions
for citizens,” he said.

Mamman also said
the  administration  was
committed to creating a
sustainable, growing and

rules-based electricity market
for the benefit of all Nigerians.

“The Administration and
the Ministry of Power will also
continue to devise means to
provide supportforvulnerable
Nigerians while ensuring we
have a sustainable Nigerian
Electricity Supply Industry
(NESD).”

How trouble started

NERC had on December 31,
2020, signed an Order for the
11 Distribution Companies
(DisCos) to implement
increments of N2 to N4 in the
tariff effective January 1, 2021.

However, some customers
of the DisCos had complained
of observing over N4
differences in their meter
token cost, arguing that the
increase was ill-timed and
significant.

Reversal, right thing to do

-MAN, LCCI

In their separate
reactions on Thursday, the
Manufacturers Association of
Nigeria (MAN), and the Lagos
Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (LCCI) have lauded
the reversal of the tariff hike.

According to the Director
General of MAN, Segun Ajayi-
Kadir, the reversal till the
conclusion of the Joint Ad-
Hoc Committee’s work at the
end of January 2021 was only
a temporary relief.

He said apparently, the
three weeks respite was to
accommodate the spirit of the
agreement between labour
and the federal government
on tariff increase since last
year.

“Even though there is a
possibility that the increase
maybe reconsidered during
this period, there is no
doubt that NERC is already
anticipating an increase.

“This is why the calls
for  circumspection and
pragmatism in the matter
of increase remain relevant.
No matter what becomes
the outcome of the Ad-
Hoc Committee’s work, an
increase at this time is ill-
timed and not manufacturing
friendly,” Ajayi-Kadir noted.

He appealed to the
government to go beyond
the reasons given for the
timed suspension to include
consultations with  other
economic actors, including
manufacturers, who he said
were the major consumers
of electricity and were the
ones whose businesses would

be most impacted by the
increase.

“The sector is already
groaning under an increment

operating environment,
including the debilitating
impact of COVID-19

disruptions and deteriorating
infrastructures. Itis important
for us to avoid this additional
burden,” he stressed.

On his part, Director
General, LCCI, Dr. Muda
Yusuf, described the
suspension as a good move,
saying, socially sensitive
policies require robust

engagement and dialogue.

According to him, the
strategic approach is
important to avoid a backlash
and the risk of derailment of
the power sector reform.

He said, “What we are
dealing with here is not
the pricing of a regular
product. But it is a question
of  contextualisation  for
socially sensitive products,
economic, social and political
contexts matter in the pricing
policy. This is however not to
detract from the importance
of cost-reflective tariff for the
electricity sector.”

No dialogue before tariff
hike - Labour

On the part of labour, they
said there was no dialogue
before the recent tariff was
approved by the federal
government for the DisCos.

President of Nigeria Labour
Congress (NLC), Ayuba
Wabba, said, “There is no
dialogue going on about the
current increase. The increase
that was done in September,

which dialogue started on, is
what is going on.

“‘And come back to say
that possibly they will do an
increase after one month, that
is not the position of Labour.”

The labour leader insisted
that they found loopholes in
the templates used to increase
electricity tariff in September
2020.

He also said the government
should make suspension of
the new increase permanent
considering the hardship
many Nigerians are facing.

“The position of Labour is
that we have found out some
loopholes, the templates used
to do the increase, including
the one in September (2020),
which we all agreed that there
is a need for a committee to
do a holistic job including
the review of privatization,
which is one of the items
in the agenda, and also the
cost of gas which they used
as a template to increase the
former one.

“On this one, certainly, there
was no discussion. We are not
privy to it; we are not part of it.
That is why we said it should
be suspended. What we are
dealing with at committee
level or any dialogue with
labour, is the increase that
was done in September, not
this new increase.

“This new increase, which
ranges between 60 and 42 per
cent across the country, was
not part of the consideration
that is why we said it should
be reversed. Any insinuation
saying dialogue is going on
over this is not correct.”

two-day warning strike
Asmbarked upon by the

taff of the National
Identity Management
Commission (NIMC) has
grounded the enrolment of
millions of Nigerians.

Most of the NIMC offices
across the states have been
locked by the striking workers
who were asking for better
working condition amidst the
spread of coronavirus.

The Commissions staff
below Grade Level 12 on
Thursday began the warning
strike to demand adequate
safety measures. They also
demanded a new salary
structure.

Millions  of  Nigerians
are struggling to get their
National Identification
Number (NIN), which will
allow them properly register
their SIM cards to beat the

February deadline.

Unless the federal
government extends the
deadline, many GSM

subscribers would lose their
numbers.

The chairman of the
Association of Senior Civil
Servants of Nigeria (ASCSN),
NIMC unit, Asekokhai Lucky
Michael, and the unit’s
secretary, Odia Victor said in
a notice that their demands
were necessitated by the
dangers they were exposed
following the scramble for
registration by millions of
Nigerians.

The association, therefore,

advised all its members in the
state and local government
offices and special centres
to stay away from work until
their demands were met.

It said a task force and
implementation committee
would be on the ground to
ensure compliance.

Enrollees stranded

In compliance with
the directive, Daily Trust
observed yesterday that the
centres of the commission in
many states were locked.

A staff of the commission at
one of the centres located in
Rigasa community in Kaduna
said they had dispersed
enrollees at the centre.

“We asked all the residents
that came to register to
go back home because
we were asked to stop the
registration since the people
are complaining of extortions
and our headquarters seem
not ready to fund the work,”
he said.

Similarly, the centres within
the NIMC state Head office
located along Bayajidda by
Inuwa Wada Road, Malali,
were also locked. Few people
were seen knocking at the
gate but there was no one to
attend to them.

In Bayelsa State, there was
a protest in Yenagoa with Mr
Paul Soroh, a union leader
saying while they worked
under pressure to enable
Nigerians to get their NIN
for onward connection to
their SIM cards, the federal
government failed to provide
necessary tools for them to
function effectively.

He said the workers had
no personal  protection
equipment even though
they were listed as essential

workers during the COVID-19
lockdown.

“As you know, workers on
level 12 downwards are not
supposed to be at work but
we came out to do this work
voluntarily but because of the
attitude of the government,
we are withdrawing our
voluntary  services  until
something is done about it,”
he said.

In Kano, Daily Trust
discovered that the strike

halted the process of
registration at NIMC
state  headquarters even

though some centres in the
metropolis offered skeletal
service. At the Unguwa Uku
centre, some NIMC staff were
seen registering applicants.

“I came for registration and
I was enrolled after paying
some amount of money”, one
of the applicants alleged.

At Masallachin Murtala,
some of the NIMC staff were
in the office asking applicants
to come back tomorrow
(today) as their computer was
faulty.

Some of the staff at the
centre also said they were not
aware of the ongoing strike
but that the faulty computer
stalled their operation.

However, NIN enrollees
were stranded in Abeokuta,
the Ogun State capital over
the strike.

At the state office at Oke
Mosan, the environment was
deserted with enrollees left
stranded.

A student of the Federal
University of Agriculture
Abeokuta (FUNAAB), Sodiq
Adeboye, said he had visited
the centre more than three
times without getting
registered.

“This is my third time

here. The government should
intervene, the stress is too
much. Maybe the process
should be converted into
online registration,” he said.

Makinde Rofiat urged the
federal government to meet
the demands of the striking
workers.

Addressing newsmen,
representative of ASCSN -
NIMC Unit, Ogun Branch,
Kuoye Lukman, said: “All
the required PPEs have not
been provided. Secondly, the
management is not doing
enough regarding equipment
for the enrolment.

“Most of our systems
are also obsolete coupled
with paltry salaries that the
workforce are being paid.
Looking at the working
environment, if you go into
the ERC, there is no AC, no
money for the fuelling of the
generating set and they are
complaining of extortion.

“We want the government
to provide the equipment for
the enrolment. None of our
staff is interested in taking
anything from anybody,” he
said.

Commission apologises
over glitches
Because of apparent

disruption in the enrolment
process, the management of
NIMC on its Twitter handle
apologised for a perceived
glitch in the process, assuring
normalcy would be restored
soon.

It said: “NIMC wishes
to assure members of the
general public that glitches
experienced in the enrolment
process are being resolved
and normal enrolment would
resume shortly.

“We apologise for any

inconvenience caused and
wish to assure you of our
continued excellent service,”
it noted.

2m people added since Dec

On the progress of
registration so far, a top
official revealed that two
million  Nigerians  have
been added to the country’s
identity database.

The federal government
had in December 2020 issued
a directive for the linkage of
NIN to SIM cards as part of
efforts to contain security
breaches.

This has pushed the total
number of Nigerians with
NINs to 45m, up from 43m
before the directive.

The official who asked not
to be named because he was
not authorised to speak, said
the government might extend
the NIN linkage to SIM till
April 2021.

“Thisisto allowall Nigerians
register because, from the
look of things, the February
deadline isn’'t feasible”, the
official told Daily Trust.

45m Nigerians enrolled -
DG

On his part, NIMC’s
Director-General, Engr. Aliyu
Aziz said the commission
was stepping up efforts to get
all Nigerians captured in the
identity database.

He disclosed this yesterday
on African Independence
Television (AIT) programme,
Kakaaki. Aliyu Aziz confirmed
that so far the total enrolment
stands at 45m. “This is up
from 7m in 2015, 14m in 2016,
and 28m in 2017,” he said.

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Boko Haram abducts Yobe district head

oko Haram terrorists
Bhave abducted the

district head of
Maganna, Alhaji Zannah Laisu
Kaigama during an attack on
Geidam town, Yobe State, on
Wednesday.

The insurgents damaged
many shops, razed some
houses and carted away
medical consumables.

A resident in Geidam, who
does not want to be named
for security reasons said
the attack had caused fear

among the residents, saying
the insurgents operated for
almost seven hours with little
resistance from the security
operatives.

“The attackers stormed the
town in five Hilux vehicles,
firing gunshot in the air and
residents scampered for
safety,” he said.

The Executive Secretary,
Yobe State Emergency
Management Agency, Dr
Mohammed Goje, who
visited Geidam for an on-
the-spot assessment, said
normalcy had returned to the

area.

He said: “About 5 shops,
4 market stalls, 1 kiosk and
a bungalow belonging to a
community leader with a
saloon car were completely
set burnt.

“Also  vandalised were
some offices in the General

Hospital, Geidam, and the
pharmacy  store, where
medical consumables,

antibiotics and other drugs
were catered away.”

He further said that a
car belonging to a security
formation was also taken

away but no life was lost.

“While this attack is sad
and unfortunate, the prayers
of the community and gallant
efforts by the military have
resulted in minimising the
damages,” he said.

Meanwhile, the state
Governor, Mai Mala Buni, has
directed the State Emergency
Management Agency (SEMA)
to provide emergency
support to the victims.

Buni, who commiserated
with the people of Geidam,
described the attack as most
unfortunate.

“The attack came at a
time when there is a general
improvement in peace and
security across the state

“The improvement in
security and supportprovided
by the government has given
our people the opportunity to
gradually resettle and reclaim
their means of livelihood,” he
said.

The governor said the
attack would not deter the
government in its efforts
to rebuild, reconstruct and
rehabilitate communities
destroyed by insurgency.

A resident of Moromti
village, Mustapha Umaru,
also confirmed that the
villagers fled their homes
in Moromti to a safe place.

“We heard gunshots
and even the villagers
came to Moromti to pass
the night yesterday and in
the morning when they
went back, all their goats,
chicken and rams have

“They also took some
new clothes from the
village. They equally went
away with seven bicycles

A police source, who is
not authorised to speak on
the incident, confirmed
the attack.

Sex party: PDP spokesman, 4 others arraigned

Kaduna State
Government has
arraigned the Publicity
Secretary of the Peoples
Democratic Party (PDP)
in the state, Abraham
Alberah Catoh, whose
wife, Aisha  Mercy
Yakubu is the CEO of
the demolished Asher
Restaurant and Lounge,
and four others for
allegedly organising
a party in breach of
the state’s COVID-19
protocols and attempted
adultery.

Daily Trust reports
that the restaurant
was demolished by
officials of Kaduna
State Urban and
Planning Development
Authority (KASUPDA)
on December 31, 2020,
as the alleged venue of
the botched sex party,
which circulated on
social media.

KASUPDA had, via
its  Twitter handle,
stated that the building

was demolished on
the instructions of
Governor Nasir El-
Rufai as the venue

for the illicit event. It
later made a U-turn
on Tuesday when it
stated that checks
from the government
records showed that the

building housing Asher
Restaurant and Lounge
had neither a valid title
nor a development
permit.

Aisha Mercy Yakubu,
who faulted police
claims that it arrested
the organisers of the
event, said two of the
people paraded by the
police were her staff
and accused the police
of extorting N100,000
from her to bail them.

She also accused the
police of demanding
N20,000 from her to
track down the suspect,
whose phone number
was on the circulated
leaflet.

She said due to the
action of KASUPDA
in which no notice
was given for the
demolition, she had
lost goods worth N32
million and a one-
month pregnancy.

The state
government on
Wednesday arraigned
Aisha’s husband,
Abraham Alberah,
Umar Rufai, Suleiman
Lemona, Chimezie

Kenneth, who is said
to have allegedly
organised the party
and Marvellous Akpan,
who disseminated the
information.

The five suspects

were arraigned before
Magistrate  Benjamin
Nok of the Gabasawa
Magistrate Court on
charges of flouting
COVID-19 protocol and
acting immorally.

Other charges
included violation of a
partial lockdown order
of the Kaduna State
Government 2020,
criminal conspiracy
and attempt to commit
an offence with public
nuisance, obscene
or indecent act,
gross indecency and
adultery.

According to the
charge sheet, the police
had arrested Abraham
Alberah, Umar Rufai
and Suleiman Lemona
at Asher Restaurant
and Lounge, where it
claimed over 50 people,
male and female, were
dancing almost naked
with no face masks and
had quickly escaped
over the fence when
they sighted the police.

The accused persons
pleaded not guilty to
all the charges and
were granted bail to
the tune of N100, 000
each with a surety, who
must own a property
in Kaduna while the
case was adjourned to
January 20, 2021, for
commencement of trial.

this up to underscore the
importance of compliance
with non-pharmaceutical
measures as advised to
reduce transmissibility of
the virus,” Dr Adebiyi said.
She added that as of
Wednesday, new cases
recorded were 1,354 with
one death recorded while
the total number of cases
tested is 1,004,915.
“Number of confirmed
cases is 94,369. Active
cases stand at 15,764.
Discharged cases till date

are 77,299. Number of
deaths till date is 1,324

with case fatality rate of 1.4
percent.
“The federal

government is determined
to ensure morbidity due
to COVID-19 is reduced to
the barest minimum while
improving on the fatality
rate. Appropriate measures
are being taken to achieve
these objectives,” she said.

Adebiyi said that a
second phase assessment
of the isolation and

treatment centres country-
wide to verify challenges
is to be carried out
immediately to enable
government to provide
appropriate intervention
measures required to
strengthen the centres.
“We continue to appeal
to states to increase testing
and contact tracing. The
cooperation of the states
with the federal authorities
is critical to our collective
objective of defeating
COVID-19,” she added.

The Secretary to the Government of
the Federation (SGF) and Chairman,
Presidential Task Force (PTF) on
COVID-19, Boss Mustapha, said this
yesterday in Abuja at the joint national
briefing of the task force.

According to him, the government
is reviewing its strategy to emerging
situations on the COVID-19 pandemic,
especially in risk communication, vaccine
hesitancy, and fake news/disinformation.

“The share level of doubts about the
virus is alarming and I call on every one
to become an advocate in support of the
National Response,” Mustapha said.

He said that to overcome some of
these challenges, the PTF will intensify
the risk communication and community
engagement to create awareness.

“The PTF is working to develop
new Health Protection Regulations to
support existing COVID-19 protocols
and to strengthen compliance with non-
pharmaceutical interventions across the
country.

“We call on the general public to remain
focused on the drive to reduce the level of
infection and make our country safe again.
We urge the Sub-Nationals to enforce
relevant measures that will help to curb
the effect of this virus on our lives and
livelihood.”

He also said some Nigerians had
continued to present fake results when
travelling outside the country, stressing
that the development had remained
a major source of concern to the

government.

“It has become embarrassing to note
that some Nigerians continue to present
fake results when travelling outside the
shores of this country. This remains a
major source of concern to the federal
government. The PTF has directed private
laboratories to immediately put in place
measures to validate results and ensure
that all passengers are registered on the
travel portal before samples are processed
to stop this activity,” Mustapha said.

The SGF also said that the PTF is very
concerned about the increasing daily
numbers being recorded in the country.

He added that Nigeria just crossed the
one million mark for testing across the
federation, and testing remains a key
strategy of the National Response.

He therefore urged the states to revamp
testing and contact-tracing in the bid to
curb the menace of the virus.

2 million Nigerians living as refugees - Minister

The Minister of Humanitarian Affairs,
Disaster =~ Management and Social
Development, Sadiya Umar Farouk, has
said that about two million Nigerians have
been displaced as a result of insurgency,
armed banditry, and communal clashes
among others.

The minister said this while reacting to
a question on the number of displaced
persons being attended to by government
and the progress in rehabilitating them
after a thank-you visit to President
Muhammadu Buhari because of his
support for persons with disabilities in
the country.

Hajiya Sadiya said the All Progressives
Congress (APC) was the first party in
the country to have made provisions for
persons with disabilities in their ward,
local government, state and at national
levels since inception.

She said: “That was followed by the
fulfillment of Mr President’s campaign
promise to the disabilities’ community,
where he promised to sign the disabilities
Act when he comes on board. That has
been done and the commission has been
created. So, the next takeaway is for Mr

President to issue an executive order
for compliance with this act, especially
in the area of access, where most of our
public and private buildings are not really
friendly to persons with disabilities.

“So, this is an appeal we have made
to Mr President and we are hopeful that
he will direct both public and private
buildings in this country to comply with
this provision.

“Another issue is that of funding. Mr
President mentioned that the commission
would be adequately funded in order for
them to achieve the desired objectives
of giving dignified attention to the
disabilities in this country.”

Hajiya Sadiya, while commenting on
the need for more positions to be given to
persons with disabilities in government,
said: “Yes. That is the inclusion we are
talking about. We have started by reaching
out to the Civil Service Commission to
ensure that those who are qualified are
given the opportunity to be part of the
civil service in this country.

“As regards appointment, you will recall
that Mr President has appointed a senior
special assistant on issues of persons
with disabilities in this country. So, it is
a process and we are hopeful that going

forward, we will have more persons with
disabilities in government.”

Speaking earlier, President Buhari, on
Thursday, charged National Commission
for Persons with Disabilities to play its
roles adequately in the realisation of the
government objective of lifting 100million
Nigerians out of poverty.

The president, while receiving
members of the newly established body
at the State House, Abuja, assured that his
administration will continue to give effect
to treaties that give inclusivity to persons
with disabilities.

He voiced joy that the commission
was finally in place having been an issue
during his campaigns and lauded some
governors who had enacted laws on
disability and enjoined others who had
not to do the needful.

The minister, while speaking in the
presence of President Buhari, asked
the president for technologies to aid
the persons with disabilities in their
educational pursuits.

The minister said her ministry had
ensured that persons with disabilities had
access to palliatives from her ministry and
are also included in its social investment
programmes.

COVID-19; Growing national testing'll
enable Nigerians understand virus -NCDC

The federal government has
said that increasing the national
testing capacity for COVID-19 is
one of the most important ways
to make Nigerians understand
the burden of the disease,
especially that the nation is
recording more cases than ever.

The Director General, Nigeria
Centre for Disease Control
(NCDC), Dr Chikwe Ihekweazu,
represented by the Head of
Department, Surveillance and
Epidemiology Department,
NCDC, Mrs Elsie Ilori, said
this yesterday in Abuja at the
joint national briefing of the
Presidential Tasks Force (PTF) on
COVID-19.

According to her, within the
last 24 hours, the country has

recorded 1,664 new confirmed
cases.

Mrs Ilori said: “In the last
week, over 40,000 tests were
done. This is more than a 10
percent increase in the testing
done the week before. Since, the
start of the outbreak, we have
worked tirelessly to achieve this
through the rapid expansion of
laboratories across the country
and increased surveillance
activities. This is enabling the
prompt detection of cases
reported, even at our points of
entry.”

She, however, said that the
reality of increasing transmission,
test positivity rate, and confirmed
cases remained a cause for
concern in the second wave the
country was experiencing.

“There is, therefore, a need

for stricter adherence to non-
pharmaceutical ~ interventions
(NPIs) such as; the proper
use of face masks, frequent
handwashing, and maintaining
a physical distance of at least two
meters.

“With the increasing infection
across states, strategic actions
have been employed in engaging
and retraining focal persons in
health care facilities, to enhance
IPC practices in Health facilities
and prevent transmission.
We want to remind our health
care workers not to let their
guards down and adhere to
IPC measures to prevent being
infected. In the last week, we
concluded the distribution of
COVID-19 commodities to all
states as well as Primary Health
Centres,” Ilori said.

SIM Registration: Don't put your NIN for sale, EFCC warns Nigerians

The Economic and Financial
Crimes Commission (EFCC),
on Thursday, issued a stern
warning to Nigerians making
attempts to sell their National
Identity Number (NIN).

The anti-graft agency, through
its  spokesperson, = Wilson
Uwujaren, in a statement, said
the commission had discovered
that some  unscrupulous

persons are cashing in on the
exercise to induce enrollees to

sell their NIN for a fee.
According to him, they
(sellers) risk arrest and

prosecution for any act of
criminality linked to their NIN
whether or not they are directly
responsible for such crimes.
“The EFCC wishes to alert
Nigerians thatitisnot onlyillegal
to sell their NIN, they stand the
risk of vicarious liability for any

act of criminality linked to their
NIN,” the statement read.

Daily Trust reports that
Nigerians had been struggling
to acquire the NIN from
offices of the National Identity
Management Commission
(NIMC) across the country
following the government’s
threat to disconnect any
subscriber who refuses to link
his mobile phone contact with
NIN.

causing untold hardship to the public as well as harassing Government officials by calling
them names, threatening them and their families.

For over a month now, employees of Local Governments in Plateau State have embarked on

All this has been under the guise that the State Government has not implemented the N30,000
minimum wage as passed by the Federal Government. This is totally incorrect as the State
Government has since October 2020, commenced the implementation of the 30 thousand new
minimum wage to its employees. Local Government employees on the other hand are yet to reach
an agreement with their employers (Local Government Councils).

Having tolerated this ugly situation and done everything possible to facilitate the resolution of the
grievances of the Local Government employees and their employers (Local Government Councils),
the State Government rather than receive praise for its intervention, has been inundated with
unwarranted assault, propaganda and campaign of calumny aimed at tarnishing its image.

In the light of the above, it has become imperative for the Government to put the records straight
and leave the matter before the court of public opinion.

In the first place, it is common knowledge that the administration of Rt. Hon. (Dr) Simon Bako
Lalong, KSGG and by the special grace of God, the Chairman, 19 Northern States Governors’
Forum is labour friendly, especially when it comes to the payment of staff salaries, pension,
gratuity and other emoluments. This has earned him the indelible name "GOVERNOR ALERT”
bestowed on him by no other group than the entirety of Plateau State workers.

It is common knowledge that since he assumed office in 2015, salaries and pension in Plateau
State have never been owed as they are paid as and when due. In fact, Plateau civil servants have
become used to the sound of bank "alerts" from 23rd of every month.

Furthermore, time was before the life of this Government that the last administration could not pay
salaries and pensions of civil servants for upward of eight months. However, all these were cleared
by the administration of Governor Simon Bako Lalong without any fight. The same applied to “"No
Work, No Pay” arrears of salaries of about four months which was paid by this administration. As at
today, the salaries of Plateau civil servants have been paid up to date despite the economic crunch
and low earnings!

The Rescue Government of Simon Bako Lalong similarly showed magnanimity by recalling over
2,000 teachers who were sacked by the Jang administration after due consideration of their pleas.
Not only that, Governor Lalong also ensured that the promotion and transfers of Local Government
staff which was stagnant for about 2 decades was also carried out. Yet, these are the people today
calling for the crucifixion of the Governor for no just cause.

As it stands today, the State Government does not have any dispute with its employees who
patiently waited and negotiated for the implementation of the 30 thousand minimum wage which
has commenced since October (even when some states have not even opened negotiations).

Therefore the conduct of Local Government employees who have embarked on a wild campaign of
columny, mischief and misrepresentation of facts to the effect that the Governor is holding the
implementation of its 30 thousand minimum wage is to say the least, most uncharitable and
unfortunate.

It is common knowledge that Local Government employees are hired, disciplined, promoted and
fired where necessary by Local Government Councils (their employers) and not the State
Government. This is moreso when the implementation of Local Government autonomy has since
commenced in Plateau State. The State Government which is a separate tier of Government has no
responsibility for the implementation of the new minimum wage for Local Government staff and
the Governor cannot force it down their throat. It is purely the business of Local Government
Councils to negotiate with their employees based on their capacity to pay. This is exactly what
happend between Federal Government and its employees as well as the States and its employees.
If the Federal Government did not force the States to implement the new minimum wage, why do
Local Government employees in Plateau State want the Governor to force the Local Government
Councils to pay their employees when he has no control over their resources? Or should any State
fail to pay the minimum wage to its workers, will they march to Abuja to seal off the Federal
Secretariat?

For the Local Government employees to jettison this fact or pretend not to know but resort to

blackmail, threatening and locking out State workers from the Secretariat for about a month,
chanting political and war songs and other contemptuous behaviour is to say the least most
unfortunate and regrettable.

Only they know what they stand to gain from locking down the State Secretariat and denying
workers access to their offices as well as disrupting the economy of the State. They have been
unreasonable to the extent that they forget that many citizens are just trying to recover from the
COVID-19 lockdowns and curfews which impacted on their livelihoods. They are not on salaries
but have to struggle to earn their living and also pay taxes that are appropriated to even pay
Government workers including protesters.

Moreover, the State Government took the civil path by approaching the National Industrial Court in
Jos to ensure that the obstruction is stopped. An order was subsequently obtained wherein the
Local Government employees were restrained from further protests and disrupting public peace.

Rather than the Local Government employees to obey a lawful court order to sheath their swords
while the matter is being addressed by the joint committee mid-wived by the Governor which
consists of their leadership and other union leaders, the Local Government employees escalated
their agitation and further politicised it for reasons best known to them.

If they had gone to their respective Local Government Councils to protest or embark on labour
actions such as withdrawing their services, many would have understood or even sympathised
with them. But their action which is more political than a fight for their rights has become repulsive
and devoid of public sympathy. Nobody will stop them if they have political ambitions and want to
pursue it. However, they need to come out and embrace partisan politics rather than hide under
minimum wage struggle only to disrupt the stability of the State.

The Plateau State Government would therefore, for the sake of clarity and emphasis, again state
categorically as follows:

a. That the administration of Governor Simon Bako Lalong recognises that there are three tiers of
Government in Nigeria, in this case, Local, State and Federal. The Governor is irrevocably
committed to ensuring the that these tiers of Government particularly the Local Government enjoy
their financial independence and other provisions of the autonomy.

b. That as far as the employment, discipline, promotion and payment of salaries and emoluments
of Local Governments is concerned, the onus rests squarely on the shoulders of Chairmen and
Management Committee Chairmen of the various Local Governments while the Governor has the
responsibility of ensuring that State Civil Servants are paid as and when due. He has never failed!

C. That the Governor has done everything possible as a father to wade into the lingering crisis but
the Local Government Staff have continued to stifle this effort, even when their Union officials have
advised them to give them a chance to negotiate the matter. They rather prefer to play to the
gallery and misinform the gullible while allowing clandestine interests to use them for pecuniary
motives.

d. In view of the above, the Plateau State Government under the leadership of His Excellency Rt.
Hon. (Dr) Simon Bako Lalong, KSGG hereby advises Local employees to redirect their grouse to the
right channel which is the Local Government Councils. It is their sole responsibility to negotiate
and implement not only the minimum wage, but other allowances they wish to offer them. This is
moreso, that the allocation of Local Government is paid directly into the accounts of the Local
Governments by the Federal Government and not warehoused with the State Government.

e. That the unwarranted attacks, misinformation and mischief of the Local Government employees
aimed at tarnishing the good name of His Excellency, the amiable worker-friendly Governor Rt.
Hon. (Dr) Simon Bako Lalong, a.k.a GOVERNOR ALERT, is unnecessary and a great act of
treachery and ingratitude for all he has done to improve their conditions.

It was gathered that the
attackers also kidnapped
some women in the
community.

Daily  Trust also
gathered  that local

vigilante engaged the
bandits in a gun duel
before troops were drafted
to the location.

Four persons, including
vigilantes, were killed in
the gunfight, while three
others sustained injuries.

Kaduna Commissioner
for Internal Security and
Home Affairs, Samuel
Aruwan, who confirmed
the incident in a
statement yesterday, said
all the kidnapped women
have been rescued by the
troops.

Aruwan said in
response to the attack,
air platforms were swiftly
mobilised for armed
missions over Katarma
village, and Kusasu village
in neighbouring Niger
State.

He said while ground
troops headed to
the location, the air
component went ahead
and neutralised several
bandits as contained in
the operational feedback
to the Kaduna State
Government.

He said during the
armed  reconnaissance
over neighbouring
Kusasu village, bandits
on motorcycles were also
sighted fleeing from the
aircraft and were engaged,
as some abandoned their
motorcycles and took
cover in the bushes.

details of what happened.

He said, “I am on my
way to Tapa.

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Court restrains Ganduje from Salary deduction

Kano High Court has
issued an interim
injunction restraining

the state Governor, Abdullahi
Umar Ganduje, alongside
four others from further
deduction from the salaries of
members of the state chapter
of Judiciary Staff Union of
Nigeria (JUSUN).

Some members of the union
had approached the court
following deduction in their
November and December
salaries amounting to over
N80m.

An exparte motion filed
before the court on January 5th
by their counsel, Barrister EI
Umar was equally supported

by 36 paragraph affidavit.

In his ruling, Justice Usman
Na’'abba also mandated the
defendants and whoever
acting on their behalf to
comply with an earlier
agreement dated December
19th that was entered between
the two parties pending the
determination of the motion
on notice.

He then adjourned the
matter to 28th January for
further hearing.

Speaking on the matter, the
chairman of the state JUSUN,
Muktar Rabiu Lawal, said
they were shocked to notice
deduction in their salaries for
November and December,
which prompted them to seek

legal actions.

“In November N4I1m was
deducted, December N39m
and we became afraid if it
goes on like this it will be over
N300m before the year runs
out,” he said.

Daily Trust reports that
many civil servants in the state
were left confused following
unexplained slashes in their
November and December
salaries.

Some civil servants said
they were left with less than
the old minimum wage of
N18, 000. Officials of the state
government denied reverting
to the old minimum wage,
insisting that there were only
deductions because of the

prevailing economic recession
in the country occasioned by
COVID-19.

Meanwhile, the state
Commissioner for Information,
Malam Muhammad Garba,
in a statement yesterday, said
the slash was temporary and
that the state government
would soon continue with
implementation of N30, 000.00
minimum wage.

He said the deduction
was necessary to keep the
government going in the face
of the prevailing economic
recession facing the country.

Garba pointed out that
the state took the measure
instead of contemplating on
paying half salary, in batches
or layoffs.

The commissioner also

said the state took similar
temporary measure of
cutting allowances of all
political appointees in its
administrative structure
during the first wave of the
pandemic.

He then assured that as soon
as the state of affairs improves,
the state government would
not hesitate to pay workers
their full salary.

Garba called for the support
and cooperation of the entire
workforce in the state to bear
with the situation and desist
from spreading rumours on
the government’s intention.

It was gathered that the
deductions affected the 55,505
mainstream civil servants in
the state as at December 31,
2020.

COVID-19:; Edo records 28 new cases, 5 deaths

Edo State has recorded 28
new cases of coronavirus
(COVID-19), bringing the total
number of confirmed cases in
the state to 27.

The State COVID-19 Incident
Manager, Dr. Andrew Obi,
disclosed this during a briefing
at the Emergency Operation
Centre (EOC) in Benin City, the
state’s capital.

“We have collected a total

of 3,452 coronavirus samples
from our screening and testing
centres across the state since
we started tracking the second
wave of the coronavirus
pandemic on December 1,
2020,” he said.

He added that out of the
number, 270 returned positive,

while five people died.
He said the state government
was intensifying efforts in

containing the spread of the
virus by ramping up public

enlightenment and reactivating
screening and testing centres
across the state to ensure early
detection of the disease.

He urged religious leaders,
parks, markets and eateries to
respect safety guidelines.

“Provision should be made
for handwashing stations,
which will encourage regular
hand washing while directives
on social distancing and use of
alcohol-based hand sanitisers
should be obeyed,” he added.

As part of her commitment to the protection of the marine environment, the Nigerian Ports Authority
wishes to inform all Vessel Owners, Operators, Agents, Charterers, Fuel Bunker Suppliers and Vessel
Crew, that effective 1*April 2021, the Port Authority will commence the enforcement of MARPOL Annex
VI regulation in line with the International Maritime Organization (IMO) Convention on Sulphur limit on
marine bunker fuel oil.

Kindly note that from this date, ships within the nation's territorial waters are prohibited from carriage on
board or use of marine fuel oil with a sulphur content exceeding 0.5% m/m, unless an equivalent means
of compliance is fitted to the ship and all documents supporting the adopted alternative measures must
meet the equivalent requirements set out in Article 4 of MARPOL Annex VI.

Use of Exhaust Gas Cleaning Systems (EGCS) as an equivalence abatement measure under MARPOL
Annex VI Regulation 4.1 is acceptable, provided it is approved by a Recognised Organisation (RO) in
accordance with the IMO guidelines within MEPC.259(68). Please note that while within the nation's
territorial waters, ships fitted with hybrid type of scrubbers shall switch to the closed-loop mode of
operation, while ships fitted with open-loop scrubbers shall switch over to complaint fuel oil as discharge
of its wash-water (scrubber sludge) is prohibited within the nation's waterways and by extension all the
Pilot age Districts.

Ships reporting non-availability of complaint fuel oil are required to submit a Fuel Oil Non-Availability
Report (FONAR) to the Harbour Master of the nearest Nigerian Port 24 hours before arrival, and a copy
of which shall be submitted to the Ports Authority's Environment Department during compliance
inspection.The report should include:

i. Record of actions taken to bunker compliant fuel oil before arrival at the port
ii. Anevidence of attempt to purchase complaint fuel oil in accordance with its voyage plan.

Kindlyensure that all documents related to MARPOL Annex VI are complete and up-to-date before
arrival atthe port.

Contravention of any of the provisions of this regulation will attract a penalty of Two Thousand US Dollars
only (US$2,000).

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10 solid reasons why budget
2021 should be scrapped (ll)

— Continued from last week

6. I have always wondered why the technical
people behind our budgets cannot do better
than to state how many barrels of crude oil the
country intends to manufacture and how much
she wishes to sell. The OPEC (Organisation of
Petroleum Exporting Countries) determines how
much our daily production cap should be anyway.
The issue of average expected price (benchmark)
is usually open to conjecture and contention
because that is a largely arbitrary, random digit.
Why? The Economist, in an editorial two years
ago, stated that the prediction of crude oil prices
is a fool's game. The magazine said it should know
because it had been caught playing the fool a
number of times. Today, Bonny Light, our flagship
product, sells for circa $40. But who could have
predicted that in April of this year, we couldn't find
any buyers and crude prices went into negative
territory? Who can tell precisely when renewables
will totally dislodge fossil energy as has been
predicted for a while now? The usual thing will
happen. The National Assembly will spend
months as usual, debating the benchmark price
to include in the final budget estimates. Again, a
better idea is that crude oil should not be the only
revenue assumption in the budget. In fact it is a
redundant figure as the amount to be derived is
not shown.

7. And if the amount was shown it would have
been totally deceptive. Why? When Nigeria states
that we intend to extract or produce 1.8 million
barrels per day of crude oil, and sell at $40 per
barrel, a common man is deceived to think that
Nigeria will make a total of $72 million, or N27.432
billion EVERYDAY (This is if we multiply the daily
proceeds at N381 official rate).  hope this is not the
impression our budget drafters are trying to create
or whether they are under same illusion. It is all
wrong and makes absolutely no sense at all. Why?
According to NEITI (Nigerian Extractive Industry
Transparency Initiative), in its review of petroleum
sector activities between 2015 and 2017, only about
36% of the production is for Nigeria. The rest goes to
foreign companies that assist in the production, as
wellaslocal companies thatarejoiningin. Therefore,
it would have made better sense if only 36% of that
calculation entered the budget in any way or form.
This is N9.87 billion per day. It is however from
this figure (asides from taxes, royalties, signature
bonuses etc), that expenses incurred by NNPC and
all other subsidiaries will be deducted and those
expenses can be very substantial. That is why I say
Nigeria is not particularly a rich country and we
should stop living so large.

8. The budget remains a pork barrel. Someone
asked me in an interview if the N13 trillion budget
was ‘sustainable’. Of course people are usually fazed
by the seemingly large amount. I replied that the
budget was not sustainable, not because it had
size, but because sustainability has to do with one’s
ability to repeat a certain process into the future
without stress. The debt levels, the yearly deficits,
are unsustainable and will catch up with us in a
short while. It is as if the country has been finally
auctioned. What is even less sustainable is that the
budget is basically a pork barrel budget. Someone
sits in the Budget Office and calls for all MDAs to
send in what they wish to buy next year. The focus of
course is on the expenses. What Olusegun Adeniyi
described about his experience in government
in 2011 still obtains. Heads of Agencies and their
directors sit in their offices imagining what needs
to be changed. Usually, if these were private sector
entities, resources will be stretched more into the
future, and there may be no need to spend anything
substantial. But this is government and monies need
to be spent. I take that back please. This is Nigerian
government. Our leaders have not thought about a
radical way of cutting out this pork barrel approach
where MDAs send expense proposals to the centre.
There has to be an organic way of ensuring that
especially in a time such as this, our MDAs cannot
continue to be a burden on the country.

9. PER CAPITA BUDGET. So, I did an analysis
of the budget on per capita basis (see attached). I
tried to find exactly what the budget has for each
Nigerian. I realized it wasn't much. At N13 trillion,
the budget is barely $34 billion this year, for over
200 million people if we believe the figures coming
out of our National Population Commission. This
is barely $160 per person per year, to be spent on
education, defence, policing, housing, roads, and
every other thing we desire. If we back out the
N5 trillion to be spent on less than two million
government personnel and the N128 billion to be
spent on about 500 National Assembly members
and their admin staff, we are left with potentially
N8 trillion for the entire country, which is barely $80
per Nigerian in this year. Countries spend as much
as $30,000 per person in other jurisdictions, where
their yearly budgets come to around 40 per cent of
their GDPs. This budget is barely 7.5 per cent of our
GDP. We should also note that usually, a mere 30-40
per cent of capital expenditure is released every
year for the past 15 years, for the purpose of capital
budgeting.

10. MINIATURISED DREAMS - I had a
foreboding feeling, as the president reeled out the
roads they had done or intended to do, that the
leadership of this country was miniaturizing the
dreams of the people. I am reading the South Africa
government’s 2020 budget speech and I can see
commitments on number of jobs to be created,
social services, mega infrastructure projects of R200
billion (about $13 billion or N5 trillion), industrial
strategies, a sovereign wealth fund with offtake of
R30 billion ($2 billion or N760 billion), plans for the
upcoming AfCFTA (African Free Trade Agreement),
and a spend of R396 billion ($26.4 billion or N10
trillion) on Education, R230 billion ($15 billion or
N5.8 trillion) on health and R310 billion ($21 billion
or N7.9 trillion) on Social Development. Christ! The
budget even announced that coding and robotics
will be introduced to young students between
Grades R to 3! For Nigeria all we heard from our
president was how they were building a road to
Itakpe, another to Kutigi and yet another to Jalingo.
Tiny roads that should not make it into a national
budget. Our budget is lacking in imagination.
When shall we wake up, ladies and gentlemen? Our
budget should be concerned more with strategic
and macro issues. Our dreams and our coasts as a
people must be enlarged. At this rate and with the
tunnelization of our vision and the miniaturisation
of our imagination and ambition, I am afraid we
will lose the little that is left of our national prestige
and continental influence. At the run rate for South
Africa, year on year, it is not rocket science to see
that that economy will envelop and subsume ours
ifithasn't already.

No focus on Nigerian people

Overall, our budgetdoes notfocus on the Nigerian
people. That is the problem. Like our police, our
budget is focused on our elites and their usual
enjoyments. It is something to be shared amongst
them, in the hope that perhaps some crumbs will
drop off their table for the poor masses. The budget
is a tragedy. To compound our woes, the budget is
deliberately darkened in different important areas,
papered over and made opaque where it should
be transparent. There is no departure from the
past whatsoever. I know these things are difficult
to operate and achieve, but I believe the people
of Nigeria have given especially this government
enough time to get its act together. In fact, the issue
now is, as our people say ‘oosha boo ba le gbemi, se
mi bi mo se wa’. If our government cannot improve
the lots of our people, the least it can do is not to
shrink their dreams and reduce us all to hewers
of wood and fetchers of water... the wretched of
the earth. Apart from deceiving themselves and
maintaining a damaging conspiratorial silence,
one wonders if there is anything else they do at
government meetings. These budgets are a cancer
to Nigeria. We are developing new diseases from
these nightmares. We are not recovering from
anything. The 2021 budget is certainly NOT a
budget of recovery.

Capitol riot: What does a deadly
day mean for Trump’s legacy?

“We will never give up, we will never
concede’, Trump tells supporters

is is how the Trump presidency
I ends. Not with a whimper, but with
abang.

For weeks, Donald Trump had been
pointing to January 6 as a day of reckoning.
It was when he told his supporters to come
toWashington DC, and challenge Congress
- and Vice-President Mike Pence - to discard
the results of November’s election and keep
the presidency in his hands.

On Wednesday morning, the president
and his warm-up speakers set the
whirlwind in motion. Rudy Giuliani,
the president’s personal lawyer, said the
election disputes should be resolved
through “trial by combat”.

Donald Trump Jr, the president’s oldest
son, had a message to members of his
party who would not “fight” for their
president. “This isn't their Republican
Party anymore,” he said. “This is Donald
Trump’s Republican Party.”

Then the president himself encouraged
the growing crowd, which had chanted
“stop the steal” and “bullshit” at the
president’s prompting, to march the two
miles from the White House to the Capitol.

“We will never give up. We will never
concede,” the president said. “Our country
has had enough. We will not take it
anymore.”

As the president was concluding his
remarks, a different kind of drama was
playing out within the Capitol itself, as
a joint session of Congress prepared to
tabulate the state-by-state results of the
election.

First, Pence - disregarding the
presidents urging to throw out the
results from contested states - released
a statement that he did not have
such powers and his role was “largely
ceremonial”.

Then Republicans issued their first
challenge, to Arizona votes, and the
House and Senate began their separate
deliberations on whether to accept
Joe Bidens victory there. The House
proceedings were raucous, with both sides
cheering as their speakers made their
remarks.

“The oath that I took this past Sunday
to defend and support the Constitution
makes it necessary for me to object
to this travesty” said newly elected
Congresswoman Lauren Boebert, who
had recently made headlines for insisting
that she would carry a handgun with her
in Congress. “I will not allow the people to
be ignored.”

In the Senate, the debate was taking on
a different tone. Senate Majority Leader
Mitch McConnell, dressed in the kind of
dark suit and tie that befits a funeral, was
coming to bury Donald Trump, not praise
him. “If this election were overturned by
mere allegations from the losing side, our
democracy would enter a death spiral,”
McConnell said. “Wed never see the whole
nation accept an election again. Every four
years would be a scramble for power at
any cost.”

The Kentucky senator, who will become
the Senate minority leader as a result of his
party’s two recent defeats in Georgia, said
that the chamber was designed to “stop
short-term passions from boiling over and
melting the foundations of our republic”.

His words were practically still hanging
in the air when the passions outside
the Capitol boiled over, and the Trump
supporters, perhaps inspired by the earlier
speeches, stormed the building. They
swamped the insufficient security in place
and brought the proceedings to a grinding
halt, as lawmakers, staff and media rushed
to find shelter from the rioters.

The drama unfolded in fits and starts.
Television cameras broadcast images of
protesters dancing and waving flags on the
steps of the Capitol. Photos and snippets
popped up on social media of rioters inside
the building, attempting to break into the
legislative chambers and posing in the
offices of elected legislators; of security
officers, guns drawn in the House of
Representatives, behind barricaded doors.

In Wilmington, Delaware, President-
elect]Joe Biden scrapped a planned speech
on the economy and condemned what he
called an “insurrection” in Washington.

“At this hour our democracy is under
unprecedented assault unlike anything
we've seen in modern times,” he said. “An
assault on the citadel of liberty; the Capitol
itself.” He concluded his short remarks with
a challenge to Trump: to go on national
television to condemn the violence and
“demand an end to this siege”.

Minutes later, Trump would offer his
message to the nation - but it was not the
one Biden suggested. Instead, sandwiched
between his now familiar complaints
about the election being “stolen’, he told
his supporters “to go home, we love you,
you're very special”.

It was the kind of kid gloves way the
president has routinely responded to
transgressions from his supporters -
whether it was their violent treatment
of protesters at his rallies, the “very fine
people on both sides” statement after
the clashes at a white supremacist rally
in Charlottesville or his “stand back and
stand by” message to the far-right Proud
Boys group during the first debate with
Biden.

Trump'’s tweet, and two subsequent
ones which also praised his supporters,
were flagged and then removed by Twitter,
which took the unprecedented step of
locking the president’s account for 12
hours. Facebook followed suit, banning
Trump for a full day.

For the first time in his presidency,
for the first time in his long, intimate
relationship with social media, Donald
Trump had been silenced.

As the afternoon stretched into the
evening, and police finally secured the
US Capitol, a growing chorus of voices
- from the left and right - condemned
the violence. It was not surprising that
Democrats, like soon-to-be Senate
Majority Leader Chuck Schumer, laid the
riots at the feet of the president.

More noteworthy, however, were the
Republicans who followed suit. “We just
had a violent mob assault the Capitol
in an attempt to prevent those from
carrying out our Constitutional duty,”
tweeted Congresswoman Lynne Cheney, a
frequent Republican critic of the president.

The condemnations were not limited to
Trump’ reliable intraparty critics, however.
Senator Tom Cotton of Arkansas, who
frequently sides with the president, also
spoke out. “It's past time for the president
to accept the results of the election, quit
misleading the American people, and
repudiate mob violence,” he said.

First Lady Melania Trump’s Chief of Staff
Stephanie Grisham and Deputy White
House Press Secretary Sarah Matthews
both resigned in protest, and there are
reports that more administration officials
will head for the exits in the next 24 hours.

Whether Pence and the Cabinet act or
not, Trump’s presidency will be over in just
two weeks. At that point, Republican Party
leaders will have to grapple with a future
where it has lost control of the Congress
and the White House and has a former
president whose reputation is badly
tarnished but who still has strong sway
over a sizeable segment of the party’s base.

It
wouldn't be out of place if
the ongoing amendment
of the constitution takes
cognizance of the digital age
and power of information
technology to also prescribe

online declaration and
submission of assets.

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Chaotic scenes at NIMC
enrolment centres

Following reports of extortion and sharp practices at

some of the enrolment centres of the National Identity

Management Commission (NIMC), the Federal
Government last week suspended some workers allegedly
involved.

Before then, there were reports in the media indicating that
the ongoing National identification Number (NIN) enrolment
exercise was not going on as smoothly as envisaged at the
NIMC centres.

There are accounts of officials not arriving on time at the
designated centres as well as shortage or in some cases lack
of necessary registration materials for the exercise. This is
in addition to the usual problems of power outage as well
as the fact that the centres are not enough to cope with the
multitudes that need to be registered all over the country.

Expectedly, this results in frustration and disappointment
for the multitudes waiting to enrol leading to chaotic scenes
at the centres.

Against the assurances given by the authorities that
adequatearrangements havebeen madeto ensure the exercise
goes as smoothly as possible, this is hardly encouraging.

The government cannot escape responsibility over this
unsavoury situation.

First of all, the timing of the exercise coming at the yuletide
when movement of people across the country is at its peak
was hardly convenient. And to further compound matters, the
government, without proper consultation and consideration
of the circumstances, initially gave a two weeks’ deadline for
the conclusion of the exercise before extending it by another
two weeks after much protests from stakeholders.

Secondly, there was no adequate enlightenment for
an exercise of such national importance and magnitude.
Such necessary information as location of the enrolment
centres, procedures for enrolment, and requirements were
not properly communicated to the public prior to the
commencement of the exercise.

Thirdly, not much consideration was also given to rural
dwellers and those that live in remote and inaccessible parts
of the country, who also need to be involved in the exercise.

We observe that before the present time, National Identity
enrolment exercise has been going on continuously for quite
some time now at designated centres of the NIMC where
Nigerians do it at their own time and convenience. For the
most part, reports about the process have not been as we have
it with the present exercise.

The observable lapses in the ongoing enrolment can
no doubt be attributable, to a large extent, to the sudden
announcement of a two weeks’ deadline for an exercise
which Nigerians have been doing conveniently without
deadlines. The resulting rush and panic to beat the deadline
for enrolment would naturally result in chaos and disorder
especially if as we have seen, adequate arrangements have
not been made to cope with the situation. And in such
circumstances there will always be people who will seek to
take advantage.

All things considered, we believe the observable lapses in
the on-going exercise call for government to consider taking
some measures in order to ease the situation. There should
be greater synergy between the Ministry of Communication
and Digital Technology and the various telecom service
providers in accessing and processing of data for capture into
the database.

There should also be effective supervision to ensure that
those charged with the responsibility of conducting the
exercise do so in accordance with the guidelines provided.
Incidences of sharp practices such as those discovered and
reported should be promptly dealt with to serve as deterrence
to those who might be minded to take advantage of the
situation.

The government should also consider extending the time
for the exercise as it is clear that with the cumulative issues,
the current deadline is not feasible.

Tribute to lyan Zazzau, Alhaji
Muhammadu Bashari Aminu OFR

od only always was, God
nly always will be!
The death, on Friday,
January 1, 2021, of Alhaji
Muhammadu Bashari Aminu, aka
Dan-Kwasau, aka Iyan Zazzau,
aka Iyan Gari, aka Iya Bashar, aka
Iya - (and multiplicity of names
indicates profound adoring and
reverence for the named) was,
perhaps, the darkest side of
the new year especially to the
Kingdom and people of Zazzau, to
his immediate family, and to many
of us that lived and associated
closely with him. God grant him
eternal peace.

Born December 26, 1950.
The son of the 17th Emir of
Zazzau Muhammadu Aminu. He
graduated from the Department
of Accounting at Ahmadu Bello
University Zaria. A Fellow of the
Institute of Financial Accountants
(UK), the Certified National
Accountants of Nigeria (CNA).

Appointed Danmadamin
Zazzau and District Head of Sabon
Gari in 1979 and later promoted
to the important and princely
title of Iyan Zazzau, he had a brief
stint in the civil service. He was
an accomplished businessman.
He was awarded the prestigious
national honour of the Officer of
the Federal Republic (OFR) by the
Nigerian government. He was a
bureaucrat, a technocrat, and an
aristocrat!

Iya was a great man. He was a
wonderful intellect, a great soul of
matchless courage, and a pleasing
personality,. ~ Calm, collected,
and composed, he exuded an
air of charisma with a mixture
of aristocratic mien in conduct
and appearance. He was never
known to have lost his cool no
matter the provocation. His sense
of discipline, organization and
coordination was legendary. In
every sense and purpose one could
count him among those you may
refer to as the Salts-of-the-Earth
yet we have no right to bow down
to his memory simply because he
was great. Great kings, great heroes,
great people, often use their gifts
for a most unholy cause.

He was an exceptional character
with enormous accomplishments.
Those that closely related with
him will testify to his equanimity
and benevolence. And through
all situations of his life he had
preserved his equanimity, his
keen interest in etiquette, and
his indefatigable zeal for the
instruction of others.

As a prince he had laboured all
his life to maintain and preserve
the Fulani caliphal aristocracy
and its institutions bequeathed by
his forefathers. Iya would appear
erect everywhere in the execution
of his duties as a prince especially
in matters relating to the integrity
of the Zazzau Kingdom and the
personality of the Late Emir Shehu
Idris.

As 1 watched him being laid
down into his final resting place, in
that darkest moment, on Saturday,
the 2nd of January 2021. I felt the
darkness that overshadowed the

firmament over the triangle of
benevolence, philanthropy and
fosterhood, and everything within
it. and the bitter reality it portrayed
was one, I, personally, will live with
and die with.

From that moment on, many
questions kept cropping up in
my mind: what becomes of the
livelihood and education of
multitudes of orphans being fed,
sheltered and sponsored by him?
What about the poor and the weak
whose livelihood and happiness
depend on him? What of those
nephews and nieces from less
privileged relatives depending on
his hand-outs for survival? What
of the absence of the enormous
wealth of experience in emirate
administration that the Zazzau
Kingdom has lost along with
his demise? As an industrialist
providing employment to many,
what impact his death will come
to have on the economy of
many households and families?
What becomes of the bridge he
maintained between the Kingdom
of Zazzau and other kingdoms and
chiefdoms; and between Kaduna
State and the centre at various
levels of human and national
development?

On that morning of Friday the
1st of January 2021 as he took his
last breath, pages containing lists
of students on his scholarship were
lying on his desk in his personal
office awaiting his approval for
payments of their school fees
and stipends! Indeed the loss was
colossal and far-reaching for the
people, the Kingdom, the state and
the nation.

As district head of Sabon Gari,
he demonstrated an unmatched
ability and skills in managing the
affairs of this cosmopolitan, multi-
ethnic, multi-cultural and multi-
religious district. His exceptional
skill in steering the affairs of this
district for 39 years was remarkable.

He was to display his mastery
of the emirate system when after
the death of Emir Shehu Idris, the
throne became vacant and princes
began to jostle to occupy it. Given
the circumstances in which the
contest for the throne began, he
stayed away from contesting,
declining to vyield to pressure
to contest from many quarters
including from key figures in the
emirate. But when he had reasons
to believe that the sanctity of
the institution and its traditions
and practices were at stake and
someone from the old guards was
needed to the rescue, he caved in
and put himself on the contest. And
when he believed that the process
for the selection and appointment
of the new emir was faulty, he
sought for redress in the court of
law in his unflinching trust in the
rule of law. But however much
he disagreed with the process of
the selection and appointment
of the new emir, yet, to preserve
the integrity of the throne and
the institution it represents, he
asked his sons and relatives to pay
allegiance to the new occupant
so long as he sits on the throne.
Of course he recused himself
personally from paying allegiance

to avoid a conflict of interest having
resolved to challenge the matter in
court.

To his children he was not
only a loving father. He was also
a mentor. He got so deeply into
their psyche so much that they
mimic his demeanour in conducts,
in dressings and in appearance.
Meet any of them and you would
not fail to behold the trajectories
of his characteristic mien, of his
throaty voice, of his deliberate
drawling and choice of words,
and of his mannerisms. If you
have had dealings with any of
them you would have noticed that
royal instinct of accommodation,
generous disposition and
indulgence that were native to him.

To the younger ones, Iya would
share his wisdom in a way that risks
being misunderstood as punitive. It
mostly would come as a reproach.
I still could feel the reverberation
of an unmistakable instruction he
once snapped at me, when I was
explaining to him the method I
used in handling a matter I earlier
complained to him about: “be wise
beyond your age, the world is too
complex for your methods” he
interjected with a resounding tune.

From the elite’ circle down to
the ranks of the ordinary, Iya was
largely misunderstood and he
seemed to enjoy the ambiguity of
his methodologies.

But I had always thought that
I understood the fya to an extent
until onefascinatingmomentwhen
he proved me wrong. When I was
the editor of the Analysis Magazine
in which the Dr Yusufu Bala
Usman was a leading contributor
to back in early 2000s, I ensured
that I took a complimentary copy
of every edition to the Iya. One
day as I was leaving his office
after delivering a copy to him he
said to me “you know, Dr Usman
is my model”. 1 was completely
baffled sending back at him some
perplexing look as I figured out
the obvious contradistinction
between the two men. But I dared
not say a word. It was the Iya
talking! Noticing my disposition,
he offered “I cherish his courage,
his consistency, his scholarship, his
pursuit of truth even at the risk of
being misunderstood”. And, finally,
he said “well Bala is a great man”. 1
thanked and bade him goodbye.

But even in death, Hakimi (as
we fondly called him) left many of
us confused about his demise. The
same ambiguity that defined his
life still trails his departure.

But if the only thing that could
have kept him alive was love, he
would have lived for a very long
time; much longer than he did. He
was loved and revered by many.
Some out of the benefits they
derived from his largesse, some
because of his fame, some for what
he stood for and represented.

May Allah admit him and us and
reunite us with him at the Court
of the Seal-of-Prophethood on the
valley of Al-Kauthar.

Adieu, Hakimi. Adieu!

ndia is the top export
Idestination for Nigerian

commodities with N500.6
billion or 16.7 per cent of trade
exports from Nigerian in the
third quarter of 2020, a report
has said.

According to the latest term
of trade report released by the
National Bureau of Statistics
(NBS), Spain, Netherlands,
Turkey and China along with
India are Nigeria’s top five trading
partners for the period.

It also revealed that crude oil
dominated export commodity in
Q3 with India taking N444.89bn
worth of crude oil; Spain took

N282.8bn, Netherland, N216.7bn,
Turkey, N138.75bn and China
N64.1bn

Other trades with India
include natural and liquefied gas,
N49.1bn; cashew nuts, N2.18bn,
soya beans, N1.14bn, and leather,
NO0.71bn.

On the other hand, Nigeria
imported motorcycles from India
worth N50.71bn, antibiotics
(N26.36bn), vaccines for human

medicine (N20.22bn) and
Polyethylene (N9.27bn).
Similarly, Nigeria imported

Premium Motor Spirit (PMS)
worth N190.8bn and N20.65bn
from Netherland and Spain
respectively.

The report found Nigeria’s

trade with the Netherlands on
negative balance with import
of N79.5bn antibiotics; gas oil
(N58.8bn) and blue whiting meat
(frozen) - N10.2bn.

However, cocoa beans
(N1.6bn), frozen shrimps and
prawns (N1.2bn), made it in the
list of Nigerian imports.

Other imports from Spain
include mixed alkylbenzenes
& mixed alkyl naphthalenes
(N17.63bn) and Gypsum
(N4.37bn).

Nigeria maintained a positive
balance trade with Turkey as it
recorded N150bn or 5.01 per cent
export trade while imports stood
atN59.26bn representing 1.10 per
cent of total imports.

The top three import
commodities from Turkey were
plasters of calcined gypsum,
cooking appliances, as well as
other paper and paper boards
valued at N4.09billion, N2.60bn
and N2.24bn respectively.

“In Q3 2020, Nigeria’s import
trade with China was in terms
of instruments, appliances
and machines for measuring
or checking, machines for the

reception, conversion and
transmission or regeneration of
voice and images.

“Other appliances such as taps,
cocks and other valves, were the
dominant imports, each valued at
N37.2bn, N37.1bn, and N35.2bn
respectively,” the report stated.

prices.

In its Africa Oil and Gas Review 2020,
themed ‘Energising a new tomorrow’,
the report indicates that oil demand
globally shows a curbed recovery
over the next few years following the
COVID-19 induced demand slump,
with prices predicted to reach a ceiling
of around $54 per barrel, compared to
a pre-COVID-19 estimate of long-term
pricing ranging between $60 and $70

per barrel.

According to the review, “It is
estimated that this lower price forecast
will cost Africa a potential $1 trillion in
export revenues from oil over the next
20 years.”

In the wake of this development,
PwC has advised in the review that
the adoption of the energy transition
can provide a ‘lifeline’ in the light of
declining oil demand.

The review further suggested that
the energy transition does in fact
create significant positive economic
impact and opportunities, and Africa
can benefit tremendously from
the technology foundations and
learning curves largely paid for by the
developed world.

The review also pointed out that as
export revenues and domestic demand
changed, energy transition readiness
will be an important sustainability
factor for many countries that have
relied on their oil and gas endowments.

Energy transition refers to the global
energy sector’s shift from fossil-based
systems of energy production and
consumption - including oil, natural
gas and coal - to renewable energy
sources like wind and solar, as well as
lithium-ion batteries.

The increasing penetration of
renewable energy into the energy
supply mix, the onset of electrification
and improvements in energy storage
are all key drivers of the energy
transition.

Customs intercepts N386m arms, goods in Owerri

The Nigeria Customs Service, Federal
Operations Unit, Zone ‘C’ Owerri, on
Thursday said it intercepted 5,200 live
ammunition (cartridges of 30GR 70mm
calibre) and various contraband worth
N386 million.

It said the seizures were made
between November 23 and December
27, 2020 while three persons were
arrested.

The Customs Area Controller, Yusuf
Lawal, in a statement said the unit also
recovered N7.6m from demand notices
on general goods that tried to cut

corners from seaports in the guise of
false declaration, transfer of value, and
short change in duty payment.

Comptroller = Lawal put the
cumulative sum realized by the unit in
the period under review at N386.3m.

He was worried about the spate of
armed smuggling recalling the cases in
Lagos in 2017, Kwara in 2018 and just
recently in Kebbi.

He said the 5,200 live ammunition
cartridges were intercepted on
December 13, 2020 noting that the
ammunition was concealed with other
goods and household items in a Toyota
Sienna bus in Cross River.

“Only God knows what would have
happened if these cartridges get to their
destination unchecked, considering
the fragile security of the nation: from
armed robbery, kidnapping, banditry
to insurgency”.

Other seized items include 1,215
bags of foreign parboiled rice of 50kg,
38 jumbo bales of used clothing and
204 cartons of imported tomatoes. The
others are four new and used exotic
vehicles and controlled pharmaceutical
products.

“Three suspects were arrested in
connection to these different seizures,”
he added.

Lagos projects N971bn revenue to fund N1.1tr budget

The Lagos State Government
has said it targets to generate
N971.028 billion revenue for
funding the recently signed
2021 budget.

Governor Babajide Olusola
Sanwo-Olu recently signed
1.164 trillion for the 2021

budget.
The Commissioner for
Economic Planning and

Budget, Mr. Sam Egube, in
a briefing said, the deficit of
192.494bn is projected to be
funded by a combination of
internal and external loans.

The breakdown of the
expected revenue shows
Total Internally Generated
Revenue (TIGR) of 723.8bn,
Capital Receipts of 71.8bn
and Federal Transfer of
175.4bn.

With the projection of
N723.817bn TIGR for 2021,
the state is expected to
generate N60.318bn on a
monthly basis.

Egube explained that a
significant percentage of the
projected TIGR, N512bn, is
expected to be contributed
by the Lagos State Internal
Revenue Service (LIRS).

“This will improve the
efficiency in operations
of all revenue-generating
agencies. We believe that
there are huge revenue-
generating opportunities
in the state, including real
estate, transportation sectors
and our markets generally
etc.

“We will continue to use
data and intelligence to
unravelrevenue opportunities

and leakages. We have
continued to  maintain
a relatively conservative

posture in our projection for
Federal  Transfers/Receipts

compared to our annual run
rate in 2020 in view of the
production challenges within
the Oil Sector by keeping our
expectation at N175bn.”

Egube further said a
provision of N150.7bn is made
for the maintenance of roads
and other infrastructures
within the state, out of which
N15bn is earmarked for
the ‘Rebuild Lagos Project/
Trust Fund and N8.842bn for
development of infrastructure
along the coastline to curb the
ocean surge and protect lives
and properties among other
projects.

Air travel drops over
COVID-19 rise — Report

The second wave of COVID-19
is taking its toll once again on
air travel, the International Air
Transport Association (IATA) has
disclosed.

It said total demand (measured
in revenue passenger kilometres
or RPKs) was down 70.3 per cent
in November 2020 compared to
November 2019, and virtually
unchanged from the 70.6 per cent
year-to-year decline recorded in
October.

November capacity was 58.6
per cent below previous year levels
and load factor fell 23.0 percentage
points to 58.0 per cent, which was a
record low for the month.

It recorded that African traffic
sank 76.7 per cent in November,
little changed from a 77.2 per cent
drop

According to the report released
yesterday, international passenger
demand in November was 88.3 per
cent below November 2019, slightly
worse than the 87.6 per cent year-
to-year decline recorded in October.

Capacity fell 77.4 per cent below
previous year levels, and load factor
dropped 38.7 percentage points to
41.5 per cent.

Europe is the main driver of
the weakness as new lockdowns
weighed on travel demand.

IATA’s Director General and CEO
Alexandre de Juniac attributed the
development to new restrictions
put in place by governments in
response to new outbreaks.

“The already tepid recovery in
air travel demand came to a full
stop in November. That's because
governments responded to new
outbreaks with even more severe
travel restrictions and quarantine
measures.”

Aviation analyst Alex Nwuba
said with “a new more dangerous
variant of the coronavirus” already
discovered, recovery in air travel is
being prolonged.

“My Lord, he only said that he had
thrown it away into the bush.

“That was the reason I reported the

matter to my father who warned him
to return the cloth immediately or risk
being humiliated.

“Scared of the threat, Azeez brought
the cloth back but he had washed the
blood off.

“Moreover, he is an irresponsible man
because he doesn't take care of the child I
left behind. The child has almost lost his
vision now due to lack of care from his
father,” Fatima said.

Azeez, a spare part dealer, argued that
his wife was only good at blackmailing
him. “I am very godly, there is nothing
for me to derive in using Fatima for any
ritual. Besides, she is a wayward wife and
cannot be trusted.

“When I saw the piece of cloth where
she soaked it, I threw it into the bush
opposite our house because I wanted to
use the bucket,” he said

Bauchi: NHRC received 417 complaints in 2019/2020

The National Human Rights Commission
(NHRC), on Thursday, said it received 417
complaints of human rights violations
between 2019 and 2020 in Bauchi State.

Mrs Yahcit Dala, the Coordinator of
the Bauchi office of the commission,
disclosed this in an interview with the
News Agency of Nigeria (NAN).

Mrs Dala said the commission came
to Bauchi State in February, 2019, and
received a total of 417 cases of human
rights violations between 2019 and 2020.

She said, “Because our office was new
in the state in 2019, we received only 78
complaints of human rights violations,

while in 2020 we received 334 cases,
and in the few days of 2021, we have
received six complaints and disposed 165
complaints.

“During the COVID-19 pandemic,
there was an enormous increase in the
number of complaints and disposals; an
indication of the awareness of human
rights among the people, and also their
growing faith in the commission.

“The number of complaints we
are receiving in recent times is a
manifestation that more people have
become aware of their human rights in
the state.”

She further said the commission
embarked on a sensitisation and
awareness campaign during the
pandemic because of the high level of
human rights violations, especially the
sexual gender-based violence.

Mrs Dala said, “We collaborate with
other human rights organisations,
government, religious and traditional
leaders and stakeholders to educate
citizens on the need to know their rights
and how to access the services of the
commission.”

The coordinator said the country was
committed to protecting human rights

and strengthening the NHRC in line with
its constitutional framework, adding
that, “We are going to ensure that where
the rights of any citizen are infringed
upon, we will ensure such rights are
enforced. Even criminals and convicts
do have rights, not to talk about people
who are only alleged to have committed
offences.”

Dala, therefore, urged the citizens to
report to the NHRC any violation of their
human rights, explaining that the office
was always there for the citizens who
had genuine complaints of human rights
violations.

Among adversaries,
China compared the

violence to protests in
Hong Kong, Russia said
it showed the weakness
of Western democracy,
and Iran called Trump
an unchecked threat
to the worlds security.
Allies of the United States
condemned the attack,
and Trump, but said
U.S. democracy would
ultimately reassert itself.

RUSSIA
Foreign Ministry
spokeswoman Maria

Zakharova: “The electoral
system in the United
States is archaic, it
does not meet modern
democratic standards,
creating opportunities for
numerous violations, and
the American media have
become an instrument of
political struggle.”

Konstantin  Kosachyov,
chairman of the
international affairs
committee of the Russian
upper  house:  “The
celebration of democracy
is over. This is, alas,
actually the bottom, I
say this without a hint of
gloating. America is no
longer charting the course,
and therefore has lost
all its rights to set it. And
especially to impose it on
others.”

China drew a
comparison between the
storming of the Capitol
and often-violent pro-
democracy protests in
Hong Kong, which have
been quelled by the
coronavirus  pandemic
and a security crackdown
by Beijing.

Scheming for the 2023 presidency was
ignited recently sequel to the defection of
Governor David Umahi of Ebonyi State
from the Peoples Democratic Party (PDP)
to the APC and the meeting of some top
echelon of the party with former President
Goodluck Jonathan.

But a former governor of Zamfara State,
Ahmed Sani Yerima, former governor of
Kano State, Malam Ibrahim Shekarau have
dispelled the claim, saying there was no
such agreement.

The debate between Imam Abu
Hanifah and Imam Malik (1)

Hardly is there a culture in which disagreement
on the branches of the religion and its practical
manifestation in the secular spheres of life viewed
more positively other than Islam. In fact, the absence
of the clergy in Islam, which sometimes becomes a
threat to the religion and its communities, was meant
to prevent the encroachment of earthly authorities
upon human intellect, the intellect represents one of
the very first entities, so says the jurist, created by the
Almighty. The day it was created, the Almighty is said
to have addressed it thus- nothing more noble have I
created other than you”.

Now by endowing humanity with the power to
reason, the Almighty unarguably sanctioned diversity
and difference. One field in which diversity in Islam is
eminently evident is jurisprudence. Like other fields
of learning in the religion, there are more than twenty
schools of jurisprudence otherwise known as Figh
in Islam. There are countless sources and texts all of
which emphasize the position of knowledge as the
sine qua non in Islamic weltanschauung. Now of all
these schools, four are the most prominent, namely,
the Hanifite, the Malikite, the Shafite and Hanbalite.
Again, among these four, two are usually the most
competitive: that of Imam of Abu Hanifah and Imam
Malik. When I chanced upon the story below of the
debate which took place between the two on matters
of Islamic jurisprudence, I could not but bewail the
contemporary challenges confronting us as a Ummabh.
I could not but deprecate the present situation where
self-righteousness and totalitarianism in knowledge
acquisition and dispersion has become the order of
the day.

It is said that Imam Malik used to say in his sitting in
Madinah thus: “Beware of the people of opinion.” This
was said to be a veiled reference to Imam Abu-Hanifa’s
school which had achieved renown at the time for its
predilection for patronage of reason and arguments in
jurisprudential discourses. Before their meeting, there
had been exchanges of letters until when they met
during the rituals of Hajj.

When they finally met, they chose to address three
issues which were viewed differently by each party.
The first jurisprudential issue- and one of interest
to me- was about how to address hypothetical
questions; things that had not taken place yet. In
Imam Malik’s juristic school of thought, we should
not imagine situations and ask about things that have
not happened, as this distracts people from already
existing issues and usually lead to controversies. Imam
Malik brought his evidence from various ayahs and
ahadith. He stated the ayah where the Almighty says
“They ask you concerning the new moons” (Quran
2:189). Such questions, it is believed are meaningless
since these are “fixed times for mankind, and (for) the
Pilgrimage.”

Imam Malik’s other evidence was that Umar Ibnul-
Khattab (r.a) cursed the one who asked about situations
that have not happened and used to say, “Do not
engage us with things that have not happened, keep
people busy with the truth instead.” Thus whenever
people came to ask hypothetical questions Imam
Malik used to get angry and tell them not to ask about
things that have not happened yet. Those people were
usually from Iraq where Imam Abu-Hanifa was.

As for Imam Abu-Hanifah, his approach was based
on inventing situations that have not happened. In
the debate Imam Malik disapproved of Imam Abu
Hanifa’s view. But Abu Hanifah countered. He argued
that circumstances in Iraq were very much unlike
those in Madinah. According to him, Iraq is the capital
of the Caliphate and everyday there new situations
continually emerged and as scholars and jurists they
needed to be prepared for them unlike in Madinah
where situations appeared to be relatively stable.

Tigray crisis; Ethiopia to repair a

The Ethiopian government has
promised to repair a centuries-
old mosque that was damaged
during the conflict in the northern
Tigray region. The al-Nejashi Mosque
was reportedly shelled. Its dome, the
minaret and tombs of Islamic figures
were damaged. Locals believed al-
Nejashi was built by the first Muslims
to migrate to Africa during the time
of Prophet Muhammad.

They had fled persecution in
Mecca and were given refuge in what
was then the Kingdom of Aksum.

Local Muslims believed that 15
disciples of Prophet Muhammad are
buried in the damaged tombs.

The mosque is near Wukro town,

for three days

some 800km (500 miles) from
Ethiopia’s capital, Addis Ababa.

A Turkish aid agency launched
a project in 2015 to renovate
the mosque, saying it wanted
to “preserve the heritage” of the
monument and wanted it to become
a major destination for ‘“religious
tourism”. The mosque was damaged
during the month-long military
operation that led to the Tigray
People’s Liberation Front (TPLF)
being ousted from power in the

region on 28 November.

The government has imposed
heavy restrictions on the media in
Tigray, making it difficult to know
what exactly is happening. Access to
Tigray has also been restricted for aid
workers.

In a BBC Ambharic interview, the
deputy director of the Ethiopian
Heritage Preservation Authority,
Abebaw Ayalew, said a team would
be sent to inspect the damage to both
the mosque and church before they
are repaired.

“These sites are not only places of
worship. It is also the heritage of the
whole of Ethiopia,” he said.

Islamic council seeks halal ruling before COVID-19 vaccination

Indonesia’s highest Muslim clerical
council aims to issue a ruling on
whether a COVID-19 vaccine is
halal, or permissible under Islam,
before the country is due to start a
mass inoculation programme using
a Chinese vaccine next week.

The world’s largest Muslim-
majority country plans to launch
vaccinations on January 13 after
obtaining three million doses from
China’s Sinovac Biotech.

Controversy  over  whether
vaccines adhere to Islamic principles
has stymied public health responses

before, including in 2018, when
the Indonesian Ulema Council
(MUI) issued a fatwa declaring that
a measles vaccine was forbidden

under Islam.

“Our target is before first
injections start, the fatwa has
to come out then,” said Muti

Arintawati, an official at MUI in
charge of analysing food and drugs
to assess whether they are halal.

Asked about the risk of public
resistance, a health ministry official
said the government would wait for
MUT’s decision.

In a bid to boost acceptance,
President Joko Widodo has said he
will be the first to receive a vaccine
shot next week.

Dicky Budiman, a researcher at
Australia’s Griffith University, said
authorities needed to be transparent
on the halal certification to reassure
the public.

Ahmad Ishomuddin, an official
at Nahdlatul Ulama, Indonesia’s
biggest ~ mainstream  Muslim
organisation, said emergency
vaccines that were not halal could be
used if there were no other options.

COVID-19, trial from Allah - Cleric

The Chief Imam of al-Huda Masjid
Byazhin-Kubwa, Abuja, Dr. Rafee’
Owonla Busayree Al-Ijebuwi, has
said that the raging COVID-19
pandemic is a trial from Allah.

The cleric stated this in his
Jumuah khutbah (sermon) titled
“Mishaps are tools for obliterating
sins with Patience”.

According to him, “presently,
humanity is being tempted by a
block of some countries’ demons, in
what is termed the pandemic virus
of COVID-19.”

He said, “According to the
statement of those devils, when

they perceived the turning of the
epidemic virus upon them, they
were puzzled by the small number
of Africans compared to the peers in
Europe and America.

“We are not irritated about their
actions because Allah Ta'ala has told
us in Suratul Furgaan verse 20: “We
made some of you a trial for others,
will you have patience? Since your
Lord is Ever, All-Seer of all things.”

While urging the citizens to abide
by the government guidelines on
COVID-19, he said people should
not wrongly understand the
Tawheed Rububiyyah (Oneness of
Allah’s Lordship) in a way different
from its objective.

He said, “Whenever they are
been ordered to use the face masks,
adhere to the social distancing and
avoid mingling unnecessarily, they
are fond of saying; ‘if Allah has
predetermined our infection with
Coronavirus, it will eventually affect
us even if we are in thick protective
overalls’.

“These (kind of) people are
ignorant as they seem to involve
themselves in such errors.”

Again, tanker explosion hits Lagos

A tanker explosion in Lagos yesterday

paralysed vehicular movement
along the ever-busy Oshodi-Apapa
expressway.

The incident happened at Apakun
Bridge near the popular Toyota bus-
stop Iyana Isolo when a tanker fully
loaded with 40,000 litres of petroleum
crashed with another trailer, resulting
in an explosion.

Emergency responders had a hectic
time extinguishing the fire, which raged
for hours thereby restricting vehicular
movement.

The incident happened around 9:15
am as the tanker somersaulted with the
body separated from the head.

The National Emergency
Management Agency (NEMA), the
state Emergency Management Agency
(LASEMA), the fire service and men
of the Nigerian Police, among others,
were on ground at the scene of the
incident.

However, no casualty was recorded.

NEMA Coordinator in Lagos, Mr.
Ibrahim Farinloye said, “The tanker
crashed on the side with another trailer
on the motion.

“The trailer was fully loaded with
iron rods. It was believed that the two
vehicles were trying to outsmart each
other before the incident happened.”

Director-General of LASEMA, Dr.

He wurged residents to exercise
caution as the petroleum product,
while diluted with chemical treatments,
is still at risk of being ignited by a naked
flame.

Daily Trust reports that a similar
incident had occurred on Dec. 19, 2020,
when another diesel tanker exploded
on the Michael Otedola Bridge, causing
panic among commuters plying the
Lagos-Ibadan Expressway.

Security operatives rescue 77 Kidnap victims in Katsina

Security = operatives  on
Thursday evening handed
over 77 kidnap victims to the
Governor of Katsina State,
Aminu Masari.

The governor said the

victims were rescued by
the state government in
collaboration ~ with  the

Miyetti Allah Cattle Breeders
Association, the Nigeria Police
Force, the Nigerian Army,
the Nigerian Air Force, the
Department of State Security
and other security agencies.
He said in all, 104 kidnap
victims have recently been
rescued  through  such

collaboration.

The governor said out
of the 104 victims, 16 were
from Sabuwa, Faskari and
Dandume axis of the state; 10
from Danmusa axis, adding
that the 77 handed over to
him on Thursday were from
Batsari and Jibia axis.

He revealed that their
rescue was in continuation of
an exercise that started with
the recovery of the recently
abducted 344 schoolboys
of Government Science
Secondary School, Kankara.

Masari said, “We saw an
opener and we are working

with the leadership of
Miyetti Allah Cattle Breeders
Association in cooperation
with the police, the army, the
DSS, the Air force and other
securityagencies to bringback
as many of the kidnapped
victims as possible.

“And the process is still
ongoing, we are doing this
as quietly as we can to make
sure that nobody is harmed
and further kidnapping is
stopped”.

The Katsina Commissioner
of Police, Sanusi Buba, in
his remarks said the bandits
themselves made several

appeals for peace to reign in
their domains.

He said, “This process has
been on for some days. We
are making efforts to ensure
that all those that are still in
captivity are safely rescued
without the payment of
any ransom or hindrance.
We hope and pray that this
method will not be limited
to Katsina State but will go
beyond all other vulnerable
states.”

It was learnt that the
rescued 77 victims are to be
reunited with their families on
Friday.

US Speaker calls for
Trump’s removal

US Speaker, Nancy Pelosi has called
on Vice President Mike Pence and
the Cabinet to invoke the 25th
Amendment, which allows for the
removal of President Trump if he is
unable to discharge his duties.

If they fail to do so, she said the
Congress “may be prepared to move
forward with impeachment” against
Trump for instigating rioters to attack
the Capitol building on Wednesday.

“In calling for this seditious act,
the president has committed an
unspeakable assault on our nation
and our people,” Pelosi said. She called
Trump “a very dangerous person who
should not continue in office.”

The pro-Trump rioters clashed
with Capitol police officers, smashed
windows and trashed offices. One
woman was shot and killed by a Capitol
police officer, and it took several hours
for order to be restored. More than 50
officers were injured in the melee, and
several were hospitalised with serious
injuries.

Senate Democratic Leader,
Charles Schumer earlier on Thursday
called for the invocation of the 25th
Amendment. Schumer said that if
they failed to act, Congress should
reconvene and impeach him. Several
House Democrats were circulating
articles of impeachment on Thursday
morning.

Trump had addressed the crowd
before the riot, urging them to march
on the Capitol in order to put pressure
on Republican senators who were
unwilling to overturn the presidential
election.

This comes less than two weeks
before Joe Biden and Kamala Harris
will be inaugurated as president and
vice president.

In the early hours of Thursday
morning, the joint session of Congress
completed the job of certifying Biden
and Harris as the winners of the 2020
election.

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Ungoverned spaces; Why
communities must fight back

igeria is facing the most serious
| \ | security challenge in its history.

It is facing an even bigger
challenge of social disintegration,
anomie, signalling the disintegration of
community. At its root is the breakdown
of religious authority and hierarchies
as children seek different religious
affiliations from their parents. At the
same time, there is a decomposition
of socialisation and moral education
within the family. This is accompanied
by galloping urbanisation in which
poverty and ghettoes provide an
atmosphere in which the disconnected
individuals wallowing in misery can
see the engagement in mass atrocities
as acceptable and indeed desirable
behaviour. The precariat has emerged
as the most important actor to emerge
from the process and they have nothing
to gain from good behaviour and
everything to gain by disruptive action.
Meanwhile, the ruling classes are so
absorbed by their looting of the national
wealth that they are not even aware they
are sitting on a time bomb.

Thestate ofthe Nigerian Stateis serious
and each day we appear to be sinking
deeper into the abyss. The evidence that
we are not being effectively governed is
clear and the traditional task of running
the State is not a priority concern for the
ruling class. Indeed, strictly speaking,
the usage of the term ruling class is
questionable because although we have
occupants of the offices that embody
State power, the tenants of such offices
are not engaged in running the State. The
State as we know it from political science
literature does three things.

First, it extracts resources from
citizens through various forms of
taxation. This assumes that the State
knows those who reside in its territory
and is able to track them and make
them fulfil their fiduciary obligations.
Many within the younger generation
will be surprised to learn that there was
a time when the Nigerian State tracked
and monitored each adult to ensure
that they pay their tax. They also tracked
each nomad and made them pay tax,
jangali as it was called, on every cow they
owned. In addition, people were made
to produce cash crops — cocoa, palm oil
and groundnuts, and State institutions
called marketing boards bought the
produce cheaply, sold it abroad and put
the profit in State coffers.

The system of state administration
established by the British system of Native
Administration had a four-tier structure.
First there was the “residents” who were
in charge of public administration and
gave directives for state policy. Then there
was the Native Authority starting with
the first-class emir, oba or obi through
to district, village and ward heads who

knew, monitored and collected taxes
from the people. Finally, there was the
Native Treasury where the monies were
disbursed and the Native Court that
were in charge of sanctions. It was an
efficient system of monitoring, tracking
and extracting taxes from people for
the benefit of the United Kingdom. That
was the State that we inherited from the
colonial powers and all we added was
for the beneficiaries to become the new
ruling elite.

The second role the State plays is that
of using the resources it has extracted
from residents and citizens to provide
public goods such as security, social
services and infrastructure for the
welfare of inhabitants. In States where
taxes are extracted from the people, there
were usually demands and pressure
on the State to deliver because citizens
have paid their taxes and expect their
resources to be used for their benefit. The
available resources were not very much
but they were used more effectively to
deliver public goods.

The third role the Sate plays is that
of regulation, making laws for the
good governance of the country and
sanctioning those who breach the
laws through the judiciary and law
enforcement agencies. Thanks to the
colonial legacy and thirty years of
military rule, the objective of the laws
was to oppress and control the people.
The laws however did not apply to the
ruling class, as impunity became the
order of the day. Mega corruption by
the ruling class was fine but it became
criminal for journalists to expose what
the ruling class was doing.

In his definition of the State, Max
Weber makes the point that the first rule
is that thing called the State must have
the monopoly of the legitimate use of
violence in society. We find ourselves in
a situation in Nigeria in which private
citizens have access to vast arsenals
and use it against citizens and against
security forces while for their part,
security forces use their own arms in an
illegitimate manner killing and maiming
citizens in an extra-judicial manner. We
know that there is no State in the world
where you do not have illegal arms in the
hands of private citizens but when the
quantum of such arms goes beyond a
certain level and such private armies are
able to attack security forces at will and
the response of the security forces is to
turn on ordinary citizens, then the State
is in question.

Our Constitution defines the purpose
of the state as the protection of the
security of Nigerians and the pursuit
of their welfare. Nigerians however
know that they have to pay for their
own security guards and even the bulk
of the Nigerian police personnel are

used to provide security, not for the
people, but for individuals who can
afford to pay for their services. Nigerian
citizens are forced to provide their own
electricity with millions of generators
they purchase to power their houses
and pollute the atmosphere. Nigerians
go to the stream to fetch water or buy
it from water vendors. The water is not
potable and poisons families through
water borne diseases. The elite is able
to pay for personal boreholes in their
houses and the result is that they wipe
out underground water sources for
future generations while surface water
is not captured and treated but is left to
flow into the sea. Of course, health and
education have largely been private
and the state is completely disdainful
of Chapter Two of our Constitution that
directs it to provide for the welfare of
citizens.

The most serious feature of the
Nigerian State is that no institution today
has the mission and capacity to monitor,
track and govern what is going on in our
communities. From colonisation to the
1980s, this was done by traditional rulers.
Under military rule, they were stripped
of their powers and responsibilities at the
same time the local government system
was being dismantled and completely
stripped of resources by State governors.
The result was that rural Nigeria became
an ungoverned space. Even the police
were withdrawn from rural Nigeria
and refocused on providing VIP guard
services to the men of power and wealth.
It was in this context that the precariat
did their research and discovered new
routes out of their poverty and the
precariousness of their lives by being
Niger Delta militants, Boko Haram
jihadists, cattle rustlers, rural bandits,
kidnappers and highway robbers. Today,
they are sucking billions of Naira out of
Nigerians who are being pauperised
while their masochists are making
fortunes

In our context in which the State has
essentially abdicated its responsibilities,
community members need to startacting
together to save themselves. The first
step is to start reconstituting the capacity
and authority of traditional rulers.
Community leaders and members must
start working with their tradition rulers
to assess their situation — who lives in
their communities and neighbourhoods,
what are their means of livelihoods and
what activities — helpful or harmful are
they engaged in. In essence, some form
of community surveillance must be re-
introduced. It is only when communities
start discovering and discussing their
problems that they can start working out
how to solve them.

Thetaskbeforeusofthereconstruction
of the Nigerian State can only happen
when our communities regain the
capacity to act and to make effective
demands. We cannot allow our political
community to continue to crumble and
suffer the outcome of State collapse,
which Thomas Hobbes had assured us
will make our lives “nasty, brutish and
short”. Rebuilding the State must take
the form of a new approach based on
proactive communities being able to
impose effective demands on those who
occupy state offices.
