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PREFACE

Hundreds of titles were offered from these sources for the 
exhibition, but the criterion of selection for inclusion is Nigerian authorship and/or 
Nigerian imprint. Evidence of substantial Nigerian contribution to the production of a 
particular title is an essential qualification for a place on the Nigerian stand.
