-World Bodies Poised To Solve The Problem

By Joe Lartey

HALF the world s 10 million 
refugees are in Africa. United Nations 
statistics show that a little over a 
decade ago, the refugee population in 
Africa stood at 750,000. The figure 
has*risen dramatically, and now stands 
at five million. All indications are that 
the figure is still rising. Clearly the 
refuges issue is one of the[greateiyprob- 
lems facing the continent of Africa 
today.

It is in an attempt to find addi­
tional aid for solving this nagging prob­
lem, that the United Nations High 
Commission for Refugees and the 
Organisation of African Unity, jointly 
sponsored the International Conferen­
ce on Assistance to Refugees in Africa. 
The venue for the two-day conference 
was the Palais de Jusitice in Geneva 
and in attendance were Government 
hi misters and their civil servants, con­
cerned officials from 'voluntary agen­
cies, and representatives of the world 
press.

Significantly, all the Eastern bloc 
countries except 'Yugoslavia boycot­
ted the conference on the grounds that 
the refugee problem is a bye-product 
of decolonisation. A senior Nigerian 
officraf bi thaOAU is reported to have 
described the 'boycott as an unfriend­
ly act towards Africa.

In contrast, the Swedes, the West 
Germans, the French and 'interestingly 
the Chinese were among those who 
attended. Britain's minister of 'Over­
sees Development, who was at the 
year of the Refugee in Sudan meeting 
in Kharton last year, was also in 
Geneva. The Geneva conference then 
was in the main, a Western bloc show, 
which brought into bold relief, the 
traditional poor performance of the 
Soviet Union, in matterstbQrdering on 
charity.

Be that as it may, the International 
Conference on Assistance to Refugees 
was by all reckonings, a great success. 
A total of 322 million naira was 
pledged to help the 'estimated five 
million refugees in Africa. This figure 
fall short to the 863 million Naira

While attempts are being made to 
raise funds, African governments 
would be well advised to steer clear of 
policies and actions, which may tend 
to enlarge the army of refugees on the 
continent The Organisation of African 
Unity should step up its activities, in 
settling border disputes and crises all 
of which tend to 'escalate the African 
refugee problem. ___ ___ r
'estimated by the OAU, as the mini- whole, suffering 
mum required, to tackle the problem 
effectively.

One of the principal donors was the 
United States of America. She has

'promised to give 164 million Naira 
over two years, subject to congres­
sional approval West Germany 
pledged 20 million Naira, Saudi Ara­
bia, Canada, Japan and Britain also 
offered substantial amounts. The Uni­
ted Nations Secretary-General Dr. 
Kurt Waldheim who chaired the Gene­
va conference, warned that it might be 
some time, before the promised aid 
could be properly analysed, and new 
and existing aid programmes co­
ordinated.

Altnough African repre 
the conference would have 
that aid programmes be 
through United Nations agencies, 
donor countries voted for bilateral 
arrangements; that is, on the basis of 
each country's needs. In this regard 
the countries that are bearing the 
brunt of the refugee crisis are: Soma­
lia, Sudan, Zaire, Cameroun, Tanza­
nia and Uganda.
' Nigeria also has a fairly large but 

unspecified number of refugees within 
it's boundaries especially those fleeing 
from Chad, and the Federal govern­
ment is doing all it can to provide for 
their safety and comfort. On the

large there is an urgent need for a solu­
tion to the refugee problem in Africa.

FOR A long time in this country, 
formal education was the preserve of a 
few Nigerians who either had the 
means or enjoyed the sponsorship of 
institutions like governments and 
missionary organisations. The conse­
quence has been the prevalence of 
adults who can neither read nor write. 
For these Nigerians, their contribu­
tion to the society at large and even 
self-improvement has to a c 
been limited.

It was to rectify this situation that 
the government took a number of 
measures to step up adult and non- 
formal education. In fact, as enshrined 
in section 18 of our Constitution, one 
of our educational objectives is to era­
dicate illiteracy through among 
things, the provision of free lil 
programme for our adults.

In detail, this calls for functional 
literacy education for adults who have 
never had the advantage of any formal 
education as well as remedial educa­
tion for those young people who pre­
maturely dropped out of the formal 
school system. A third category inclu­
des the provision of further education 
for those who had benefitted from 
formal education. This is to improve 
their basic knowledge and skill. And 
for those already working, the objec­
tive is to provide in-service on the job, 
vocational professional training for 
them.

In terms of concrete programmes, 
it is evident that state governments, 
local education authorities and volun­
tary agencies organise evening classes 
in both urban and rural areas for 
young people and adults both at 
various levels.

In the end, when literate adults 
have Deen produced, they should be 
duely recognised and given gainful em-

tional literacy. Furthermore, the Fede­
ral Government is gearing up efforts 
to launch a ten-year National Mass 
Literacy campaign in July next year.

At the same time, a specially 
designed literacy survey is being 
arranged for all the states to identify 
the target population and existing 
resources in personnel, materials and 
facilities. That apart, a special training 
programme to prepare top and middle 
level adult education personnel speci­
fically for the campaign takes off next 
Octooer. Above all, is the commitment 
of the present administration to start 
an Open University at the beginning of 
next session.

While these plans are being made, it 
is desirable to ensure that the text­
books are relevant to our expe­
riences and written by our cwn peo­
ple. In addition, immediate action 
should be taken to establish libraries in 
all nooks and corners of the Federa­
tion to ensure that library facilities 
and services are within the reach of all 
adult learners.
