The Bank is a Statutory body, 
governed by the Bank of Sierra 
Leone Act; its main objects are 
set out in section 5 of the Act. 
They are worth considering closely
for they arc the foundations upon 
which the Bank will be built. 
First and foremost is the Bank’s 
responsibility for the management 
of the currency and the maintenance 
of external reserve to safeguard 
the value of the currency.

SIERRA LEONE ADOPTS 
DECIMAL CURRENCY

EARLY in 1961, a most valuable 
report on the future of Sierra 
Leone’s currency was written by 
Mr. J. B. Loynes, in which many 
useful proposals were made about 
the development of the currency 
and the banking system. At that 
time, Mr. Loyncs suggested that 
the balance of advantage appeared 
to lie in providing for an institution 
on the lines of a currency board, 
but with wider powers, to handle 
a new currency issue and which, 
at a latcr stage, might be converted 
into a central bank.

SIR MILTON
The Late

Conditions have changed con­
siderably since this report was pro­
duced and in the event, the Govern­
ment decided in favour of going 
ahead with setting up a central 
bank from the start, (A modification 
in Mr. Loyncs’ plan which inciden­
tally has his full support and 
approval). Consequently, the Bank 
of Sierra Leone Act was passed in 
the House of Representatives in 
March 1963.

In appearane, the new notes 
and coins will be very like the old 
except that they will bear new 
designs, more national in character 
and unmistakeably of Sierra Leone. 
The notes will be the same colour 
as the present notes of the same 
denomination, i.c. the 1 Leone 
will be green, the two Leones 
will be red and the 5 Leones will 
be blue. It should be noted that 
a 5 Leone note is to be issued in 
place of the present £5 note, which 
is not popular because of its high 
value. The Leone (equal to £2 10s.) 
will be more convenient to handle 
and easier to change. To avoid 
confusion, the coins will be of silver 
colour for the high values while 
the 1 cent and 1/2 cent will be 
copper coins.

All these changes are of a com­
paratively minor nature compared 
with the more fundamental change 
to a decimal system. Perhaps it 
might be asked “why bother to 
change at all’? Such an attitude 
ignores the importance of future 
relationship with the rest of the 
world.

Quite apart from the technical 
advantages, which are many, and 
the greater case of calculation using 
decimals, the number of countries 
in the world today who use a non-
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nity to move with the times and 
change from pounds, shilllings 
and pence to a decimal currency 
system so leading the way in the 
development of independent cur­
rency system in the sterling area 
section of West Africa.

In August 1964, therefore, the 
Bank will begin to issue new notes 
and coins, which will gradually 
replace the existing West African 
Currency until eventually the new 
currency will become the only legal 
tender money in the country.

The new currency will be denomi­
nated in Leones and cents, one 
Leone being equivalent to ten shil­
lings.

To ensure beyond doubt that the 
Bank of Sierra Leone will always 
be able to meet its currency 
obligations, provisions are made in 
the Act to require the Bank to 
maintain substantial reserves in ster­
ling, or currencies freely exchangeable 
into gold or sterling.

It will be the Bank’s intention 
to ensure that the new currency 
commands, at home and abroad, 
tlic same respect and confidence 
as that enjoyed by the currency 
of the West African Currency 
Board and, by laying down minimum 
currency reserve requirements in 
the Act, full recognition has been 
given to the paramount need to 
preserve confidence in the internal 
and external value of the new 
currency.

THE NEW CURRENCY
In August 1964 the Bank of 

Sierra Leone will begin to issue 
the new currency in exchange for 
the existing West African Currency

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cash holdings. The Bank will also 
be in position to assist the other 
banks w here necessary and equally 
to influence the volume and cost 
of bank credit whenever the need 
arises.

The price which the Bank charges 
for its services to the commercial 
banks and the terms upon which 
they are given, represent an import­
ant aspect of the Bank’s power to 
influence the creation of cedib 
by the banking system. The Bank 
will not. however, compete with the 
banks for commercial business; in 
fact, it will be the policy of the Bank 
to give as much assistance as pos­
sible to the other banks so as to 
strengthen the monetary system 
throughout the country and make 
the banking habit more widespread. 
In return the banks must co-operate 
with the Bank of Sierra Leone to 
achieve the maximum benefit t<* 
the country and all concerned.

The Bank will also be responsible 
for maintaining accounts for other 
central banks abroad and can act 
as agent for international institutions 
such as the I.M.F. and the I.B.R.D. 
In this connection, the Bank can 
usefully sene as a channel, through 
which institutional investment can 
be directed to Sierra Leone.

Because of the responsibility which 
the Bank bears as guardian of the 
value of the nation’s currency, 
it is important that the Bank should 
keep its assets in a readily realizable 
form and should hold only first 
class securities. The Bank must 
preserve its liquidity at all times 
if it is to maintain the confidence 
of the public in its ability to meet 
its obligations.

The holding by the Bank of 
adequate reserves in foreign ex­
change, against currency and 
other liabilities, is naturally of vital 
importance if confidence is to be 
maintained in the currency. It will, 
therefore, be the Bank’s duty to 
build up substantial foreign ex­
change reserves as soon as possible. 
The Bank may, however, hold sonic 
Government securities, thereby re­
leasing funds to the Government, 
but the amounts held must not be 
excessive, particularly in the early 
period of the Bank’s existence before 
it has had time to build up reserves.

The proportion which these re­
serves bear to liabilities are an 
important indication of the Bank’s 
soundness. The Bank is therefore 
obliged to publish a monthly balance 
sheet in which these figures will be 
incorporated for all to see.

price schedules must be re-drawn 
and cards or tables used for cal­
culation purposes, such as scales 
which show value and ready reckon­
ers, will have to be replaced.

Later, when the currency has 
been in circulation for some time 
the full benefits of adopting the 
decimal system will be apparent. 
Every calculation in money terms 
will be greatly simplified: interest 
calculations; multiplication and 
division will be much more quickly 
performed and, of course, the full 
range of modem machines can be 
used to assist in all these processes.

Next year, when the Bank comes 
into full operation it will have taken 
over complete responsibility for the 
management of monetary affairs, 
and consequently, will have wider 
powers and more flexibility than 
the West African Currency Board.

At the same time the Bank must 
use care in the exercise of its functions 
to avoid any actions which might 
lead to inflation or endanger the 
stability and value of the currency. 
For this reason, the Bank's powers 
to create credit are limited and its 
lending to Government must be 
repaid within a prescribed time 
linit.

The issue of currency is, however, 
only one aspect of the Bank's 
work and though important, is 
not by any means the most signifi­
cant part of its functions. The Bank 
will also be the Government's bank­
er and financial adviser and as such, 
will hold the Government's main 
accounts and perform all banking 
and foreign exchange transactions 
for the Government.

However, in common with the 
normal practice of central banks 
elsewhere, the Bank will limit its 
customers to the Government, finan­
cial institutions and banks. The Bank 
will also be ready, at the appropriate 
time to make short term loans 
to the Government to assist in the 
financing of day-to-day bugetary re­
quirements. But these loans will 
be of a strictly temporary nature 
and will be limited to a fixed pro­
portion of anticipated Budget re­
venue.

The Bank will, of course, also act 
as banker to the commercial banks. 
Their accounts with the Bank will 
be a convenient way for them to 
settle cash differenes with each 
other and will form the basis of 
a clearing system. They will also 
serve as a store for any seasonal 
or temporary' fluctuation in their
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decimal currency system are a mere 
handful, and they are growing 
fewer every’ day .

Recently Austrialia and New Zea­
land have announced their intention 
to change their currency from pounds 
shillings and pence to a decimal 
currency based on a 10s. unit. 
Ghana proposes to change over 
next year and no doubt the remainder 
will follow soon.

The United Kingdom itself is 
actively considering ways of making 
the change. As a result the Govern­
ment has quite rightly considered 
it imperative to move with the 
times and adopt a decimal currency 
in Sierra Leone.

Naturally such an important step 
cannot be achieved without some 
inconvenience to the public. For­
tunately time is available to prepare 
for the introduction of the new 
system and become familiar with 
the new values.

At the appropriate time an inten­
sive publicity campaign will be 
conducted by the Bank to familiarise 
the public with the new currency. 
Posters and placards will be available 
showing the exact relationship which 
the new currency bears to the old: 
literature and pamphlets will also 
be distributed explaining what is 
going to happen and lectures and 
talks will be given throughout the 
country on the subject.

For some time, of course, the 
old currency will circulate side by­
side with the new (though it is 
hoped that everyone will exchange 
their currency as quickly as possible) 
consequently, it will be necessary 
for a while to convert from the old 
to the new or calculate what an 
amount expressed in Leones and 
cents is worth in pounds, shillings 
and pence. To make these cal­
culations easier for the public, 
shops and traders will 
be asked to display their 
prices in both currencies and con­
version tables will also be made 
available before the change over 
commences.

The change over will involve 
the conversion or replacement of 
all machines dealing in money, 
such as cash registers and accounting 
machines. The Government has 
announced its agreement in principle 
to offer compensation to all owners 
of machines which have to be 
convened. As well as the con­
version of machines many' records 
and tables will have to be altered,

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NIGERIA-THE BIG 
STRIKE

Il was certainly the most effective 
strike in the history of Nigeria’s 
labour movement. In a way, the 
strike was a concrete symbol of the 
seething discontent among the masses 
of Nigerian workers.

In human terms it could mean a 
lot of things. Like families living 
in squalid slums, or children going 
school ill-fed and in tattered dresses.

At least that was the feeling. That 
these great expectations came into 
sharp collision against the bitter 
realities lias been the cause of disap­
pointment and disillusionment 
among ordinary Nigerians.

It could be worse; there are pathe­
tic cases where bright young children 
cannot go on to secondary grammar 
schools because their parents simply 
cannot find the money. In all these 
cases, whether right or wrong, 
Nigerians have a habit of laying the 
fault at the door of the Governments.

But somehow, the Nigerian mas­
ses came to believe that the only 
barrier between them and life more 
abundant was the British Govern­
ment. Once the British were gone, 
then we could all move merrily into 
a new utopia - a material paradise 
here and now.

Obviously, there arc going to be 
many views about the causes of 
discontent among Nigerian workers. 
But there are two broad causes at 
the heart of the matter.

Why did it all happen; and what 
is the significance for the future of 
the nation-wide strike which gripped 
the country in the first two weeks of 
lune? These are the questions 
which most Nigerians have been 
asking since workers agreed to go 
back to work and negotiate.

Well this is happening at a time 
when the country needs more money 
than ever for various projects such 
as setting up industries; building 
schools, roads and bridges. With­
out parading dry-as-dust economic 
theories, one’s horse sense tells one 
that Nigeria has far less money than 
it needs.

This sounds mild enough, but the 
effect on each individual Nigerian, 
especially those at the lowest rungs 
o.‘ the ladder is enormous.

These are the inevitable results 
of the universal free Primary Educa­
tion. There are also the effects of 
industrialisation and people going 
to live in large numbers in urban 
areas.

For once Nigerian workers demon­
strated a solidarity in pursuit of a 
common cause, such as they did not 
show even against the British colonial 
Government. Social forces of such 
far-reaching importance have been 
unleashed, that relations between 
employers and employees can never 
be tlic same again.

Only the 1945 general strike can 
be compared in significance to the 
strike of “Chaos June.’’ And even 
then that strike of almost two 
decades ago was different in many 
important respects. Above all, the 
1945 strike was part of the nationalist 
struggle for Nigerian independence. 
It was therefore a demonstration of 
resentment against the British colo­
nial Government.

Needless to say that since 1945 
important changes have taken place 
in the history of Nigeria. The 
British Government have packed up 
and left Nigeria for good. When 
Nigeria regained her sovereignty 
and independence in 1960, the Go­
vernment of the country was entru­
sted into the hands of Nigerian 
political leaders.

The first two years of indepen­
dence were not too painful. All the 
Governments of the Federation were 
able to use reserved funds which had 
accumulated in the past. But these 
funds are not limitless.

“Chaos June” - that was how a 
Sunday newspaper summed up the 
mood of the country at the climax 
of the nation-wide strike which 
brought Nigeria almost to a com­
plete standstill during • the first 
fortnight of last June.

In his last Budget speech, the 
Federal Minister of Finance, Chief 
Okotie-Eboh reported that the na­
tion’s reserve funds had been serious­
ly drawn down, and that they 
would be finished if we were not 
more careful.
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In the worlds of soap-box orators, 
the masses came to expect “ a 
government of the people, by 
the people, for the people.” Well, 
if Nigerian soap-box orators inten­
ded these words as a light-hearted 
parody of that famous saying of 
an American political philosohpcr 
the masses did not see it that way. 
1 do not know if it is fait to 
say that it was the fault of the 
nationalist politicians.

significant way by which organised 
labour have sought to express their 
discontent is by strike action. Shortly 
before Nigeria assumed a Republi­
can status in October last year, 
there were plans to declare a nation­
wide strike. This was later postpon 
cd as a result of the appeal made by 
the country's leaders.

But the Governments agreed that 
the grievances of the workers should 
be looked into. That was the reason 
for the setting up of the now famous 
Morgan Commission of Inquiry.

In plain language, the job of the 
Commission was to recommend ways 
in which the lot of workers would be 
improved.

The Morgan Commission recom­
mended certain wage increases for 
workers earning below £600 a year. 
The Governments could only agree 
to half of the amount of recommend­
ed increases, because in their judg­
ment, that was about all the nation 
could afford. That is. if the nation’s 
economy is not to be seriously dis­
rupted.

In any case, Labour leaders, on 
behalf of Nigerian workers prompt­
ly projected Governments views 
about necessary wage increases. That 
was why about 800.000 workers 
went on strike all over Nigeria for 
about 14 days during “chaos June” 
Every aspect of the country’s econo­
my was affected. Commercial life 
came to a standstill.

However, Labour leaders were 
persuaded to call off the strike, after

Mr. Micheal Imodu, Labour Leader No. I and spokesman for the JAC. 
and Chief Festus Okotie-Eboh, Leader of the Government Represen­

tatives. exchange greetings after the Strike.
Many years ago. people were 

regarded as sufficiently well-educat­
ed at the end of their primary school 
course. In fact, there arc many 
such people who today hold respon­
sible positions in the Civil Service 
and in business.

Nowadays, there is no special 
prestige attaching to a secondary 
Grammar School education. Every­
body seems to assume that a univer­
sity education is the real thing. For 
the first time, young people and 
their families were shocked to dis­
cover that they could remain jobless 
after an expensive secondary gram­
mar school education.

ft is estimated that there are 
several thousand grammar school 
boys who cannot find any suitable 
employment. Times have changed 
indeed. Then there is the fact that 
all the Governments are trying to 
set up new industries.

This means that new skills are 
icquired of workers. These are not 
usually imported by the traditional 
school certificate education. Neither 
do people who have just moved from 
their villages to urban areas likely 
to have these required technical 
skills. The trouble is that workers arc 

getting less value for money nowa­
days. That is what the bright boys 
are trying to say when they talk of 
inflation. The prices of goods and 
services are rising fast. Bicycles, 
gari, yams and meat have risen 
greatly in price. So also is the cost of 
education at all levels.

Government had agreed to use the 
recommendations of the Morgan 
Commission as a basis for negotia­
tions. Of course it is recognised 
that the significance of the strike 
goes much farther than a mere 
agitation by Workers for more 
money.

In recent times the country had 
obsen cd the growth of a new capital­
owing class. No longer was wealth 
confined to great landowners or a 
few successful professional men. 
Most common men must hate 
watched with envy the uncommon 
luck of politicians.

No sooner is your next-door neigh­
bour up in politics than he rides 
about in fabulous cars. Successful 
politicians in Nigeria arc reputed to 
have vast estates of land; and they 
spend money as if they are always 
sure of getting more. Naturally the 
common man is asking from where 
all the money comes.

The British weekly magazine 
“West Africa” aptly summarind 
the feeling of the Nigerian masses 
thus “Why should Nigerian workers 
be expected to make sacrifices for 
the sake of the Development plans, 
when they see little sacrifice among 
the politicians or the rich ?”.

Another British newspaper- - “The 
Guardian” had some perceptive 
comments to make about the June 
strike. In an editorial untitled - “Nige 
ria Society on Trial,” it said in part 
“its success owes less to trade Union 
leadership than to the sense of out­
rage felt by workers at the difference 
in living standards between them­
selves and their masters.”

Precisely, If the country is yet 
undeveloped and sacrifices have to 
be made, everybody must be seen 
to be making sacrifices. From the 
Cabinet Minister down to the village 
peasant.

Then there is the awareness that 
money increases may not offer a 
permanent solution to the discontent 
of the workers.

The problems are many and in 
most eases, there is no easy solution.

There are those who feel that 
some sort of African political unity

This seems to be the view that 
has been agreed to by most members 
of the Organisation of African 
Unity. It is sadto note, however, 
that since the Addis Ababa summit, 
there lias been no evidence of any 
enthusiasm for genuine economic co­
operation between African countries.

At the moment all these economic 
institutions are in fine working 
order, and to a large extent, Euro­
pean countries have succedcd to 
pool together their economic reso­
urces and to harmonise their eco­
nomic policies.

How much progress has been 
achieved in the field of intcr-African 
economic co-operation? Very little.

And this is likely to undermine what 
amount of success had been achieved 
on the road towards political unity 
on the continent.

In Europe, the method adopted 
was to build an infra — structure 
of economic co-operation. The 
obvious and tangible result of this 
was the setting up of the European 
Economic Community; the Coal 
and Steel Community and Euratom.

Thus, there is very little or negli­
gible exchange of goods and services 
between African countries. Another 
factor which impedes inter-African 
economic co-operation is a direct 
result of the colonial era.

In that case, there will be a contine­
ntal Government together with an 
African Military High Command.

And it is very likely that many i 
will become independent in 
next few years.

The first great difficulty is that 
African countries do only about 
10 per cent of their trade with one 
another. This «s because their eco­
nomies arc very similar in pattern. 
They all live mainly by selling simi­
lar raw materials — agricultural 
crops to European manufacturcis.

• African countries arc associated 
with different economic blocs in 
Europe; they are attached to dif­
ferent monetary zones. Countries 
in the former British West Africa 
and East Africa are attached to the 
sterling Area; whilst all the rest 
of Africa, because of their past 
link with France are in the franc 
zone.

But within these independent 
African countries, there is a feeling 
that they should achieve some form 
of continental unity. This was the 
feeling which prevailed at the Addis 
Ababa Summit of 1962 at which 
the Organisation of African Unity 
was established.

There are other countries which 
feel that African unity should be 
achieved slowly. They point to 
the failures of political unions which 
have been formed among certain 
African countries. There is the 
failure of the United Arab Republic 
out of which Syria pulled out. 
There are the failures of the unions 
between Ghana, Guinea and Mali; 
and the Federation between Sene­
gal and Mali.

These include the Economic Com­
mission of the O.A.U., the Economic 
Commission for Africa set up by 
the United Nations, and the Com­
mission for Technical Co-opera­
tion in Africa South of the Sahara.

The lesson they draw from all this 
is that a sound base of economic 
co-operation in economic and other 
affairs should first be established. 
Then a super-structure of political 
unity could be successfully added on 
to it.
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What has been the broad trend 
of development in Africa? In recent 
years, several African countries have 
regained their independence. There 
are currently about 33 independent 
African countries which arc re­
presented at the United Nations.

In fact it is interesting to compare 
the process by which Africa and 
Europe respectively have grouped 
towards the ideal of continental 
unity. This offers a stimulation 
contrast.

This difference in currency system 
offers a real obstacle to trade ex­
change among African countries. 
In actual fact there are certain 
institutions which have been set 
up in order to facilitate inter­
African economic co-operation.

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ft should tackle only one pro­
blem: inter-African economic co­
operation.

Almost every African country 
wishes to establish steel factories 
and petroleum refineries. They do 
not pay attention to the fact that 
they must have the adequate raw 
materials coupled with adequate 
capital and high-level manpower 
resources.

This is also the way to avoid 
the absurdity of a facade of political 
friendliness at home, and a brutal 
economic war between African 
Countries in European Markets.

It is even sader still that African 
Associated States are strenuously 
opposing any schemes which are 
designed to alleviate the trade diffi­
culties of brother African countries 
which arc non-associated.

All these institutions arc imbued 
with the right ideals, but they have 
not achieved any significant success, 
precisely because member nations 
still seem to put their conflicting 
national interests above the overall 
interests of the continent.

Moreover, African countries arc 
currently planning their economic 
development without any regards 
whatever for what is happening 
in other countries.

There are other evidence which 
show that there have been no 
efforts towards genuine economic 
co-operation among African coun­
tries. At the recent United Nations 
conference on Trade and Develop­
ment in Geneva. African delegations 
were in total disarrary.

I think we need one more summit: 
together with the sort of spirit 
that prevailed in Addis Ababa.

Although their economic pro­
blems were broadly similar, yet they 
could not agree on a common sea 
of proposals with which to confront 
the industrial nations.

They will naturally buy more of 
the goods coming from the associat­
ed African countries. For those 
who are not associate countries, 
there will be less demand for their 
raw materials, with a consequent 
fall in their foreign exchange eam- 
ngs.

For example, there is no agree­
ment to confine vital industries 
to countries which have the best 
economic advantages. This is most 
serious with regards to steel industry 
and petroleum.

This means that the trade in­
terests of a group of African coun­
tries, namely the Associated States, 
will be advanced at the expense 
of the trade interests of the rest 
of Africa — the non-associated 
States.

With African countries waging 
a cut-throat competition within the 
European Common Market, how 
can they talk of political unity 
at home with any meaningful seri­
ousness ?

A direct esidcnce of this is in the 
relation of Africa to the European 
Economic Community. Eighteen 
African • countries, mainly former 
French and Belgian colonics, enjoy 
a special associate status with the 
E.E.C. They enjoy some benefits 
for this, in return for some econo­
mic and political obligations.
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ently absorb the products of their 
prestige industries, and they 
cannot export to neighbouring Afri­
can countries, because they also, 
have set up prestige factories.

The institutional machinery for 
.African economic co-operation is 
already showing some cracks, pic 
O.A.U. has an Economic Commissi- 
sion. In spite of this, certain mem­
bers of the O.A.U. mostly former 
French colonies have set up the 
the Afro-Malagasy Union for Eco­
nomic Co-operation.

There are further considera­
tions for things like steel in­
dustries and petroleum refineries. 
Thought must be given to the size 
of the market which can conveni-

At best this seems an unnecessary 
duplication of the function of the 
Economic Commission of the O.A.u 
All this shows that countries which 
wax rhetorical at conferences in 
their plea for African unity, are 
not prepared to make the sacrifices 
which this necessarily entails.

On the whole the attempts at 
/Xfrican Economic co-operation so 
far. look feeble and half-hearted. In 
order to achieve a significant break­
through in this field, African coun­
tries must realise certain basic truths. 
It is not in their true and lasting 
interests that African countries 
should affiliate to different economic 
blocs in Europe.

The short-term prize of doing 
so may appear glittering; but in 
the long run they will prove largely 
illusory’.

Since African economic problems 
arc very similar, real progress can 
only be made if concerted efforts 
are made towards their solution. 
In terms of practical politics, this 
means that in economic matters. 
African countries should not cling 
to exaggerated notions of national 
grandeur.

They should be prepared to make 
sacrifices and to harmonise effective­
ly their economic policies. Tliis is 
the only way to frustrate any desi­
gns to perpetuate economic division^ 
and economic weakness in Africa.

Other African countries which 
were not former French colonies 
are left out of the Common Market. 
But their trade suffers because they 
come up against the rather high 
external tariff of the Common 
Market. The practical effect of 
this is that raw materials from the 
associated states will be cheaper 
to manufacturers within the Com­
mon Market.

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The British Protectorate of Nyasa- 
land becomes the independent State 
of Malawi on the 6th of this month.

The Monckton Commission, which 
reviewed the position of the Federa­
tion in 1960, noted astrong African 
opposition to the Federation in the 
Protectorate. In the 1961 election 
the Malawi Congress Party gained 
its victory on a policy of secession 
and, in December, 1962, the British 
Government announced its decision 
to permit Nyasaland to secede.Under the 1961 constitution, the 

Legislative Council consisted of a 
Speaker, 3 ex-officio members, 8 
members elected by higher roll voters 
and 20 members elected by lower 
roll voters. The franchise on each 
roll was based on income and edu­
cational qualifications. Malawi is a small country, about 

520 miles long, varying in width 
from 50 to 100 miles, with a popu­
lation of nearly three million; all 
but some 23,000 are Africans. Ex­
ports — mainly tea, tobacco and 
cotton — total about £10 million 
a year. Most male wage earners work 
across the borders, in South Africa 
and the Rhodesias. A £19 million 
development plan for the years 1962/ 
65 is well underway, and Britain is 
contributing £1 million in gifts and 
£1.9 million in loans. A second plan 
is being prepared. Financial aid 
from Britain since 1945 has totalled 
£20 million, nearly two thirds of it 
in gifts. Malawi’s recurrent budget 
is balanced with the aid of a gift 
from Britain —£5,000,000, in 1964.

In September, 1963, the British 
and Nyasaland Governments agreed 
that an independent State of Malawi 
should come into being on July 6, 
1964. A constitution for independe­
nce subsequently provided for a 
National Assembly of 53 members, 
of whom three would be chosen 
by European voters, to ensure Euro­
pean minority representation. The 
franchise is extended to all persons 
over twenty-one years of age having 
continuous residence in the country 
for two years. In the May, 1964, 
elections all 53 candidates (50 nomi­
nated by the Malawi Congress Party, 
and three nominated by the Nyasa­
land Constitutional Party) were elec­
ted unopposed.

Like Kenya and Sierra Leone, 
Malawi will be a monarchy with 
the Queen as Head of State. The 
Prime Minister, Dr. Hastings Banda, 
has submitted to the British Govern­
ment a recommendation that the 
present Governor, Sir Glyn Jones, 
should be appointed the first Go­
vernor-General.

THE POLITICAL 
BACKGROUND

In 1962 two of the official members 
of the Council were replaced by 
elected members, giving an elected 
majority on the Council.

The Executive Council consisted of 
the Governor, 5 ex officio-members 
and 5 unofficial members appointed 
with regard to the composition of 
parties in the Legislative Council. 
Each appointment to the Executive 
Council carried with it ministerial 
responsibility, In the 1961 general 
election, the Malawi Congress 
Party, led by Dr. Banda, won 22 
of the 28 seats; elected members 
were appointed to the Executive 
Council.

At a constitutional conference 
held in London, in November, 1962, 
agreement was reached upon a con­
stitution for self-government, to be 
introduced in two stages. The first 
took place in February, 1963, when 
the Executive Council was replaced 
by a Cabinet, headed by Dr. Banda 
as Prime Minister, eight elected un­
official Ministers and an ex-officio 
Finance Minister. Then in May, 
1962, the Cabinet ceased to be 
advisory to the Governor (except 
in certain financial matters, the 
public service and public safety 
and order); a Bill of Rights was 
embodied in the Constitution, and 
the Legislature became the Legisla­
tive Assembly. The British Go­
vernment retained responsibility for 
external affairs and defence.
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Britain and other Western nations 
have put forward new proposals for 
the type of machinery which they 
consider best suited to continue the 
work for the present U.N. conference 
on trade and development.

The emphasis is on accelerating 
the economic growth of the develop­
ing countries, and Western ideas 
closely resemble those which the 
developing countries themselves put 
forward in a draft resolution circulat­
ed in the Conference recently.

These moves arc taking place in 
the Fourth Committee, which is 
concerned with institutional arrange­
ments designed to ensure that the 
work begun at this conference in 
the interests of the developing coun­
tries should be maintained.

The Fourth Committee has been 
conducting its business through 
intensive informal discussions be­
tween representatives of the Western 
countries on the one hand and the 
less-developed on the other. The 
new approach by the Western na­
tions takes into account the \arious 
points raised by the less-developed 
countries in these private discussions, 
and there is increasing optimism 
that an agreed formula based on the 
latest pioposals will emerge.
flic Proposed Scheme.

The broad outline of the Western 
scheme is that new organisational 
arrangements should be established 
as an integral part of the U.N. 
economic machine. There should be 
a periodic conference, meeting every 
three years, or more frequently in 
exceptional circumstances. A stand­
ing committee of the Conference to 
be known as the Commission for 
International Trade and a perman­
ent full-time secretariat within the 
U.N. for servicing the Conference, 
the Commission and any subsidiary 
bodies.

The basic responsibilities of the 
Conference would be: the promo­
tion of international trade, particu­
larly in relation to the economic 
development of the developing coun­
tries: the formulating of principles 
and policies to this end; and the 
continuing review of organisational 
arrangements in the light of the 
experience of their work and activi­
ties.

The Commission would have a 
number of functions. It would keep 
under review and take appropriate 
action for the implementation of

informal talks now in progress a 
compromise will result.

Only horse sense optimism could 
have predicted that the marathon 
United Nations Trade and Develop­
ment Conference (UNCTAD) which 
opened in Geneva on March 22, 
would end up not only on an un­
expectedly cheerful note but with, 
indeed some solid achievements to 
its credit.

This is the unexpected that has 
happened.

Before rising the Conference lud 
produced a general agreement that 
fluctuations in export receipts con­
stitute a serious liindrance to deve­
lopment planning. A British pro­
posal, co-sponsored by Sweden, 
inviting the World Bank to consider 
and work out a scheme to provide 
supplementary finance when export 
earnings fall unexpectedly below 
reasonable expectations, was adopt­
ed without dissent - with only th? 
Sov iet bloc abstaining.

Among other useful and constru­
ctive recommendations that will 
come before the U.N. General 
Assembly next winter was one on 
economic growth and aid in which 
the developed countries undertook to 
provide at least one percent of their 
national income in aid and other 
capital flows for the benefit of the 
developing countries.
Expansion of Industrial Development

Other useful recommendations 
provide for an expansion of U.N 
activity in the field of industrial 
development and for the expansion 
of planning on a regional basis.

More important even than these 
recommendations is. perhaps, the 
provision for continuing institutional 
machinery, for without this the 
impetus generated at Geneva might 
well have been dissipated. The 
arrangements agreed on are perhaps 
as good as any that can be devised 
at this moment. The problem was 
to harness the sense of purpose 
generated by the Conference to the 
valuable body of experience already 
available within the United Nations 
organisation.

ft lias been agreed that the Con­
ference itself should be established 
as an organ of the General Assembly, 
meeting not more than every three 
years. A new Trade and Develop­
ment Board of 55 members, repres­
enting all the various groups of 
states which participated at Geneva 
will carry on its w ork in the intervals.
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recommendations, declarations, reso­
lutions and other decisions of the 
conference, and ensure the conti­
nuity of its work. It would study, 
analyse and consider developments 
and trends in the field of trade, 
particularly the effect of such deve­
lopments on the economic positions 
of developing countries, and it 
would foimulate such policy recom­
mendations in this respect as it 
might consider desirable.

The Commission would keep 
under continuing rev icw the effecti­
veness and further evolution of 
organisational arrangements and re­
commend such improvements as 
may appear feasible.

It would also study the problems 
relating to international commodity 
trade, li would establish such sub­
committees as it considered necessary, 
in particular, one on commodities.

All the expenses of the Conference 
and its subsidiary bodies would be 
borne by the U.N. with the addition 
of a special account for receipt of 
contributions from conference parti­
cipants who are not members of the 
U.N.

On all these points, broadly speak­
ing, there is a general agreement be­
tween the Western and the less- 
developed countries

Differences remain, however, on 
such questions as the size and powers 
of the standing body and its voting 
procedures, and the precise way in 
which the new structure would be 
linked with existing U.N. bodies.
Hope of a Compromise

For example, less-developed coun­
tries suggest that the standing body 
should be an executive organ with a 
membership of 52. the Western 
developed countries having 14 seats 
and decisions being taken on a 
simple majority vote. It should be 
recognised, however, that a special 
account needs be taken of the 
interests of the major trading nations 
who would be primarily responsible 
lor implementing any decisions or 
recommendations.

To meet this difficulty, the West­
ern proposals suggest a membership 
of 40, including the 12 principal 
trading states taking part in the 
Conference. Recommendations 
would be considered adopted when 
approved by a majority of members 
present and voting, including a 
majority of the 12 principal trading 
states.

The common man finds therefore 

that the important thing is not the 
amount of currency notes and 
jingling coins which he puts in his 
pocket. What matters is the amount 
of goods and services which he can 
purchase with his money.

That is why agitation for more 
money, higher wages has occured 
with almost regular monotony. In 
the recent past we have had, A 
Cost of Living Allowances 
(C O.L.A.) award, Haragin Awards, 
Gorsuch Awards, Mbanefo awards 
and now' we have Morgan.

But die Morgan Commission has 
come up with some ideas which 
might well be regarded as a minor 
revolution. At least, for the working 
classes. This is the idea of what they 
have termed a “living wage”.

In homely language, this means 
that every worker, no matter how

For their part, the developed 

countries - and not least the Com­
munist developed countries, who 
were clearly taken aback by the 
stony reception given some of their 
most cherished economic nostra, 
emerged with a deeper understand­
ing of the thinking of their less- 
developed trading partners and a 
wider knowledge of the problems 
they are faced with.

lowly his station in life, should be 
given enough in wages that would 
keep him and his family well fed 
and well-housed.

The workers for their part have 
come to a new realisation. That the 
economic set-up in this country 
should be such that the basic 
necessities of life should be within 
the easy reach of every Nigerian 
worker. This is the significance of 
the workers’ talk about control of 
prices and rent control.

At the height of the June strike, 
some of the Labour leaders made 
statements which suggest that work­
ers are concerned with things other 
than yams and gari. The Nigerian 
society is still very fluid. In recent 
years, we have watched interesting 
shifts in the seat of political power 
and also economic power.

They realise with surprise and 
envy the truism that money begets 
money.

The Board, which will meet twice 
a year, will have a Secretariat (head­
ed almost certainly by Dr. Prebisch, 
the Conference Secretary-General) 
which will co-operate closely with 
the U.N. Department of Economic 
and Social Affairs and the U.N. 
Regional Economic Commissions. 
It will set up committees to deal 
respectively with trade in commo­
dities, manufactures, and ‘invisibles’ 
and financing related to trade. The 
Commodity Committee will lake 
ovei the work of existing U.N. 
bodies in this field. This will bring 
about better co-ordinated and more 
sharply purposeful handling of com­
modity problems.
Differences of Approach

Of course, there was no complete 
agreement on every point. One 
could hardly have expected it in 
discussions of such range and com­
plexity. There arc known to be 
wide divergences of view over the 
formulation of new trade principles, 
which was a major task of the 
Conference’s important Fifth Com­
mittee. There has been no agree­
ment on the granting of preferences 
by developed countries on the pro­
ducts of all less-developed countries 
- which was one of the key points 
in the ten points which Mr. Heath 
outlined to the delegates in April.

There have been differences of 
approach over the best way of in­
creasing the export earnings of less 
developed countries from trade in 
commodities. British proposals 
which stressed the importance of 
removing trade barriers, failed to

find favour with countries which 
prefer to sec the problem solved 
through the deliteratc managements 
of markets and prices. When it 
comes down to facts and cases, 
however, these last differences may 
not prove too hard to reconcile. 
These are tilings which will be taken 
up again in the new trade machinery 
established under the U.N.

The positive results achieved at 
Geneva were in every case the 
duct of a good deal of hard behind- 
the-scenes bargaining. In these 
discussions the 75 less-developed 
countries developed an impresivc 
unity and sense of common purpose. 
If they can maintain this cohesion, 
and drive the new machinery of the 
Conference, they will have an active 
and fruitful part to play in shaping 
the development of world economy.
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to consider the advisability of con­
testing all urban scats in the forth­
coming Federal elections.

This led them to avoid using their 
numerical advantage to vote through 
recommendations which had no 
chance whatever of being accepted 
by the minority of developed coun­
tries that would have been called on 
to carry them out.

Historic Significance
The world has not yet - if it ever 

will - reached the stage when in an 
international forum, the economic 
policies of nations can be settled 
by a show of hands. This is a truth 
which has long beer iecognised 
within die United Nations itself, 
wheic, in the General Assembly’s 
Economic Committee there is a 
tradition of seeking a decision by 
working foi a consensus. Most dele­
gates accepted tliis approach as the 
only practicable one.

But when the backroom discus­
sions, the late night sittings, the 
innumerable drafts and counter 
drafts of recommendations, the last 
minute efforts at conciliation have 
long been forgotten, when the details 
of what the Conference achieved 
have themselves faded from memory, 
the 1964 Geneva Conference on 
Trade and Development will be 
remembered as an event of truly 
historic significance.

For this gathering - the greatest 
of its kind ever held - achieved a 
major breakthrough in moving men’s 
minds towards the concept of a 
single world economy. It marked 
the beginning of a new phase in the 
thinking of nations about their rela­
tions with one another.

C. D. C. REPORT
The Commonwealth Development 

Act, passed by the British Parliament 
in 1963, was “especially significant 
to the development of West African 
countries by enabling the Common­
wealth Development Corporation 
in London to make an important 
contribution to economic develop­
ment in countries which had passed 
out of its spheres of operations on 
the attainment of independence.

This is stated in the Annual 
Report of the C.D.C., published in 
London recently, which notes that 
the Corporation has eighteen projects 
in West Africa - thirteen in Nigena, 
three in Sierra Leone, one in Ghana 
and one in the Republic of Cameroun 
- as well as an interest in some thirty- 
five enterprises through develop­
ment companies in which the C.D.C. 
is associated with territorial govern­
ments.

BASIS.
The mandate given by the Council 

to the E.E.C. Commission, which 
would negotiate on behalf of the six 
with Nigeria, is based on the eco­
nomic clauses of the Yaounde Con­
vention, which already links 18 
independent African States with tire 
Common Market, Conference sources 
said.

But the negotiations will take 
place on the basis of the Nigerian 
demand for a completely separate 
association agreement, distinct from 
the Yaounde Convention.

The Council accepted a French 
amendment to the mandate which 
specifically draws attention to the 
necessity of safeguarding the trading 
interest of the African States already 
associated with the Common Market 
and asks the Commission to take 
special account of the problem of 
Nigeria’s double membership of the 
Commonwcath and Common Mar­
ket preferential zones.

The new Prime Minister of India, 
Mr. Lal Bahadur Shastri, has stated 
that with the death of Jawaharlal 
Nehru, India in particular and the 
world in general has lost a towering 
personality, and that the task now 
before the people was to face the 
situation of an India without Jawa­
harlal in the struggle to build up 
“a socialist democracy at home, 
with freedom and prosperity for all, 
and the maintenance of world peace 
and friendship with all nations 
abroad.’’

The fact that aid from British 
public funds to developing coun­
tries overseas increased in 1963, was 
emphasised by the Chancellor of the 
Duchy of Lancaster, Lord Blakcnh- 
am, in the House of Lords recently.

He was replying to a question by 
Lord Alport, who had asked what 
total funds were made available for 
this purpose in 1963 from public 
and private sources respectively.

Citing the official publication 
‘Financial Statistics,” Lord. Blaken- 

ham pointed out that aid to deve­
loping countries from British public 
funds in 1963 was £158 million, as 
against £150 million in 1962. He 
added that for the financial year 
1963-64 expenditure by Britain on 
overseas aid was £175 million, as 
against £148 million in 1962-63 and 
£160 million in 1961 - 62.

These figures, Lord Blakenham 
said, did not include the substantial 
flow of funds to developing coun­
tries in the form of British private 
investment, particulars of which are 
not yet available for 1963, nor the 
£24 million of military aid provided 
in the calendar year 1963. Military 
aid of £30 million was also made ava­
ilable in the financial year 1963-64.

Mr. Shastri feels that it has alwap 
been the desire of India to establish 
friendly relations with China, al­
though that country has not made 
any reciprocal moves.

India will wage a relentless war 
against all forms of colonialism 
and see that the bonds of unity 
between the Afro-Asian countries 
arc not only strengthened but made 
to wax even stronger.

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A GEOGRAPHY OF WEST 
AFRICA by H. R. Jarrett, London. 
J. M. Dent & Sons Ltd., Reprinted 
with revisions 1961.

Illustrated with 
55 maps and diagrams.

Dr. Jarrett, a fellow' of the British 
Royal Geographical Society was 
formerly Senior Lecturer in Geo­
graphy at the University College, 
Ibadan, Nigeria. This book is 
meant to bo used as a text for the 
West African School Certificate 
Examination. This is the fourth 

I edition and the author, in the 
I various prefaces, acknowledges 

those changes he lias to make to 
keep abreast of new events in West 
Africa, i. e., independence, and new 
fields of interest to the English spea-

I king student, i. e. French, and 
I Portuguese speaking areas and 
I Liberia. These latter countries arc 
I not included in the geography 
I examinations for West /Xfrican 
I School Certificate, he says, which 

is much to be regretted, not only 
for political reasons, but because,

I for example, Nigeria and her 
I bordering neighbour. Dahomey, 

may have much more in common 
geographically, than say, Nigeria 
and Gambia who are quite distant

I from each other.

The fact that this is a text 
I book for Secondary School 

Students should not scare off the 
I general adult reader. In fact, this 
I revision suspects that the language 
I and technicality of the book may 
I be a bit too advanced in place 
I for at least more junior School 
I Students. Nevertheless, from a 
I technical point of view, it is a bona 
I fide effort.
I The general adult reader outside 
I West Africa who is interested 
I in learning about the area usually 
I does so by reading books of a 
I historical or anthropological appro- 
I ach. These usually centre on the 
I explorations of 19th century Euro- 
| pcans on the continent. Other 
I books approach Africa by arousing 

the reader’s interest in exotic 
customs of various tribes, spccula-

I lions on the origins of these customs 
ancient Greece or Egypt, classifi­
cations of tribes and languages. 
Still other introductory' works 
concern the arts and crafts ancient 
and modem, of the area and often 
are copiously illustrated with 
expensive plates. Today, it is custo­

mary 
aspiring 
and in consequence we 
rack o f books informing us of the 
names. places and political 
tendencies of various countries, 
usually not as they are but as 
they were two years earlier 
when the author was gathering 
material. Then, of course, there are 
always those books about Africa 
which arc concerned with animals 
and more rarely, scenery’.

The geographer’s approach to 
Africa lias not been a very popular 
one and one wonders why. Perhaps 
the most realistic approach to any 
area is a consideration of the 
physical features of its piece of 
earth, and how man has adopted 
himself to them, as well as pointing 
out possibilities for better adapta­
tion in the future. The geographer 
can often tell us why one country 
is more important in world 
affairs than another, when the 
political scientist’s or economist* 
science reaches its limits.

Dr. Jarrett, in a book of only 
167 pages gives a fine introduction 
for the general reader on VVest 
Africa. However, to a West African 
raider it is lacking in immediate 
topicality and controversy. While 
the coverage of agriculture as it 
existed in 1956 is certainly 
adequate, there is no consideration, 
for example of sources of electrical 
power and industrial development, 
lhe Niger Dams scheme is not 
mentioned in Nigeria. Dr. Jarre! 
considers the arguments for and 
against increasing the number 
of industries in West Africa 
which may have been a controver­
sial issue in 1956, but which is 
now an accepcted policy of all West 
African Governments. Lacking too is 
the dicussion of the OAU and other 
Africa-centred International agencies 
The only country in French-speaking 
West Africa that is well covered is 
Senegal, but even this antedates the 
important new groundnut scheme 
of the last few years.

Dr. Jarrett’s finest coverage of 
West Africa is beyond doubt in 
lhe field of physical geography and 
the geological beginnings. Unfor­
tunately, he docs not lake account 
of recent discussion in other fields 
such as anthropology, which is she­
dding new light on the old racial 
classifications of African peoples.

This work, despite its high qua­
lity, points out the need for a 
more general geographical approach 
to West Africa, specially for stu­
dents, that will be equally accepta­
ble to students in both English- 
speaking and French-speaking arears.

tous les journalistes dtablis et aspir­
ants pour “fairc” 1’Afrique ct par 
consdqucnt nous avons un ratclier 
des livres nous informant des noms, 
cndroits et tendances politiques des 
pays divres, habituellement non 
comme les sont mais comme ils 
ctaient il y a deux ans auparavant 
quand 1’auteur ramassait le materiel.
Alors, bion cntcndu, il y a toujours 
les livres au sujet de 1’Afriquc qui sc 
concerncnt des animaux ct plus 
rarcmcnt, des paysages.

L’approche du g^ographe au sujet 
dcl’Afrique n’a pas etc uneapproach 
tres populaire ct on s’etonne pour- 
quoi. Peut-etre 1’approche la plus 
realistique d aucunc zone est une 
consideration des traits physiques 
de son morceau de la terre, et com­
ment 1’hommc a adapte lui-meme & 
ses traits physiques, autant quo 
pointer les possibility pour 1’adap- 
tation meilleure a 1’avenir. Le 
geographe peut souvent nous dire 
pourquoi un pays cst plus important 
dans les affaires mondiales qu’un 
autre pays, quand la science du 
savant politique ou de 1’economistc 
attcint ses limites.
