their lives. Such girls ended up on the 
fast lane, patronising big hotels that 
were springing up all over the cities. 
Some of them had mulatto children, 
while those who had nothing to fall 
back on when old age came knocking

The information are filed into the 
computer bank and the computers 
do the matchmaking. But it still does 
not stop there, partners are invited 
individually and given one another’s 
dossier which bears a passport 
photograph to go through. If they 
are satisfied that they are compatible.

Aje explained that while some 
numbers remain in the computer for 
as long as three months without find­
ing a match, some others could be 
matched within a few days, and when 
the computer does its job, 
psycologistsand sociologists, employ­
ed by the company take over from 
there, while specially trained 
investigators check out individual 
information.

To register with Matrimonies, 
after the initial payment of++25 is 
made for the dossier, ++50 is expected 
from members. When both partners 
are satisfied that they are compatible, 
they pay a fee of++300. When they 
start courting. Matrimonies also moni 
tors their courtship.

Everyday
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Honours, World: Good outings at 
world junior championships have 
made Nigeria prominent in the 
world soccer scene. The country's 
U-17side won the maiden FIFA/ 
Kodak Cup in China in 1985, and 
were again runners-up in Canada in 
1987. The U-21 side were also 
second runners-up at the FIFA/ 
Coca-Cola Cup held in Moscow 
1985, but performances of the team 
in the 1983 and 1987 editions of 
the tournament were disappointing.

Olympics: Nigeria’s three 
appearances at the 1968, ‘80 and '88 
games were not impressive. The Seoul 
(1988) experience was particularly 
scandalous and the nation is still 
licking the wounds.

Africa: Nigeria emerged bronze 
medalists at the African Cup of 
Nations tourney in 1976 (Addis 
Ababa) and again in 1978 (Accra); 
gold in 1980 (Lagos), and runners-up 
in 1984 (Cote d'Ivoire) and 1988 
(Morocco). The U-21 side are also 
current African champions after 
winning the Tessema Cup for keeps 
last year.

In clubside tournaments, I ICC of 
Ibadan and Rangers of Enu^j were 

Cup-Winners Cup Champion in 1976 
and ‘77 respectively, while the New 
Nigeria Bank of Benin were twice 
WAFU Cup champs in 1984 and 
'85. The only cup that Nigeria is yet

VOLLEYBALL

Nigeria emerged as a force in 
African Volleyball at the 3rd All­
African Games in Algiers in 1978.

Ekiring the 2nd All-Africa Gemss 
in Lagos four years earlier, the nation 
has fielded an inexperienced tesm 
which promptly finished at the 7th 
position. But at Algiers, Nigeria got 
all tho rjay to the final only to lose f 
gold to Tunisia in a dramatic 
encounter.

Nigeria had won the first two 
sets and were leading 13-8 in the 
tnird; but with just 2 points towin. 
the players lost concentration, and 
the Tunisians rallied to lift the 
gold by 3 sets to 2.

Volleyball is yet to really bccon1- 
a popular game with Nigerians,

HANDBALL

The frist Nigeria's serious handball 
team was assembled in 1972 in 
preparation for the All-Africa Games 
held in Lagos in 1973. Even.the sports 
ruling body - Handball Association 
of Nigeria (HAN), was established in 
1972, and of course the country 
failed to win any medal in the event 
due to lack of experience.

Since that time however, handball 
has taken an upward swing in 
Nigeria. The country has won many 
honours including the African 
Junior Chanpionship (Boys) in 1980. 
The Grasshopers Club of Owerri were 
also African (women) champs in 

11982 and 1985, while the Imo Lions 

Club are the current African men's 
champions.

FOOTBALL
Football, no doubt, is Nigeria's 

most popular sport It is the sport for 
which talents abound most in the 
country. It is also the most contro­
versial!

The country has come a long way 
in the sport since a selected side went 
to the United Kingdom on a playing 
tour in 1949 eleven years before 
independence. The game has since 
improved tremendously in the 
country and many Nigerian players 
are now professionals overseas.

i Nigeria has won many honours 
in the sport in which the late 
Tesilim 'Thunder' Balogun is regarded 
as the country's greatest player of all 
time. But so far, Nigeria has failed at 

j achieving a particular goal: playing 
» at the Senior World Cup proper.

LIKE politics, economy and social set-up. Nigeria's sports have 
fluctuated between achievement, failure, controversies and anguish. So 

has it been since the nation became independent 28years ago.
The question therefore is, "has Nigeria actually arrived in sports since 

independence October I, I960?"
A former national athlete, Mr Jimmy Omagbemi (now NSC Assistant 

Director General), says today's sportsmen are spoilt and this accounts for 
Nigeria's general poor performances so far.

"During our time, an athlete earned five shillings per week as camp 
allowances, unlike now when athletes receive ten dollars and still 
complain."

But while the NSC top-shot blames sportsmen for the country's 
outings especially in international events, a veteran player (now coach) of 
volleyball. Suraj Olajide Onatuga. disagrees:

"Nigeria has a lot of sporting talents, but the reason for our minimal 
success is bad administration. Volleyball, in particular, needs a capable 
chairman to man its affiars." Sura) should know. He is a veteran of three 
All-African Games (1973, 1978 and 1987).

Nevertheless, Nigeria has ha.l a considerable run of achievements and 
glories in the world sports scene, despite the modest but realistic view that 
the nation is yet to establish itself well as a consistently strong sporting 
nanon.

These glories no one can take away.

to win in African soccer is the 
Champion Clubs Cup. Iwuanyanwu 
Nationale, the nation's flagbearer in 
this year's tournament look set to 
winning the cup.

Prospects: The national side is 
capable of qualifying for the 1990 
world Cup for the first time.

ATHLETICS
This is Nigeria's strongest point 

But the country's strength lies 
mainly in the sprints, and to a lesser 
extent the jumps. Nigerians are 
not that good in the throws.

Names like Peter Okodogbe 
(sprints) Modupe Oshikoya (sprints! 
and jumps) and Charlton Ehizuelen 
(Kimps) won a lot of glories for 
Nigeria in the seventies.

In our third decade of indepen­
dence, the winning tempo has been 
sustained by the likes of Chidi Imoh, 
Innocent Egbunike, Mary Onyali, 
Falilat Ogunkoya - all sprinters — 
and Yusuf Ali, a long jumper.
