The immediate benefits of a common 
Afro-Asian market will increase universally 
in favour of any economic bloc dealing with 
the market as a unit. But the rewards will be 
earned by the peoples of Africa and Asia. 
As the standards of living rise, so also will be 
the gross national products of this huge 
market surge upwards.
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What of the Economic field? Between Asia 
and Africa is a vast market of some 1,000 
million people — China and Japan not included.

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THE IRONY OF CONCO
POLITICS

Not only his co-delegatcs from 
the Congo, but the Belgium Go­
vernment denounced and ignored 
him as “big-business controlled.”

This raised a number of questions 
which were soon answered by the 
events of the following weeks, prin­
cipally the resignation of Mr. Adoul- 
la and the naming of a new Prime 
Minister in his place. That is the 
story of the return of Moise Tshom- 
bc to power in the Congo.

The Congo Republic which was 
known as Belgium’s silent empire, 
has since its attainment of in­
dependence in June 1960 been any­
thing but silent. Right now, one of 
the most ironical chapters in the 
chequered history of the young 
republic is unfolding.

Quietly, Kasavubu wired off an 
invitation to Tshombe of Katanga, 
then in Europe, to return home 
assuring him of amnesty. On 
Tshombc’s return, he was assigned 
to sound the various shades of

Then the United Nations peace­
keeping forces pulled out at the 
end of June. This was followed 
by open rebellion in Kuvu and 
Kasai Provinces.

In spite of the Congolese chief of 
state’s boast that his forces had the 
situation under control, rebel activi­
ties spread. The threat to national 
security further complicated by the 
obvious fact that President Kasavubu 
and his Prime Minister Adoulla 
were not getting on fine.

In the last few weeks of Cyrillc 
Adoulla’s tenure of office as Prime 
Minister, it was becoming obvious 
that he could no longer hold back 
the surge of resistance against the 
murder of Patrice Lumumba and 
increasing Western influence in the 
country.

Moise Kapenda Tshombe was bom 
in 1919 at Musumba in Katanga, 
to a family related to a royal house 
of Lunda tribe. He went to an 
American Methodist school and 
later studied accountancy by corres­
pondence tuition. He was, however, 
unsuccessful in commerce.

1960, the Daily Telegraph of London 
said: “M. Tshombe, the self-styled 
President, is today far more under 
the domination of Belgian officials 
than he was aan obscure politician 
before Congo independence.”

With the open support of the 
Belgian Government and the Union 
Minierd, the rich copper mining 
company in the Province, Tshombe 
wangled himself into the office of 
President of CONAKAT. At the 
first conference on the future of the 
Congo held in Brussels in 1959, 
Tshombe demanded a loose federa­
tion in which wide powers would 
be vested in the provinces and 
close ties w>th Belgium.

Of all the leaders of the Congo 
who emerged after independence, 
perhaps, Tshombe can be held 
more accountable than anyone else 
for the misfortunes of his country. 
On June 5,1960, five days after 
Congo attained independence the 
Force Republic mutinied against 
its white Belgium officers. This 
was followed by wide-spread anti­
white violence and genocide.
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In the heat of the resultant 
confusion, Moise Tshombe who 
was then the Provincial President 
of Katanga declared the Province 
independent with the open armed 
support of Belgian mercenery forces 
operating in the Province. The 
stand taken by Mr. Tshombe opened 
the way for the scries of sad evenst 
culminating in the assassination of 
Congo’s first Prime Minister Mr. 
Patrice Lumumba.

The former secessionist leader 
of Katanga Province, Moise Tshom­
be is back in power. Not in his 
former strong-hold of Katanga, as 
a would have been expected. He 
has since become the 4th Prime 
Minister of the Congo Republic.

Moise Tshombe has long been 
associated with regional politics, 
having served on the Katanga Pro­
vincial Council (1951 - 53). He 
was one of the founders of the 
Confederation des Associations du 
Katanga (CONAKAT) which has 
its root in the Lunda tribe.

Tshombe has never changed, 
writing about him on July 27th

These and other facts which have 
emerged since Tshombe assumed 
office point to the invitablc conclu­
sion that force is unlikely to solve 
the problems of the Congo. Rather, 
unless something is done to resolve 
the political differences, the rebels 
who appear to be receiving outside 
help are bent to meet force with force. 
And who suffers in the long run? 
Only the Congolese.

Tshombe had quiet odd friends, 
among them were the former Prime 
Minister of the Central African Fede­
ration. Sir Roy Wellcnsky, Dr. Ver- 
vvoerd of South Africa and Dr. 
Salazar of Portugal. He was using 
a Spanish passport throughout his 
self-imposed exile in Europe.

such inseparable allies? Why does 
Kasavubu consider Tshombe of all 
people the most eligible candidate 
tor the interim Premiership of the 
Republic he had done so much 
to undermine?

First, it must be said that the 
rebels engaged in liberating the 
Congo from the present regime 
have gained more grounds exposing 
the helplessness of the Congolese 
national army. Stanleyville, the 
capital of a Province of the same 
name fell into rebel hands.

On January 18, 1961, Lumumba 
was flown from a prison at Thysvillc 
to Elizabethville-Tshombc’s strong­
hold. Four weeks later he was 
murdered because of his policy of 
preserving the Congo from domina­
tion either from the East or the 
West. This policy angered both 
Kasavubu and Tshombe 
appeared then, as today, 
fanatically pro-American.

Thus in the eyes of many African 
nationalists, Tshombe was guilty 
not only of treason for taking up 
arms against the lawfully constituted 
government of his country, but 
also of complicity in the murder 
of many political figures including 
Lumumba and his aides.

Three months after Tshombe was 
sworn in as the Prime Minister of 
the Congo it will not be out of 
place to ask: has he fulfilled the ex­
pectations of the African nations 
who would like to see peace return 
to the Congo?

The decision to invite Tshombe 
to form a Government might have 
been influenced by the nation in 
some quarters that Tshombe is a 
competent administrator as evidenc­
ed by his alleged ability to keep the 
breakaway Province of Katanea 
administratively in fact when the 
central Government vvas in shambles. 
The fact, however, is that Katanga 
vvas run. not entirely by Tshombe. 
but by Belgian administrators who 
possess vast mining interests in 
the Province.

Then followed the arrival, of 
American fighter planes now engag­
ed in a combat with the Congolese 
on their own soil. It might be con­
sidered that in the face of obvious 
defeat by anti-government forces, 
Tshombe had to seek aid from any 
quarter.

But why from one of the world 
powers? Why not from the nations 
of Africa? When the late Lumumba 
appealed for similar aid from the 
United States to crush Tshombc’s 
secessionist forces in the former 
Katanga Province, did the US ho­
nour the appeal?

Kasaxubu’s ABAKO Party and 
Tshombe's CONAKAT party adxo- 
cate a common policy of separatist 
regionalism which power should 
be concentrated in the Provincial 
Government. This is in contrast 
to Lumumba’s MNC represented by­
Mr. Antoine Gizcnga which sup­
ports a strong central Government.

By his secessionist activities, Moise 
Tshombe cut off from the Central 
Government all the large tax 
revenue from the vast copper mines 
located in Katanga.

But this did not stop President 
Kasavubu from co-operating with 
him.

When on September 15. 1961, 
the chief of staff of the Congolese 
Army Colonel Mobutu siezed 
power, he suspended both the Presi­
dent and the Prime Minister and 
later ordered the arrest of the 
latter. Although Kasavubu and 
Lumumba were supposed to be 
under suspension, the warrant of 
arrest executed on Lumumba 
signed by Kasavubu, thereby c 
firming wide spread suspicion 
a collusion. The success of Tshombe’s admi­

nistration to achieve his declared 
aim of national reconciliation is a 
matter for speculation. The com­
position of his first cabinet, apart 
from the fact that Mr. Gizcnga 
was not granted automatic amnesty 
and that he has been dropped from 
the new cabinet is very suspicious. 
This apparently suggests that bet­
ween Kasavubu and Tshombe, anti- 
Lumumbist feelings die-hard.

After all, Mr. Kalongi of Kasai 
who heads a break-avvay wing of 
the MNC which rejected Lumumba’s 
policy of strong central govern­
ment and who had been cam­
paigning for a separate Kasai state 
vvas assigned a portfolio.

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The total import of constnictional 
steel in 1959 was 104,906 tons. This 
all time record import figure was 
reached because of the heavy de­
mand for steel products for construc­
tional work during the Independence 
celebrations. This figure dropped 
to 94,404 tons in 1960. Corrugated

Although these arc the two princi­
pal areas where ores arc found in 
significant quantities, iron orc is 
believed to be widespread in Nigeria.

It is estimated that Nigeria has 
about 206 million tons of iron ore 
deposits lying south of Lokoja and 
West of the River Niger in the area 
known as Agbaja Plateau. There 
is also another stretch of the ore in 
the coal-bearing regions of the Udi 
Hill around the Eastern Region 
capital, Enugu.

The Eastern Region lias had her 
share of financial anxiety. How to 
exploit the abundant iron orc de­
posits in the Region had been a mat­
ter for long consultations with 
foreign investors. To-day iron ore, 
considered to be the second most 
important factor after fuel in modern 
industrial development, can be pro­
cessed locally in Nigeria.

The strategic importance of steel 
lias been recognised by all indu­
strialised nations. The advances in 
science and technology have more 
than stressed the premier place of 
steelin a developingeconomy, andthe 
Nigerian Government fully realised 
its responsibility in this regard when 
years ago it invited the Federation 
of British Industries to investigate 
the mineral potential of the country 
and how British industry can help 
in exploiting it.

Important Factor

The proposed stcci companies are, 
perhaps, the highlight of the attempt 
by the Federal Government in co­
operation with the Regional Govern­
ments to solve the excruciating 
economic problems of the Republic.

These projects arc not the first 
attempt at exploiting Nigeria’s 
iron orc deposits. The Nigerstccl 
Company, a joint venture of the 
Eastern Nigeria Government and 
an Italian firm was set up in 1962 in 
Emcmc, near Enugu, at a cost of 
£300,000.

THE Federal Government this 
year approved the establishment of 
two major steel industries in Nigeria. 
One of the factories is sited at Oni- 
tsha in Eastern Nigeria and the 
second in idah in the North.

Iron orc has provided local indu­
stries with material to work with 
for several centuries past espe­
cially in areas around Bida in the 
Northern Region, and Awka in 
Omtsha Province, Eastern Region 
where spears, swords, hoes, gongs, 
rings etc. have been manufactured 
before the advent of Europeans. 
When gun powder was introduced 
into Nigeria some centuries ago, local 
blacksmiths manufactured barrels 
of danc guns from local ore.
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Heavy Purchase

But this local industry was a most 
tedious task. The only fuel for 
smelting was firewood and 
blacksmiths worked for days to 
convert small quantities of the orcs 
into crude steel bars. The old indu­
stry has almost completely disap­
peared in the face of stiff competition 
from cheaper imported iron-bars 
and other steel products. The latter 
has proved to be a profitable busi­
ness. Some local authorities in 
Northern Nigeria were recently 
reported to be spending heavily 
on the purchase of scrap iron, no 
doubt imported from overseas, for 
re-sale to local black mi ths.

STEEL IN NIGERIA’S
ECONOMY

To-day, Nigeria imports over 
200,000 tons of steel products an­
nually and our chief suppliers arc 
the United Kingdom and Western 
Germany. The steel import now 
covers a wide range of products. 
Imports can be grouped into two 
principal categories. The first in­
cludes reinforced rods, and the 
other covers galvanised corrugated 
sheets, etc. Although light indu­
stries have been set up in Ikeja and 
other parts of Nigeria for the manu­
facture of these products, the raw 
materials are imported.

A third factory is planned for 
Western Nigeria although the site 
has not been decided upon. An 
official announcement said each 
of the industries is estimated to cost 
the Federal Government something 
in the neighbourhood of £50,000. 
The multiplicity of steel industries 
in Nigeria will be discussed later in 
this article.

in many ways. First, it will pomote 
our balance of payments, and secon­
dly, it will facilitate the establish­
ment of heavy industries especially 
when the Kainji Hydro-Electric pro­
ject is completed, releasing greater 
and cheaper power for our indu­
stries. Coupled with the Ememe pro­
ject, there is no doubt that Nigeria’s 
economy will get a bigger boost.

Now, light industries for the pro­
duction of the galvanised corrugat­
ed iron sheets have been set up at 
Ikeja. But these industries buy their 
raw materials abroad. It is expected 
m the near future, that the proposed 
new factories and the Nigerstecl 
Company will replace oxerseas 
markets as a source of supplying 
raw materials to the these light indu­
stries.

Why should we have three or four 
steel foundries instead of one? Na­
turally. the siting of an industry’ is 
determined by various factors.

The four principal criteria are: 
the nearness of the industry to tne 
source of raw materials, supply of 
fuel or power to run the factory’.

In 1962 and 1963, however there 
were steady increases in steel import. 
About 139,416 tons of construction­
al steel and 29,626 tons of corrugat­
ed iron sheets valued at £7,416,000 
and £2,041,000 respectively were 
imported in 1962.

Last year, these two items register­
ed 168,875 tons valued at £11,095,000 
and 27,583 tons valued at £2,175,00 
respectively. These do not include 
manufactured ware like locomotives 
machineries, and tools.

These increases, recorded inspite 
of the Ememc Factory which has 
been producing mild steel reinforc- 
ment ware and other steel products 
since 1962, underline the urgent 
need for a factory1 or factories capable 
of meeting most of the nation’s 
demand for steel.

labour and, of course, accessibility 
or transport lacilities for moving 
the products to the market.

In planning any industrial project 
it is never prudent to overlook these 
primary requirements. This is impe­
rative because overhead costs must 
be kept as low as possible.

A steel industry, especially, ougih 
to be as near a port and source of 
power as possible. We must vail 
to sec the wisdom of splitting the 
Nigerian steel industry’.

Nigeria’s programme of industrial 
reconstruction is a crash one. Until 
quite recently, nearly all materials 
for building-’Zand construction 
were imported. To-day, however, 
Nigeria is a producer of cement, 
iren rods and nails, corrugated iron 
sheets, asbestos products, metal 
windows and doors, roof tiles, bitu­
men, paints and other materials need­
ed in the construction industry’. The 
establishment of these industries 
is eloquent testimony to the genuine 
efforts of our people to grapple 
with the problem of industrialising 
their country.
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Besides, there arc numerous ex­
ceptions which permit certain dis­
criminatory measures to be adopted 
by any state m its own interest.

The association has since become 
a platform for the richer nations 
to negotiate for better terms of 
trade for themselves to the detri­
ment of under-developed areas who 
still suffer as a result of restrictions 
on their produce.

Where even you find any benefits 
accruing to the under-developed 
nations, these arc neutralised by 
numerous exceptions.

Obviously, GATT whose mem­
bers control about four-fifth of 
world trade has never served the 
purpose for which it was created. 
Particularly, because it is not a 
United Nations agency which would 
have been subject to some amount 
of pressure at the General Assembly.

And secondly because it is dominat­
ed by industrialised nations whose 
policy of perpetuating a state of 
what in the under-dcvelopc dcoun- 
tries appears to find new impetus.

As the Nigerian delegate pointed 
out at the Gcnexa talks, whie the 
earnings of under-developed coun­
tries from trade with industrialised 
nations shows a steady drop, the 
earnings of the richer nations in 
developing countries rise steeply. 
Grave as it is, this is not a new 
situation.

The Nigeria Federal Minister of 
Finance Chief Festus Okotic-Eboh 
made significant refeier.ee to Nige­
ria’s deteriorating terms of trade 
with the industrialised countries in 
a speech to therl World Bank’s 
Board in New York two years a go.

To further emphasise the utter 
ineffectiveness of GATT, it is note­
worthy that although members 
undertake to reduce duties and 
other restrictions on trade, they 
arc under no obligation to do so.

Inaugurated in 1947 in Geneva, 
GATT has a membership of over 
40 nations, fn 1948 and again 
in 1954, the members of this loose 
association resolved to set up an 
organisation to be known as the 
International Trade Organisation.

These tariff barriers have made it 
impossible for the poorer nations to 
take advantage of the American 
Market.

There is the Imperial Preference 
which the British have been reluc­
tant to abandon. All this combined 
to emaculatc GATT.

If GATT has yielded any good 
results it is to the advantage of the 
rich nations.

Strictly speaking GATT is not an 
organisation.

The result is that instead of an 
independent organisation exploring 
ways and means of ensuring equita­
ble world market prices, the so caned 
members of GATT hold conferences 
periodically at which they negotiate 
tariff reductions with each other.

The industrialised T nations in 
pursuance of their policy of always 
being in a position to dictate the 
prices not only of their manufactured 
goods exported to developing na- 
nations, but of the products of the 
poorer nations saw to it that no such 
organisation was born.

In other words,

The United Nations can only 
succeed in peace-keeping operations 
like that in Cyprus if it meets with 
co-operation from those who haw 
called it in.

There has been a disturbing 
pattern between increased attacks 
by the Greek Cypriots on the Turkish 
Cypriot community and efforts to 
achieve a solution by diplomatic me­
ans, have failed when the Security 
Council decided to send a peace­
keeping force to Cyprus a United 
Nations mediator was appointed 
at the same time to to use his 
best endeavours with the various 
parties and governments concerned, 
with a view to promoting a peaceful 
solution. The mediator too. has 
encountered great difficulties. Hopes 
of progress through his activities 
had risen at the time when the 
Greek Cypriots launched the latest 
attack against the Turkish Cypriot 
community.

On this occasion the United 
Nations force was unable to stop 
the fighting. Swedish soldiers came 
under heavy' fire. They have been 
prevented by the Greek Cypriots 
from evacuating some of the women 
and children from the Turkish 
villages under attack. Then came 
the Turkish air strike, inflicting 
heavy losses on the Greek Cypriots.

At the same time the authority 
of the United Nations would be 
flouted and undermined. It is in 
the interest of all countries, in 
particular the small and non-aligned 
countries which look to the United 
Nations for their protection, that 
its authority should be upheld.

It followed a warning by the Tur­
kish Government that, unless the 
Greek Cypriot assault on the Tur­
kish Cypriot villages ceased, Turkey 
would have to take action to prevent 
their total extermination.

United Nations’ 
soldiers often came under fire, 
which they were allowed to return 
only in strict self-defence — and 
they hardly ever did so. They 
have on occasions been held up at 
gunpoint by Greek Cypriot military 
or para-military forces, arrested and 
threatened. The freedom of move­
ment of the United Nations’ force 
has been hampered and it could do 
nothing to prevent the Greek Cypriot 
from importing arms and heavy 
equipment from abroad. The force 
has been denied access to two 
ports where these arms were un­
loaded.

The Executive 
Directors also confirmed the prin­
ciple that the Bank or IDA should 
be prepared to finance part of the 
local currency cost of high-priority 
projects if lending for indirect impo­
rts alone would not provide ade­
quate support.

IFC made its first commitments 
in five countries — Honduras, 
Malaysia, Nigeria, the Sudan and 
Turkey — widening the geographic 
diversification of its portfolio 
to include investments for projects 
in 29 countries on six continents.

The Annual Report records action 
in several cases to lengthen the 
grace period and extend the term 
of Bank loans. Other major steps 
affecting financial policy during the 
year were a decision to discontinue 
the automatic allocation of 1 % per 
annum of charges on disbursed 
and outstanding Bank loans to 
to a Special Reserve, in the form 
of a commission, and to reduce 
the commitment charge on the 
undisbursed portion of Bank loans 
from 3/4% to 3/8% per year. 
These decisions do not affect the 
Bank's interest rate, which remained 
at 5-1/2°,; throughout the year.

All but two of the year’s 18 
commitments included or consisted 
entirely of subscriptions to shares. 
One of the exceptions was a loan 
which carried rights to purchase 
shares, while the other was a loan 
which was part of a capital re-organi­
zation in which IFC received shares 
for notes it had previously held.

IFC continued to invest in in­
dustrial finance companies, making 
seven commitments to such enter­
prises in as many countries. The 
Bank also made loans to three of 
the seven companies, and two of 
IFC’s investments were in com­
panies which already had received 
loans from the Bank and IDA.

Five countries joined IFC during 
the year, raising its membership 
to 78. The Corporation’s net income 
for the year was 2.9 million dollars. 
This amount, together with 0.3 
million dollars, net profit on port­
folio sales, was added to IFC rese­
rves, which reached 20.2 million 
dollars.

The Bank’s 37 loans included 
its first loans in eight countries; 
China, Liberia, Malta, Mauritius, 
New Zealand, Portugal, Spain and 
Tunisia. IDA had four new bor­
rowers during the year: Ecuador. 
Niger, Syria and Tanganyika.

The Bank has financed or is 
helping to finance 14 projects and 
sector studies in 12 member coun­
tries. The Bank also continued 
to act as Executing Agency for 
project and sector studies financed 
by the United Nations Special Fund. 
Bank missions were concerned with 
advice on national development pro­
grammes in 10 countries; the Bank 
was helping to carry on a score 
of studies designed to further the 
the development of particular eco­
nomic sectors or to advance the 
planning of specific projects; and 
help was being given in a growing 
number of special assignments.

THE Annual Report for the World 
Bank and IDA lists 37 Bank loans 
and 18 IDA credits in 34 countries. 
As in the past, the heaviest volume 
of lending was in Asia and the Middle 
East, an aggregate of 527 million, 
i.e., 49.6% a total loans and credits 
of 269 millions dollars went to 
the Western Hemisphere, mainly 
Portugal, Spain, Yugoslavia and 
three Scandinavian countries. Europe 
received 145 million dollars 
and Australia 40 million dollars. 
Africa’s share amounted to only 
111 million dollars i.e., 10.8%.
