those places to Southern Nigeria.

6. A special fee of 3d. is to be charged on every Cash 
on /^livery packet posted in Southern Nigeria and, in 
addition, a fee will be charged abroad for the delivery 
service (see Table in the Imperial Post Office Guide). The 
maximum Trade Charge in Southern Nigeria is £20 and the 
delivery fees to be charged in this country on Cash on.
