He takes me as His inheritance for I
have found grace in his sight. (Ex 34:9 NKJV)

to me as a possession. (Num 32:5 NKJV)

Because I have found grace in God’s eyes, He performs
signs and wonders to show that it is really He that talks to
me (He confirms His word in my mouth and in my life with
signs and wonders). (Judges 6:17 NKJV) 

I go to the fields and glean grain (reap benefits) from men
in whose eyes I find grace and favor. . . I find such grace
and favour in the sight of men that they notice me and
bless me even though I am a stranger to them. 
(Ruth 2: 2, 10 NIV) 

The King (earthly kings) is/are attracted to me more than
any man. I have won God’s grace, favor and approval more
than any of the other men. So, He sets a royal crown on my
head and raises me ahead of others. 
(Est 2:17 KJV Paraphrased) 

For the Lord God is my sun and shield; the Lord gives me
grace and glory; no good thing is withheld from me
because I walk uprightly. (Ps 84:11 KJV) 
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I listen to the instruction of my father, I keep the law of my
mother. These instructions are an ornament of grace on
my head, and chains of favour about my neck. In the name
of Jesus, there is a crown of grace on my head and a
necklace of favour around my neck. (Prov 1:8-9 KJV)

I do not let sound wisdom and discretion depart from my
sight; they are life to my soul and grace to my neck. 
Prov 3:21-22 KJV) 

I am fairer than other sons of men; Grace is poured upon
(out of) my lips; therefore God has blessed me forever. 
(Ps 45:2 KJV) 

Surely God scorns the scornful but He gives grace to me
because I am humble. (Prov 3:34 KJV) 

I have Wisdom and understanding. I exalt wisdom and she
promotes me. Wisdom brings me honor because I embrace
her. She places on my head an ornament of grace and
delivers a crown of glory to me. (Prov 4:7-9) NKJV

In the name of Jesus, I love purity of heart (I have grace in
my heart) and I have grace on my lips, therefore, kings are
my friends. (Prov 22:11 NKJV) 
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The Lord says to me "You have survived the wilderness and
you have found grace in God’s sight so I give you rest. The
Lord has appeared of old to me, saying: "Yes, I have loved
you with an everlasting love; therefore with lovingkindness
I have drawn you. (Jer 31:2-3) NKJV

By Jesus Christ I have received grace and apostleship
(ministry), for obedience to the faith among all nations, for
His name (Rom 1:5 NKJV).
