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PARLEY AT GENEVA
Throughout the underdeveloped countries, 

there is keen concern for the present 
United Nations Conference on Trade and 
Development taking place in Geneva (UNC­
TAD). Optimism is high, but so is the econo­
mic pressure on the underdeveloped countries. 
There is a manifest conflict of interest in the o.
existing trade patterns between the industrials- because 
ed nations and the underdeveloped countries. ed. No P 
With the winning of independence, the next 
thing that happens is an inflow of foreign 
capital as long term loans. This seems to 
conceal 1he real issues involved in the widening begg: 
trade gap.

The U.N. Conference is called to consider 
ways and means by which the terms of trade 
will be made more realistic. Over 120 coun­
tries are in attendance; 90 of them with a 
total population of 2 billion are underdevelop­
ed and the remaining 33 with the billion 
people represent the industrialised countries.

The problems of the poor are:—
Falling export prices for their com­
modities
Foreign control of freight and in­
surance rates 
Substantial portions of foreign aid 
drained off in the form, of payments 
for services and amortization.
As a result, inflation becomes ram­
pant.

These problems are endemic, and no amount 
of bilateral agreements for lower tariffs etc., 
will help. The cure lies in the theme of the U.N. 
Conference for Trade and Development, to 
create a “new order” in world trade whereby 
the old doctrine of “fair price” will be the 
guiding principle. The base to any economic 
development for the newly emergent coun­
tries of the world is their commodities, and 
if a “fair and just” price is paid, the exaggerat­
ed call for “foreign aid” will little be heard 
of again.

The pride and honour of the underdeveloped 
nations will be restored, and there will be a 
compelling force to work harder and build up 
he nation with the participation of all, i.e..

The marathon World Economic 
and Trade Conference — (sjtting 
for three months) - now meeting 
in Geneva is the climax to the in­
creasing attention the world is col­
lectively compelled to give to this 
problem. The conference, involving 
no less than one hundred and twenty 
nations, is charged with the task of 
reviewing the world trading situation 
and finding solutions to the pro­
blem of the underdeveloped states.

Whether this conference will suc­
ceed in this task is anybody's guess. 
The fact already obvious to all is 
that this conference cannot discover 
anything new. For over half a decade 
now, everyone has known what the 
basic problems arc. Everyone bub­
bles with goodwill, chants the nor­
mal after-dinner pledges to help. 
Arm-chair economic pundits have 
written prescriptions. No year has 
passed without at least one interna­
tional conference on either price 
stabilization or tariff reduction. 
All these — and much more. But 
the situation still remains the same. 
The rich nations arc still growing 
richer daily; the poor ones are still 
growing poorer. But the era of posi­
tive action is yet to dawn.

Before we tabulate the problems 
facing the Geneva conference, let 
us briefly survey the economic posi­
tion of the underdeveloped states 
today.

Nigeria’s views on between dirccted- 
trade and free-trade had been awaited 
with keen interest.

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PROBLEMS OF ECONOMIC 
DEVELOPMENT IN WEST AFRICA 

By AJEGUN-JERAN

WEST Africa’s problems con­
stitute an integral part of the 
over-all problems underdeveloped 
countries face. A frank analysis 
may help to shed new light on the 
problems of development. The 
days of Adam Smith with the 
“unseen hand” ordering the econo­
my is gone. Today, it is the “direct­
ing hand” that is called for. The 
problems affecting economic de­
velopment but relating directly to 
the international order will not be 
considered here.

For the purpose of this article, 
the problems of economic devel- 
poment in West Africa will be disc­
ussed from live main points a) go­
vernmental policy; b) agriculture; 
c) industrialisation: d) ideology: 
and e) savings.

Such programmes a ill benefit 
adjacent countries as well as promote 
better understanding. These prob­
lems of economic development can 
be easily solved by the OAL. which 
is the best agency to deal with.

West African governments must 
come to face facts and address 
themselves to the situation of the 
day. The teeming 80 million people 
of West Africa want a belter stan­
dard of living in a hurry. The 
price is a strong and stable govern­
ment with an enlightened economic 
policy. The truism is that there is 
sufficient basis in the fundamental 
tenets of the parliamentary govern­
mental system to adapt 
great task of development.

There is an emergency, a real 
state of emergency in West Africa 
today. The people are in a hurry 
for better life, not for the next 
generation only, but for themselves 
lirst.

Thus, a strong and stable govern­
ment, armed with a fiscal and 
commercial policy geared to en­
courage economic development, can 
bring about fundamental changes 
m society.

The governments of West Africa 
must aim at the fastest rate of 
growth. 1 he change can never be 
too fast, as some economists arc 
fond of saying. There are built-in 
regulating levers in both the society 
and the industrial-technical com­
plex being imposed. This aspect of 
the problem of development does 
not really concern us here. However, 
it is enough to say that the diffi­
culties are routine in nature.

To eat well, live better than before, 
and to enjoy life in any sense of 
the word, cannot be achieved by 
mere governmental planning. It 
is necessary to start with the most 
abundant resources available. For 
West Africa, these are land and the 
human-machine.

AGRICULTURE: West African 
countries arc showing great initia­
tive in the mechanization of their 
agriculture. The aim of mechaniza­
tion. extensive use of fertilizers and 
and insecticide is to raise both the 
volume and quality of production. 
Then come the related problems of 
torage and transportation.

INDUSTRIALISATION: Till 
embodies a number of grave prob­
lems. Generally, the over worker 
aspect of industrialization is the ok. 
“war-cry” of capital. In real facE 
this is not the major problem. Fo 
West Africa in the 1960’s th- 
fundamental problem is the question 
of basic industries. To be industrial) 
zed. basic industries must be trentecLi 
with piority.

First and foremost, it is necessary 
to state any economic change pre­
supposes governmental initiative in 
the underdeveloped countries today. 
The classical laissez-faire doctrine 
cannot work.

The first prerequisite then is an 
over-all planning programme that 
is realistic and reflects the most 
urgent needs of a new nation. 
Planning in stages is what is called 
for. not just one or two plans. 
In this respect, the West African 
countries are on the right track.

One important aspect of plann­
ing is to make clear the conditions 
binding investments in the country. 
Most West African countries are 
not explicit on this point.

There need not be any fear of 
foreign economic domination or 
unfounded anxieties over “loans 
with strings”. The foreign investors 
are motivated by profit and in 
addition seek guarantees to the 
effect that their investments will 
be secure. This is a fair demand.

West African countries lack a 
co-ordinating body for their various 
economic plans for common growth. 
Items of development like com­
munication systems, harbours, and 
road transport facilities must be 
planned to provide outlets for land­
locked countries.
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Ignorance is a social disease in 
West Africa. The means of mass 
media must be employed to combat 
this disease. It must be pointed 
out that not only the uneducated 
West African is a victim, but also 
the educated class.

Any plan to establish a basic 
industry like iron and steel plants 
or oil refineries must be con­
sidered first and foremost in light 
of the capacity to consume. Once 
the capacity to consume is present, 
the other related problems of equity 
capital, technical know-how, etc 
become appendages. On the West 
African scene, there are known 
reserves of iron ore with an Fe 
content of over 80% at the Bomi 
Hills in Liberia, estimated reserves 
some 200 million tons.

Two oil refineries are being plann­
ed for West Africa-in Nigeria and 
Ghana. With these two basic 
industries, the future looks bright.

These two basic industries, iron 
and steel industries and the oil 
refineries cannot generate and main­
tain the high rate of growth antici­
pated by themselves. The problem 
they anticipate is mandatory. This 
is the interlocking problem of the 
infra-structure. Better harbours are 
needed, land transportation must 
be developed and roads built. Power 
is another major related problem; 
the whole of West Africa has to be

The main problem of financing 
the infra-structurc is a very serious 
one. This does not deny the fact 
that countries like the United States, 
the United Kingdom, France, the 
Soviet Union and West Germany 
are making real efforts.

Foreign investors shy away when 
it comes to financing this aspect of 
development. With sound projects 
financial aid will also come from 
the U.S. Export Bank, the Interna­
tional Monetary Fund, and the 
World Bank.

The balance, however, has to 
come from the internal resources 
of the West African countries. A 
special development tax-though it 
will be unpopular, is a real necessity 
to finance the infra-structure.

West Africa lacks the resevoir 
of man-power so vitally needed 
in an industrial society. To create 
the managerial class and the assorted 
technocracy calls for a revision 
of the whole heritage of the colonial 
structure of education. So funda­
mental is the change required that a 
new system of education from the 
nursery to the university is now 
mandatory. Here, it must be 
admitted. West Africa is found 
utterly wanting.

Industrialisation implies mass 
production of consumers’ goods. 
This presupposes a minimum level 
fcdocation to appreciate the value of 
labour. It is in this respect that the 
greatest efforts must be forthcoming.

Establishing an iron and steel 
industry is so vital to a number of 
ancillary industries that the pros­
pects become tempting. Besides 
the Nigerian plan for a £30 million 
iron and steel industry, the U.N. 
Economic Commission for Africa 
has recommended a second plant 
to be located at Port-Harcourt. 
The users of iron and steel are 
many, but by far, the automobile 
industry is the principal. Besides, 
there are numerous bridges and 
roads to be considered.
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Failure to meet this basic require­
ment will eventually undermine the 
basis of industrialization. The 
economics of industrialization must 
favour the West African. Articles 
produced in West Africa must be 
cheaper and perhaps made more 
durable than those imported. The 
purpose of industrialization must 
be to produce consumers goods 
without foreign labour costs and 
with the minimum freight charges, 
if any.

IDEOLOGICAL ORIENTA
TION: The probems of socio­
economic attitude of a people is 
directly related to the net produc­
tion performance of the country. 
The biggest problem here is to com­
bat ignorance born out of the 
sociocultural heritage.

electrified. Then come public 
services—telecommunications, pub­
lic health and educational training 
of artisans and technicians.

New attitudes have to be awaken­
ed and taught repeatedly. The 
industrial machine sets its own 
name and demands a set of soc;o- 
economic attitudes. These come 
with familiarity with the machine, 
and here, visual aids and the screen 
have a large part to play.

On the other hand are the prob­
lems of corruption and superstition. 
These two are found in every society, 
but West Africa can least afford 
them. Propaganda, as an educational 
weapon-not as a political weapon-is 
a powerful force. It must be em­
ployed to combat superstition.

Effective propaganda can create 
a new attitude towards savings. 
The approach is to undermine pros­
perity by conspicuous consumption. 
An appropriate government tax 
policy will also help in this respect. 
Incentive based upon production 
performance is a powerful factor. 
The floor boy in a factory must not 
only know, but he must see clearly 
that, based on merit, his chances 
to become the manager one day are 
very good indeed.

People will not work without an 
incentive and at times, a monetary 
incentive is not always the strongest 
motivating factor.

In the new social setting, the 
educated class have to be given a 
new orientation as well as be per-

Economic development is intended 
to be the servant and not the master 
of man. With the fever of chance 
so high in West Africa today, the 
people and the planners must never 
lose sight of the fact that above 
all things, we are Africans.

A rapid turn-over without an 
enforced savings of some degree 
may prove dangerous to a develop­
ing economy. A developing economy 
presupposes a constant injection of 
more money at various intervals. 
Failure to regulate the resulting 
multiplier effect may become self- 
defeating.

West African countries have more 
than sixteen public holidays 
the year. This amounts to great 
economic loss in paid man-hours. 
Real savings is possible by reducing 
paid public holidays to ten or less 
per year.

Here the question of values be­
comes important. Industrialization 
for its ow n sake may prove to be 
more destructive in the long-run 
As Africans, we have values and 
institutions that must be preserved

is necessary to distinguish 
between hoarding of money and 
precious jewels and real savings. 
Every wage earner, be it seasonally, 
must be encouraged to save some 
amount, however small. The should 
be divided into investments, parti­
cularly government securities. Con­
fidence must not be allowed to 
falter, as may easily be the case with 
investment m the private sector.

Government securities must be 
in small denominations to allow 
the masses of the population to 
contribute. This point is very im­
portant. It will serve to bolster 
the incentive to save as well as 
generate a new type of confidence 
in both the government and the 
development programmes. Finally, 
it will create a real identification 
and individual response to the 
development projects.

In terms of savings, it should be 
mentioned that time-saving equip ­
ments should always be preferred to 
cheap out-dated or used ones. Eco­
nomy is a cardinal condition to 
industrialisation in West Africa. Be­
cause locally produced goods have to 
compare with the foreign imported 
ones, no government would be 
willing to protect an inefficient 
money losing industry’.

Inflation is the most negative 
force any' developing society can 
afford. A guiding principle of all 
the governments of West Africa, 
is to maintain at all costs a strong 
and sound local currency. This is 
essential to development.

The general problem of savings 
in the uderdeveloped countries 
is delicatly related to spending- 
It is necelsary to create a votile 
economic atmosphere in the econo­
mics of West Africa. The volume 
of money in circulation must be 
turned-over as fast as possible. 
But great care must be exercised in 
the venture.

SAVINGS:
savings in the real economic sense 
is new to West Africa. Govern­
mental policy must be directed to 
enforce savings. Imports must be 
controlled to eliminate or reduce 
spending the country’s funds on 
luxury items.
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he can in West Africa of today. 
But what of tomorrow? West Africa 
is a burgeoning economy of some 
80 million people. Perhaps what is 
needed today is not confidence in 
the traditional economic sense, but 
rather, a new definition of the term­
confidence inspired by a child-like 
faith in the future of a people,

Today, the 
main avenues arc: private American 
business interests, the USAID, and 
the Peace Corps.

Remarkably enough, the Peace 
Corps seems to be faring well in 
West Africa. The doubts and 
misunderstandings about this group 
are being cleared up gradually, 
but any attempt to relate their im­
portance to the “Negro Revolt" 
in the USA is ill-founded and 
remote.

The United States Agency for 
International Development is a ra­
ther disquieting agency. The West 
African countries are highly sus­
picious of its avowed purpose and 
function, and in its ability to win 
the confidence necessary, one can 

.. say that here. American pragma­
tism has failed.

The USAID is an inflexible or­
ganization. and it is not sure whom 
it sets out to serve-the people or 
the governments of the day. By 
and large, the total amount USAID 
has generated into West Africa is 
unimpressive when compared to 
places like South Vict-Nam and 
the Middle East. This fact will still 
be true when USAID contributions 
to Ghana’s development schemes 
arc considered on a West African 
basis.

American private business still 
has a lot of initial problems to 
overcome, and its comparative im­
portance in the West African econo­
my will not be felt for a long time 
to come. One would think that 
once their equity capital is fully 
covered by a special insurance pro­
vision of the U.S. Government, 
one would see American business 
energy bubbling everywhere.

This is not so. The America 
private investor can earn a higher 
rate of return in his country than

qrilESE days, when we talk of 
America, we hereby mean the 

United States of America. This 
America is always rediscovering 
Africa, particularly West Africa. 
But within the American body 
politics. Africa has always been 
present.

This accounts for the fact that 
before American Missionaries dis­
covered Africa, the foundation for 
the founding of Liberia, Land of 
Liberty of Black Freedom, etc- 
became a reality by 1845.

In the past 120 years. Liberia has 
retained her independence and her 
history speaks for itself. America 
did not rediscover Africa in any 
appreciable way until about 1950. 
Between 1945 and 1950, various 
American governments placated the 
foreign colonial powers in Africa 
and played the game according to 
colonial rules.

In fact, American Consuls General 
in West Africa were under the 
American Ambassadors in London 
and Paris. American firms employ­
ed Britishers to fill and man all the 
second layer of command with the 
Africans at the bottom.

But after World War 1, it was 
West Africa tliat discovered Ameri­
ca. Scores of students went over 
to get higher education and 
belter lessons in the social dyna­
mics of a multi-racial society. By 
1950, American businessmen pushed 
the new frontier of their horizon 
into Africa. All sorts of obstacles 
were laid in their way.

The Americans failed to appreciate 
the impact and significance of 
colonial rule-particularly those ol 
the British and the French. In 
West Africa, at least, these two 
colonial powers acquiesced to politi­
cal independence, but before doing 
so. they left behind a sound 
administrative service, and esta­
blished educational system, and they 
integrated the economies of the 
people they had ruled for over a 
hundred years with their own econo­
mies.

The pragmatic American cannot 
accept defeat easily, especially when 
he realises that the West Africans 
are full of friendship and good­
will. Thus, after the Marshall 
Plan helped to revive wartorn 
Europe. President Tubman came 
up with the Point-4 Aid Program­
me. But one would think that 
Liberia should automatically benefit 
Germany. Liberia received little 
m ore-site declared war against Nazi 
under the Point-4 Aid Programme.

A luxury hotel costing about £2

Eastern and Western Cameroon 
will soon be linked by a 17 mile 
railway line. Work on the new 
railway line has already started at 
Yaounde. The ceremony to mark 
the first of the new railway line 
was pres ided over by President 
Ahmadou Ahidjo. It is believed 
that the new railway line will 
case transportation of foodstuffs 
from the Western Region to the 
port of Douala.

The surprising part of the new 
agreement is the fact that President 
Cyril M. Adoula accepts the term 
of a one billion (£7 million) credit 
from Belgium provided that half of 
it is spent on consumers goods and 
the rest on capital equipment.

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U.S. BUSINESSMEN ADVISED

GENEVA TRADE TALKS PRO­
GRESS:

The first committee will examine 
international commodity problems­
how the primary producers among 
the developing countries can obtain 
the best returns for such exports.

Problems affecting world trade 
and development are currently being 
discussed at a conference convened 
by the United Nations which open­
ed in Geneva on March 22.

The conference is expected to 
last three months, has since broken 
into five committees after its plenary 
session.

In the plenary debate many views 
have already been expressed. America 
lias stressed the need for industri­
alised countries themselves to main­
tain a high rate of economic growth 
so that the capacity of their markets 
to absorb the products of the 
developing countries will continue 
to increase.

BRITAIN’S gold and converti­
ble currency reserves resumed their 
upward trend in March — a trend 
uninterrupted for eleven months 
except for the fall in February.

He said Nigeria knows it needs 
large inputs of capital for industrial 
development and has established 
incentives for such investments. He 
cited a five-year tax "holiday” for 
certain industries, accelerated de­
preciation rates, relief from import 
duties on certain raw materials and 
a convertible currency.

"Nigeria has the best transporta­
tion system in Africa, marked poli­
tical stability and a government that 
encourages private foreign invest­
ment,” said Simon Williams, an­
other member. Mr. Williams said 
the nation also has a surplus of 
labor and an intelligent work force.

American businessmen have been 
advised to explore the many in­
vestment opportunities existing in 
Nigeria. This advice was given by 
a team of Arthur D. Little Inc. 
consultants who talked to business­
men in the Minneapolis area about 
Nigeria.

Other attractions will be the zoo, 
named the "Valley of Wild Life”

AFRICANS URGED TO INCREASE 
PRIVATE ENTERPRISES

Africans nations have been urged 
to nurture private enterprise as a 
means of accelerating economic 
progress.

“Through private enterprise.” a 
research report issued here said 
“an African country can mobilize 
indigenous resources of money, 
skills and human energy that would 
not otherwise be available to it.

“This is because of the motive of 
self-interest and the satisfaction of 
inducing increasing numbers of peo­
ple to use their money for produc­
tive purposes, to work diligently 
and to improve their .skills.”

The research report, “the De­

velopment of African Private En­
terprise,” covers 37 tropical African 
countries, the field research was 
conducted largely in Ghana, Ivory 
Coast, Kenya, Liberia, Nigeria, Sene­
gal, Tanganyaka and Uganda.

The study analyses the main 
problems which impede the emer­
gence and development of modern 
forms of indigenous private econo­
mic activity in Africa. The 158- 
page report was published by the 
National Planning Association, a 
private non-profit, non-political or­
ganization founded in 1934.

The report said the results achiev­
ed thus far in other countries de­
monstrate that “responsible private 
enterprise under appropriate go­
vernment policies and programmes” 
produces greater economic and so­
cial progress.

The Soviet Union, it was noted, 
has achieved “considerable economic 
growth” under its “relentless to­
talitarian effort.” But. the report 
said, considering the “human ener­
gies and the material resources 
devoted to it, growth should have 
been greater with much less 
suffering and sacrifice.”

It is hoped that the next annual 
Report will be more explanatory. 
The 1963 Report is well written 
but leaves the reader in doubt in 
many respects.
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Section Hour deals with Money 
and Capital Markets. Treasury bills 
constitute the dominant item and 
the Central Bank continues to re­
discount them at all times.

On the 
surface, this gives the impression 
that Nigerians do not invest or 
that as individuals, they lack the 
savings habit. Something has to 
be done in this respect.

Section V deals with the admim- 
tration of the Central Bank. By 
and large, it shows a high degree 
of Nigerianization. Section IV is 
the Balance Sheet. The assets and 
liabilities seem fairly sound.

But there is a disquieting feature. 
Nigeria's pound is issued at par. 
The gold backing amounts to only 
'% while the external reserves 
iin convertible foreign government 
securities and balances with foreign 
banks) amounts to 53”,,.

While the internal reserves (Fede­
ral Government Securities, etc) 

caver the rest, it is to be noted 
that in I960 the external reserves 
stood at 77.5% and in 1962. it 
was 76%. The trend to reduce 
foreign holdings is good but it is 
not fast enough. Ghana’s present 
position (as of June 1963) is 47%.

As far back as December 1961, 
the United Arab Republic’s posi­
tion was only 11 %. The contention 
that these external reserves earn 
the much needed foreign currency 
is academic and not realistic. It 
is not a strong point to justify the 
risking of substantial amount of 
the nation's funds in foreign securi­
ties.

The profit and loss statement 
shows a figure of £ 1.270.168. When 
the figure is related to past profits, 
it reveals a declining rate of profit. 
In December 1960 and 1962, the 
profits were £1,188.094 and £1.765, 
568 respectively. The report is silent 
on the cause for the 1963 low profit.

CENTRAL BANK

Annual Report and Statement 
of Accounts.

THE Report is comprehensive 
and covers mxiy of the
nation's finance transactions. It 
is divided into six sections with 
graphs and tables. Section One 
covers ‘‘Developments the Econo­
my.” After reviewing the commodi­
ty position of the country with an 
elaborate table, it noted the fall in 
international commodity prices.

Section One failed to analyse 
the implications and to assess the 
tact that falling prices are a major 
drain on Nigeria's external reserves. 
For the current year, this amounted 
to 30 million pounds sterling.

As far as the Mining Industry is 
concerned, it seems that prices 
were higher, with the exception of 
coal. But the Report ignored the 
fact that Nigeria's minerals, parti­
cularly, Tin and Crude Oil, were 
not sold in the open market where 
still higher prices were obtainable.

The fact is that the Mining 
Industry in Africa generally, has 
always been an expatriate monopoly- 
tied to a combine or cartel. As a 
result prices are fixed, another source 
of drain on the countries external 
reserves.

Section Two deals with the Balance 
of Payments and external reserves- 
a very touch point in present day 
Nigeria. As usual, the Report 
becomes general and vague.

The drain on the country's ex­
ternal reserves amounted to some 
£30 millions, of which £5.7 mil­
lion was a repayment at 4% 
of a 1923 loan. On the other 
hand, Ngeria's foreign borrowings 
amounted £24.3 million—£11 
million from the World Bank. £7 
million from the United States. £4.3 
million from London and £2 million 
from the United Kingdom Govern­
ment. No details of payment or 
rate of interest.

The Central Bank injected 
£33.1 milion in form of credit 
into the economy-about 50% higher 
than the proceeding year. As a 
result, the peak level of currency­
in circulation reached the all high 
point of £91 million by December 
1963.

The significant point is that about 
90% of this amount was in the £ 
note and one-shilling coin.
