PAN AFRICANISM

Price Orizu's activities have all along been directed to 
the collective liberation of Africa as a whole in the march
towards a continental freedom. This section echoes this 
idea.

Before Dr. Kwame Nkrumah left New York for London, 
he and Dr. Orizu worked in close contact as President and 
Vice President of the African Students Association of the 
United States and Canada in anticipation of that Pan 
African Congress.

Dr. W.E.B. Dubois also called on Prince Orizu in New 
York with whom he discussed and planned the Pan 
African Congress which Dr. Orizu could not attend in Lon­
don because he was busy planning his African Continental 
Scholarship scheme, and pressured into completing his 
monumental book, Without Bitterness which was a vital \ 
part of Pan Africanism; while he was at the same time 
completing his graduate work at Columbia University. The 
African Students Association of United States and Canada 
(ASA) which Dr. Orizu himself founded in Columbus Ohio 
in 1941 was a part of his personal philosophy in the in­
evitability of the African Continental destiny.

Most of his poems and writings have always indicated 
his burning desire for Nigeria to play her role in fostering 
what he called "African Irredentism"
