African farmers, through the system ot 
Marketing Boards controlling the price they 
get for their products, fall among the most 
heavily taxed people in the world. Though 
it is an indirect tax, nevertheless, the farmers 
do net receive their due share of the benefits 
accuring. In essence, it is the value of the ann­
ual produce of the farmers that determine the 
gross national product.

This fact in turn determines the rate of 
growth. The credit worthiness of any Afri­
can country today bears a direct relation 
to the gross value of the produce harvested 
each year.

It is therefore imperative for African coun­
tries to take serious steps to improve agriculture. 
This must be attempted from an integrated 
point of view to include and provide for 
education and health of farmers, mechanisa­
tion of agriculture, facilities for easy credit, 
better means of transportation and communi­
cation, not to mention up to date public and 
social infra-structures.

In Africa, such development undertakings 
will not amount to the so much abused con­
cept of "agricultural subsidy.” To aid and 
develop agriculture amounts to the best in­
terests of African economic health.

STOCK EXCHANGE 
PROGRESS

When the Lagos Stock Exchange 
commenced business on the morn­
ing of June 5, 1961, it made history, 
for it was the first financial institu­
tion of its kind in West Africa.

Its establishment was part of the 
efforts of the Nigerian authorities 
to encourage the growth of a money 
and capital market in Nigeria.

Although the Lagos Stock Ex­
change enjoyed the goodwill of the 
Federal Government: yet its esta­
blishment and administration was 
left entirely in the hands of reputable 
businessmen.

The Exchange was incorporated 
on September 15, 1960, under the 
Nigerian Companies Act; and it 
enjoys the status of a non-profit 
making corporation.

A Council of the Exchange was 
set up which in consultation with 
the Council of the London Stock 
Exchange, drew up the rules and 
regulations which now govern the 
conduct of members.

Although business started on June 
5, the Stock Exchange was officially 
opened by the Federal Minister of 
Finance, Chief Okotic-Eboh on 
August 25, 1961.

The first Secretary of the Stock 
Exchange was Mr. 1. T. Griffin, 
who was also the General Manager 
of the Investment Company of 
Nigeria Limited.

The Investment Company Limited 
has always played a vital role in the 
affairs of the Lagos Stock Exchange. 
The Investment Company consists 
of about 15 of the leading foreign 
companies operating out here in 
Nigeria. The Company exists main­
ly to provide medium-term finance 
for industrial aid commercial under­
takings. In fine, the companies 
represented in the Investment Com­
pany exercise a decisive influence 
in the private sector of the Nigerian 
economy.

However, when business really 
got going on the Lagos Stock 
Exchange, it moved its trading floor 
and offices to the third floor of the 
Central Bank of Nigeria at Tinubu 
Square, in Lagos.

Recently, the United Nations cdu- !
cational, Scientific and Cultural 
Organisation (UNESCO) in co­
operation with the United Nations 
Economic Commission for Africa 
(EC\) arranged an international 
conference in Lagos on the Organisa­
tion of Research and Training in 
Africa in relation to the study, con­
servation and utilisation of natural 
resources.

The aims of the Conference were:
(a) to seek solutions to the 

problems of ideation, organi­
sation. and contingently 
financing facing the African 
States;

(b) to supply data enabling the 
United Nations, the spcializ- 
ed agencies and all organiza­
tions concerned with interna­
tional co-operation to assist 
African States more effectively 
in developing research on the­
ir natural resources and the 
utilization of them, working 
to concerted plans, and in 
forming their own individual 
communities of workers in 
this domain”.

The Lagos Conference held bet­
ween the 28th of July and August 
6th is not the first conference of its 
kind to be arranged by United Na­
tions and other agencies to promote 
scientific inquiry.

The nature and scope of the con­
ference since it is more or less a con­
tinuation of the United Nations 
Conference on the Application of 
Science and Technology for the 
Benefit of the Less Developed Areas 
(UNCSAT), which was held in 
Geneva in 1963. 2343 such as to 
create a high-level “blanket” organi­
zation needed to direct the vast 
range of activities preliminary to 
opening up natural resources and 
also that the training of personnel 
has a place in any development policy 
in this domain.

“On these two points, the Con­
ference, with due regard to the 
analyses of certain countries scienti­
fic structures already undertaken by
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diseases. But it is not only in the 
field of medicine and agriculture that 
research is necessary.

There is an increasing demand for 
the provision of speedier and better 
transport facilities by land, water 
and air. There is also the explosive 
question of finding diversified jobs 
for our teeming population.

As we have already seen, it is 
difficult to divorce high standards of 
living from research. High standards 
of living in the more advanced 
countries are the direct results of 
progress in science and technology 
and the rapid pace of development 
that goes with it. New product and 
processes are discovered through 
research which avails us with new 
principles and conceptions.

Since the Second World War, the 
difference in the standard of living 
of the advanced and less developed 
countries has increased because while 
the war gave fresh impetus to the 
pace of scientific and technological 
research in the more advanced 
countries the less developed were 
still lying dormant. The only way 
to bridge this gap is not by pious 
resolutions ana recommendations, 
but by systematic designs to foster, 
promote and sustain a national 
scientific policy.

Perhaps, the greatest set-back to 
progress in research in this part of 
the world is the waste of public fund 
wrongly associated with it. This is a 
sad misconception, because the expe­
rience of more advanced countries 
shows that research is a sound invest­
ment not a waste.

It yields its dividend in many ways, 
through improvement in agricul­
ture, medical ana health facilities. 
What else can improve the technique 
of locating and processing raw 
materials, providing new materials 
and appliances for industry power, 
communication, if not through re­
search? These arc a few of the ques­
tions answers to which tell the 
simple story of the immense yield: 
of investmen in research.

Students of economics have long 
realised that research renders the 
burding imports necessary for the 
maintenance of enterprises and other 
services, but facilitating the realisa­
tion of a self-contained economy, 
and the improvement of technical 
skills and show-how.

The Deputy Director-General of 
the UNESCO Mr. Adiseshiah 
sounded an unhappy note when he 
revealed that although today Africa 
needs 40.000 scientists, she can boast

ing liigher education produced by the 1 
Conference of African States on the 1 
Development of Education in '
Africa held at Addis Ababa in 1961 ’
and by the 1962 Tananarive Con­
ference on the Development' of 
Higher Education in Africa, must 1 
study those problems specific to the 
States of Africa, and particularly 
their financial aspects, with an eye 
on the integration of the long-term 
programmes with national develop­
ment schemes and targets.

The 1963 conference found that 
in such regions, the “exploration 
and exploitation of their natural 
resources will long countinuc to be 
the mainspring of economic pro­
gress and the principal target of 
scientific and technical rcseasch”.

The Science and Research Com­
mission of the Organization of Afri­
can Unitv met in Fcburary in Algiers 
and recommended that member 
states should define their science 
policy and co-ordinate their research 
the training programmes. Those 
efforts arc directed towards one goal 
- combined action and association 
in the field of science.

Why has the emphasis in govern­
mental action todav shifted to scien­
tific research in the under-developed 
countries? The answer can be found 
in the gap in the standards of living 
of the peoples of tho under-develop­
ed countries including and the 
advanced nations who have long 
benefited from research.

Scientific and technological re­
search makes a fundamental contri­
bution to the development of a 
country. Research in the field of 
agriculture can create more and 
better food for the growing popula­
tion. It can also improve tho quality 
of export produce thereby earning 
higher prices in world masket.

Take for example, pests like black 
, cocoa puds and animal diseases 
i such as trypanosomiasia which have 
> been a source of serious concern to

On 6th July, the New York 
Times! carried a widely noticed 
publication of an interview with the 
Cuban Prime Minister, Di.

In this interview, Dr. Cas­
tro expressed his desire to renew 
his country’s relationship with the 
United States of America, with a 
view to promoting a peaceful co­
existence between the two countries. 
This is most welcome especially as 
Dr. Castro is reported to have 
expressed his willingness to the in­
tervention of what is widely agreed 
to mean the United Nations in 
achieving this objective.

Dr. Castro's initiative in this 
respect is commendable. We lend 
our support to the Cuban Prime 
Minister's statement, according to 
the interview, that his country would 
desist from aiding the revolutionary 
movements in Latin America if the 
United States would cease all acts 
of subversion against the Republic 
of Cuba. This, if agreed to by 
both countries; with go a long 
way towards clearing the air for 
normal relations.

Expressing his optimism on the 
possible outcome of a Cuba/US 
peace negotiation. Dr. Castro was

U.S. is possible because, apart 
from the fact that leaders of revolu- ! 
tionary Cuba have become veterans 
in the act of government, the U.S.

One of the 
results of the resumption of peace­
ful co-existcncc with U.S., Dr. 
Castro is quoted to have hinted, 
would be the relaxation of political 
tension in Cuba and consequently 
the release of political prisoners.

Knitting is a rapid and highly 
productive method of fabric manu­
facture. It requires less capital than 
most other forms of textile produc­
tion.

Warp knitting machines arc parti­
cularly suitable for the producliom 
of the lighter type of fabric fr< m 
continuous filament, man made fibre 
yarns, and. with the introduction 
of new and improved machines, 
are being increasingly used for the 
production of shirtings, laces, fancy 
and trimmings, and mosquito 
curtain nets.

The use of machines with three 
and four guide bars permits the 
production of attractive and sur­
prisingly stable shirtings and similar 
types of fabric, while machines with 
a’ greater number of guide bars 
offer correspondingly wider pattern 
scape for the manufacture of Ra-chel 
laces and so on, with intricate 
and beautiful designs.

One of the most 
famous writers of 18th century 
Europe, Jean — Jacques Rounsscau, 
won his fame precisely after he 
had published a terribly violent 
pamphlet against drama and poetry 
which he contended were a school 
of immorality. And his master- 
pie:e. “Emile", contains on the 
teaching of literature many strange 
r pprcciations and many instructions 
oflimitcd value, the power of which 
is still great among a good deal 
of school curriculum makers today. 
In addition to being useless in the 
people’s life, literature is even, till 
now, considered by detractors of 
the subject as immoral.

It must be said also that writerss 
generally do nothing to belie thi- 
imputation. Many 01 them conf 
sidcr the world as a universe os 
their own, with their own manner 
and their own laws. They live 
in a hermitic environs tower out of 
the reach of common mortals. 
They write in a mysterious style 
and” only they can penetrate the 
magic web. The world which they

The Role
Of all the human activities of our 

modern society literature seems , to 
he the most unpopular. Of course 
when one mentions to us the books 
of Steinbeck or Jean— Paul Sartire 
we are full of admiration. But 
our admiration goes more to,the 
individual’s capactilics than to the 
profession itself. We admire the 
writer's technical achievements, his 
culture his mastering of the language 
the power of Ids style, his capacity • 
in creating that exceptional world 
where fiction and reality are so 
closely interwoven with daily events 
of life, entire personnages, ■ with 
their own autonomous Ijfe, suddenly 
rising from the lifeless pages ol the 
book, to come along with us, to 
go with us to market, to movies, to 
hospital, to share our pleasures, 
to mourn the dead. And all this 
without the knowledge of the creative

writer himself. However, all the 
display with svhich we celebrate 
our writers is still very superficial. 

. I will always keep in mind rhe 
wonderfully gay souvenir of a school­
mate of mine. He was always 
dressed in a very original way. 
He was careless and neglected, 
•had shaggy hair arid, was always 
absentminded. He was “in the 
moon", as we said then, his language 
was largely dogmatic, romantic. 
He was sid when every one was 
gtiy, and gay when everything was 
sad. He always spoke last. As soon 
as. he opened Iris mouth to speak, 
everyone inmockcry, shouted “Plri- 
losophenPoct”. But neither the. phi­
losopher nor the poet was granted 
u full place in dur school community. 
' Nor does the modem society 
appararilly- give them any room. 
They arc absent, they are exiled 
and some, times they are even con­
sidered undersirable. We usually 
hear people say that our developing 
society needs both capital and 
technicians. No one says we need 
thinkers, philosophers, writers.

His contribution to African, litera­
ture includes not only his sharing 
of membership of the PRESENCE 
AFRICAINE (a negro cultural soci­
ety) with notables like Leopold Sc-

Santos, Aliounsc Diop ctc. but also “‘jn “h ' brilliant composition in 
' which he discusses the role of the

“That is. literature; is then another 
way of saying that is abstract, 
that is empty, tliat has nothing to 
do with our daily preoccupations, 
that has nothing to do with life, 
that is idle music.”

Public opinion finally considers 
the writer as a useless man who is 
admired from time to time when 
his achievementas arc really excep­
tional.

I and knowledge in this respect must 
have been invaluable to the small 
farmers.

We then understand why our 
modern society is so little concerned 
with the writers. We arc more 
concerned with science and techno­
logy. Science and Technology have 
introduced in our economic and so­
cial and cultural life, new methods, 
new mental attitudes based on na­
tional organisation and on the 
mastering of the forces of nature 
so that literature which we confuse 
easily with sentimentalism and 
phraseology, seems to belong to 
irrationality. Science is encrusted 
in life, literature escapes from life.

But in fact there is betwen 
Science and literature an extraor­
dinary kinship. If both differ in 
their immediate consequences to 
technology and humanity, thicr 
objectives and thicr philosophy 
are the same. Both question tradi- 

i tional values and well establish­
ed powers in such alarming 
perspectives that they create an 
apocalyptic vision of our word’

depict is strictly their individual 
creation, and in apposition to our 
own. Modern literature is full of 
examples to illustrate this: “the 
flower of Evil" ‘(Baudelaire) “The 
Inunoralist” (Gidc) “The Nausea" 
(Sarlirc) “The Fall" (Camus) “The 
Killer" and (Ionesco) and “Jagua 
Nana" of Cyprian Ekwcnsi. Of 
course, so troubling and alarming 
are those perspectives or alternatives 
which our modern literature offers 
that we almost understand the 
scruples of parents whose children 
are about to go to college and 
study literature.

Society and writers apparently 
exclude each other. However, the 
society’s attitude is, in many in­
stances very far from moral con­
sideration. It is often merely prac­
tical. That indifference to literature 
is due to the fact that very few 
prospective readers actually find 
time to devote to reading, because 
they arc preoccupied with the daily 
problems of life. In some cases, they 
have not received basic information, 
the basic education necessary for 
a good comprehension of a lit­
erary work and they do not have 
ihe means to exploit their interest 
for literature. They arc blind to 
understanding literature.

This aspect of the problem is 
even more dramatic when the situa­
tion occurs in a developing country 
Here the development of education.
