For fourteen years now, Akibu Ayinde Hassan a.k.a. Baba Abina has been earning 
his daily bread making and mending shoes. He has even offered employment to two of 
his sons and now that the yuletide period is here, Baba Abina has had to cope with more 
customers. Al Humphrey Onyanabo reports.

Baba pays his boys salaries 
monthly, a neighbour who begged 
not to be named says, '’weallenn 
what Baba and his sons are doing.hi 
boys are obedient and hardivorkq' 
Baba puts the matter to rest by fly 
ing, "I don't stop them from going 
to look for work elsewhere — they 
are free if they want to go".

He had a long list of problems 
which he said were troubling his 
mind; "the cost of materials hive 
increased ten fold and customers 
do not understand this". He also 
complained of customers who 
"abandon their shoes after youVe 
used materials on it". Baba used the 
opportunity to appeal to governmt" 
to come to their rescue by granting, 
them loans for expansion and buynj 
more machines, he recalls that a 
couple of months ago a man from 
MAMSER visiter) them, he says;'*' 
demonstrated what we can do and 
he promised he'll come back with 
somebody to help us, up till now the

Baba says he is not worried by 
the large number of shoe mending 
companies that open up everyday- 
He compared customers to the 
flowing tide, "customers na lik* 
water, they come and they go”. 
Baba says-his customers no matte' 
where they go to will return; "We 
dey give them proper service" he 
added.

This Christmas, man/families 
will flock to his shop for shoes 
This period according to Baba 
business is good and things are 
moving, he cautions that "its also 
time of hard work and I make my 
boys understand it, most of these 
people coming for shoes noware 
not rich and they do not know wten 
next they will make a new shoe, I 
must therefore work on the shoe 
very well".

One close friend and customer 
describes Baba Abina as a jovial 
hard working man "each time I 
visit him, he brings out a bottle of 
brandy for us to relax with". After 
a hard day's job Baba relaxes in h** 
sitting room, watches Television 
with his wife and children "if theret 
money I buy a bottle of whisky if 
not I drink my ogi (pap) and tell 
my children stories", he added 

In civilized economies Baba 
Abina and his sons, in view of how 
hard they work, 13 hours everydiy 
would have been millionaires;his 
workshop 14 years after remains 
at the veranda of his house.

THE aging "baba' crouchps 
behind a makeshift table, a hasty 
job by a road side carpenter, the 
exterior blemished with glue and 
different shades of shoe dyes, under­
neath is a small compartment stuffed 
with hundreds of shoes of various 
sizes, colours and owners. Some are as 
old as 10 years, retained in the belief 
that the long lost owners would one 
day retrieve them, the top of the table, 
if we may call it that, is laden with 
shoe soles, heels, lass for expanding 
and making new shoes, pint-sized 
bottles of shoe dye, battered tin of 
shoe gum, pieces of leather, tape, 
scissors, hammer, needles, nails, 
pinches, etc.

On this humid Wednesday after­
noon, the rays of the sun are heavy, 
the harmattan winds tells the mind 
Chrismas is near. On Abina Street 
in Surulere the horn of passing 
vehicles and the cries of little chil­
dren disturb the peace of the after­
noon. . . On No.17, the silence that 
prevails in the work-shop of Akibu 
Ayinde Hassan, aJc.a. Baba Abina 
and his sons informs a visitor that a 
serious business is in progress, no 
communication is welcomed — 
Baba is makinga shoe for a customer 

First, he measures the size and 
design with a pencil on a broad sheet 
of leather, cuts it carefully, lie trots 
over to his singer machine, more than 
a decade of use, he sews them toge 
ther; slowly the design emerges, 
back on his table he slits three long 
squares on the middle of the semi- 
shoe, he*asks his son to bring over 
slices of red, yellow and blue leathei 
which he adriotly shapes into the

squares earlier cut, he shifts back to 
the sewing machine — stitches the 
squares to the shoe — a smile appears 
on his face, it is now time to fit the 
sole.

He spreads the sewn leather 
around a lass, which is shaped 
evenly like the human foot satisfied 
that it is straight with no excesses 
on any side, he picks up a few one 
inch nails, hangs them between his 
lips and one after the other hammers 
the leather, to the lass, from a bag 
he selects an array of shoe soles, 
discards the first few ones he picki 
up, finally selects a size nine, he 
matches the sole to the lass — perfectly 
- . the extent of concentration on 
his face gives you the feeling his whole 
life depends on it and indeed it does 
because with every shoe he builds 
or repairs, he recalls his years of 
experience and puts his illustrious 
career — and his children's future 
in the.balance.

Long before big business started 
preaching and practising customer 
satisfaction, Baba Abina and his 
children made it the hallmark of 
their trade, he ensures that every 
shoe ages gracefully, to his long time. 
Customers, he gives a guarantee, 
though ur

give.

On Abina Street and indeed 
in Surulere. the story of Baba Abina 
and his two sons aged 26 and 24 has 
become folktales.

Baba Abina does not remember 
his age he says, "I was born on the 
job and I bore my children on the 
job too". According to Baba Abina,

Ojo Arowosafe, popularly 
known as Fadeyi Oloro of the Jim oh 
Aliu theatre organization, had some­
thing more serious than a lacerated 
eyebrow about two months ago 
while his group was leading more 
than 28 others in Oshogbo in the 
shooting of a film titled, "Agbaarin’’, 
soon to be released. Itwas like being 
thumbed in the nose by death, and 
everyone is grateful the likeable 
popular terror is still alive.

"The director", says Arowosafe, 
meaning Jimoh Aliu, or Aworo, as he 
is more popularly known, "and I 
were involved in a shoot-out during 
a scene. After some time, he ran out 
of shot and handed out his gun for 
someone to re-load for him" Reloa­
ding in this case merely means repac­
ing the barrel with gun powder. 
Nobody brings live bunets to the 
theatre halls or film-shooting sites, 
so the fear of one being accidentally 
crammed into the guns being used

the shot rang 
Fadeyi, "the o 
the thigh — i 
scrotum".

He let out a cry and dropped 
on the gound. The rest of the casts, 
who were sure this was not part of 
the script, were immediately thrown 
intoa state of pandemonium.

They must have enou^i capti- 1 
vating films that will keep viewers glued to their 
seats.

I agree that it is meant to be the NTA Lagos 
based station. I also agree that the main language 
spoken in Lagos is Yoruba, but I wholeheartedly 
disagree that majority of Lagos viewers want to 
watch Yoruba programmes.
