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General Memorandum Note

It was indicated in the General Memorandum note in the Printed Estimates which
were presented on 7th June, 1963, that the grouping of Ministries was provisional and
would have to be adjusted in accordance with the decisions made by the new Govern
ment. This adjustment has now been made in the form of Addenda to the published
Estimates. Owing to the need to present the regrouping of Votes as quickly as possible,
changes have been kept to a minimum and it is proposed to effect any other necessary
alterations between Votes by means of Authorities to Incur Expenditure.
