IT IS often reported that 75% to 
(&% of the Nigerian population is en­
gaged in agriculture. Agriculture doos 

not only provide employment but also 
raw-materials for the agro-based indus­
tries.

There is therefore the need for 
trained, competent agricultural exten­
sion and rural development Workers if 
agriculture is to function well. These 
trained workers must however be pro­
perly utilised to ensure steady agricul­
tural Ovelopment in Nigeria.

The utilisation of manpower is one 
thing, its availability is another. The 
various agricultural projects embarked 

• upon by the Federal and State govern­
ments and their parastatals draw staff 
from the meagre manpower available 
for the sector. The ratio of Extension 
Staff to farmers in Nigeria is very low 
when compared with countries like the 
United Kingdom, the Netherlands, 
Norway and even countries such as 
Konya and India. This is one of the 
major factors responsible for the slow 
progress in the agricultural sector in 
our country.

With the pride of peace being given 
to agriculture now, the need to 
provide adequate and relevant training 
for personnel working with small 
farmers is more important than general 
staff training and manpower develop­
ment. The little Agricultural man­
power development we have in Nige­
ria today resulted from many years of 
formal education in schools of Agri­
culture which were established to meet 
the manpower needs of those days. 
Agricultural training is now given at 
the University, intermediate, voca- 
tional/technical and farmer levels.

Of the 13 Universities in Nigeria 
tdday, four operate full faculty pro­
grammes in Agriculture. These are the 
Universities of Ibadan, Ife, Nsukka and 
Ahmadu Bello. About 32 Schools T)f 
Agriculture presently exist in the 
country. Of these, 15 are administered 
by state governments, 11 are affiliated 
to the Universities and research insti­
tutes and six are Polytechnics and 
Colleges of Technology teaching agri­
cultural subjects.

different training programmes at both 
diploma and certificate levels. General­
ly, the staff/student ratio in these 
institutions is satisfactory but the dis­
tribution of specialisation necessary 
for satisfactory training of an agricul­
tural extension worker is deficient.

In addition, physical facilities are 
inadequate especially libraries labora­
tory space, equipment and field train­
ing facilities. The land available is 
sometimes not adequate to permit 
individual performance of tasks in the 
skill acquisition process. All these limit 
the adequacy of the type of training 
this manpower cadre receives.

The main employer of trained agri­
cultural manpower in Nigeria is the 
government. Consequently, manpower 
development and training programmes 
are operated by government, especially 
at the technical and vocational levels. 
Government also provides leadership 
in University agricultural education 
through bursaries and scholarships. 
The private sector depends on the high 
attrition rate of government trained 
staff in meeting its requirements, aug­
menting the entry knowledge and skill 
base of such staff with on-the-job 
training.

Most of the staff deployed at seve­
ral cadres of the Nigerian agricultural 
development organization, have train­
ing appropriate to their levels of 
appointment but one alarming charac­
teristic of the manpower situation is 
the high vacancy and deployed staff 
undergoing training. Only 69% of the 
posts at the senior technical level were 
filled in 1975/76. There is evidence to

suggest that the situation may have 
deteriorated in recent years due to 
retirements, withdrawals and resigna­
tions.

There is also a high staff turnover in 
Nigeria's agriculture. A lot of trained 
staff leave the ministries to serve in 
Industry, commerce and the distribu­
tive business. The recent boom in con­
sultancy services has further worsened 
the situation. Moreover, there is an un­
even distribution of agricultural man­
power in Nigeria's agriculture.

The location of training institu­
tions and available places further com­
plicates the issue. The implication of 
this is that States with no training 
schools are highly deficient w i e 
those with several schools are over­
producing staff. Furthermore# 
staff are usually given respon 
unrelated to their training.

It is, high-time, therefore, that the 

government should undertake studies 
on how economic and safe techniques 
could be evolved to conserve rain­
water for the use of our teeming rural 
population. This study should also 
take coquinance of the needs of the 

areas where the 
clean fresh water is often 

complicated .by salt water intrusion.

It is pertinent to say here that the 
existing legislation has to be amend 
ed if the rate of water supply to the 
people is to be increased. At the 
moment, these legislation places the 
sole responsibility of producing much 
of our water supply on the state 
governments. But we all know that 
most of these state governments are 
too stropped for funds to be able to 
meet the increasing demands for clean 
drinkable water.

TWO major problems that have so 
far defied solutions in our society are 
shortages in water and electricity 
supply.

Though, people can still cope with 
the frequent black-outs by the 
National Electric Power Authority, 
NEP A, it is a different matter when 
the taps run dry. There is no gain say­
ing that it is impossible for human 
beings to exist without water.

Despite all the efforts being made 
by all the governments of the federa­
tion, clean pipe-borne water is still 
restricted to mostly the urban town, 
while millions of Nigerians living in the 
rural areas still rely on wells and 
streams for their daily requirements.

If one goes by a World Health Orga­
nisation reportzthe outlook in this de­
cade which has been declared by the 
world body as a "decade of water 
supply for everybody" is not very 
bright. Nigeria will have to invest ten 
billion naira within the next ten years 
if she hopes to meet the World Health 
Organisation standard of providing 
112 litres of water for each person 
everyday. This is a huge investment 
which the government cannot shoulder 
alone if other areas of development are 
not to be neglected.

It is because of this that the reco­
mmendations of the recently conclu­
ded national conference on water 
pollution cannot be over-looked. The 
theme of the conference was "Water, 
water everywhere, but none to drink."

This theme is very appropriate 
when one notes that Nigeria is a coun­
try that nature has blessed with abun­
dant rainfall. Apart from this, there 
are thousands of rivers and streams 
throughout the length and breadth of 

--’♦ion, with the southern coast 
irdered by the Atlantic Ocean, 
up-till now, inadequate atten- 

__ _s been paid to the development 
of simple, cheap but reliable techni­
ques to harness rain water and the 
abundant supply from the rivers for 
domestic purposes. In fact, the hydro- 
logical and meteorological data on the 
various water resources are not ade­
quate, even- when available, for the

Steps should be taken to make the 
laws covering water supply concurrent 
since the Federal Government has 
continued to express its willingness to

participate in water supply schemes by 
the implementation of the National 
Bore Hole Programme. This has 
become necessary because of the 
important role that water is playing 
and will continue to play in the coun­
try s agricultural and industrial deve­
lopment projects.

The government should therefore 
take serious note of the recommenda­
tion by the Conference that steps be 
taken to develop and implement water 
supply extension schemes as part of 
the rural development programmes.

One other area of public concern 
touched by the Conference was the 
problem of water pollution, 
Conference rightly noted, 
supply in adequate quantity and quali­
ty is a birth-right of every child. But 
despite the fact that we do not have 
enough to drink, we are gradully 
polluting the little that is available.

The gradual industrialisation of 
the country is worsening the problems 
of water pollution. Most of these 
industries do not treat their effluence 
and these are discharged directly into 
the soil. The danger in this can be seen 
in the fact that majority of Nigerians 
still rely on wells and bore-holes for 
their water supply. Apart from indus­
trial pollution, the attitude of our peo­
ple to environmental cleanliness leaves 
much to be .desired.

Steps should therefore be taken by 
the appropriate bodies to educate the 
public on how to ensure the quality, 
purity and wholesomeness of drinking 
water. As a first step, a week could be 
set aside as 'Water Pollution Week' 
during which lectures and seminars 
would be organised on the effects of 
water pollution.

It could also be used to teach 
pie simple ways of treating water 
which had been stored over a period of 
time. This way, we will reduce to a 
great extent .the incidence of corfimu- 
nicable diseases associated with water 
and the health hazards they pose to 
the society.

THE Housing act No. 54 of 1979 
makes it mandatory for an employer 
with 500 or moro employees to pro­
vide housing estate for its workers.

For example, the Shell Oil Com­
pany and Mobil Nigeria Limited have 
commissioned their workers housing 
scheme. Also the Gulf Oil Nigeria 
Limited and the Daily Times of Nige­
ria Limited have built housing 
estates for their employees. And only 
recently, the Federal Minister of em­
ployment, Labour and Productivity 
commissionect the staff Housing Estate 
of the Unipetrol Nigeria Limited. The 
First Bank of Nigeria Limited is 
equally engaged in a gigantic housing 
scheme for its workers.

From the above, it can be seen that 
only very few profit oriented business 
organisations out of so many who fall 
under the housing act of 1979 have 
complied with its provision. Most of 
these business enterprises make huge 
turn overs as after tax profit every 
year that one wonders why they are 
dilly dallying over the workers housing 
scheme.

Government has given them several 
incentives for their business to thrive. 
Therefore one of the ways through 
which they can reciprocate this gesture 
is to suppliment governments efforts 
to provide decent accommodation for 
the people.

This will to a considerable ex 
help alleviate the problems of the 
pie as no government can single 
handed'y provide all the basic needs of 
its populace without the help of indivi­
duals and private organization.

On the other hand, employers 
labour have some social responsibili__
to their employees. These include 
among others the provision of shelter 
which is an overt indication of genuine 
interest in the welfare of these 
workers.

The importance of the working 
population in the development of any 
country cannot ba over-emphasized. It 
is clear that no major socio-economic

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tions classify Nigeria purely as a gas 
zone with petroleum lining. But it is 
regrettable that this huge quantity of 
gas is being wasted by flaring because 
the country does not have the means 
to tap the gas. In this way, millions of 
Naira are going up in smoke at present.

On the other hand, there are-jome 
heart-warming sidf effects' to thd oil 
industry. Apart fr^m the substantial 
sums of money being paid by the oil 
companies into the coffers of the go­
vernment through taxes and royalties, 
some of them are investing in agricul­
ture and community development pro­
grammes for the benefit of their wor­
kers and those who bear the hazzards 
of their operations.

The fact is that Nigeria is anxious 
to get her gas reserves tapped and this 
is borne out in her act which has given 
a deadline for the tapping of the gas 
deposits in the country. But the oil 
companies are not too willing to stick 
their necks out in this venture which 
they describe as too, financially peri- 
lious to be worth the trouble. None­
theless, the Federal Government is 
bent on stopping unnecessary waste 
pf such an invaluable resources.

OIL PROSPECTING in Nigeria be­
gan nearly half a century ago, in 1936 
to be precise and it was Sholl/Davoy, 
tho Dutch version of what is now Shell 
Nigeria Limited, that rammned in the 
first rig in the quest for the black gold.

The exercise was not an easy one 
and was almost being written off as a 
futile effort when in 1956, 20 years 
after the search took-off, the first oil 
was struck at Oloibiri. The effort was 
more rewarded because the find was of 
commercial significance.

In eleven years of oil Mining, the 
figure rose gradually and by 1967, 
Nigeria had hit the half-a-million bar- 
rels-a-day mark, which at that time 
was the greatest thing that ever hap­
pened to Nigeria and in fact any Afri­
can country. By 1979, Nigeria was 
really in the mid-stream of an oil 
boom, lifting as much as 2.3 million 
barrels a day. This figure placed Ni­
geria on the N200 per capital bracket 
and guaranteed 8,000 barrels of re­
serve per head.

In terms of money, Nigeria earned 
over 64 billion Naira from, oil by 
1977. This represented over 80% of 
government revenue and over 90% of 
the country's foreign exchange ear­
nings.

Owning to the position oil occupies 
in the economy of the nation and the 
relative importance it enjoys, the 
government has a set policy on oil, and 
this is constantly being up-dated as 
circumstances demand. Up till 1973, 
Shell operated purely as a foreign 
company. But as the importance of oil 
grew and its weight on theeconomy be­
came significant, the Nigerian autho­
rities took certain steps to ensure that 
they had a fuller control on its produc­
tion.

So, in April 1973, the Federal 
Government acquired 35% participa­
tion in Shell and a further 20% a year 
later. These interests were transfered 
to the Nigerian National Petroleum

Company on its inception in 1977 
and in July of 1979, the NNPCtook a 
further- five pa? cent participation in 
Shell's operations, bringing the figure 
to 60%.

Later in the same year, certain 
political developments made Nigeria 
to ask British Petroleum, which was a 
partner with Shell to pack up its bu­
siness interests. The NNPC took over 
its interests which amounted to 20% 
and as at now, the Federal Govern­
ment, through the NNPC, has 80% 
participation with Shell having 20%.

It is pertinent to note here that this 
participation arrangement is peculiar 
to Shell alone because of the 1979 
acquisition of the assets of British pe­
troleum. In other oil comp< 
rating in the country, the 
tion is 60%. However, the policy is 
being reviewed from time to time as 
local and global developments dictate.

One aspect of the oil mining exer­
cise which has continued to be neglec­
ted is the utilisation of natural gas 
which the country has in collosal 
deposits.

Our traditional system of medicine, 
which wo* now brand as primitive and 
superstitious, was able to cope with 
the health needs of our population in 
pro-colonial times.

Majority of our so-called civilized 
people do not appreciate the good ser­
vices rendered by our traditional doc­
tors. They boliovo that nothing good 
can originate from Africa and forget 
that herbs possess supernatural powerji 
which are at timos harnessed by the 
adepts to accomplish medical feats.

Diseases such as diabetes, high

THE critics of traditional medicine 
presume that it is not based on any 
scientific principle.-They argue that it 
only provides a temporary psycholo­
gical relief for people's fears, anciety, 
ambitions and desires rather than pro­
vide any therapeutic quality capable of 
curing known physiological disorders.

I would like to state here that all 
these criticisms have no basis. Tradi­
tional medicine is the African science 
of health. It teaches that there are cer­
tain biological requirements human 
beings and animals have to obey in­
order to remain healthy. The trans­
gression of these biological require­
ments, or what wa prefer to call natu­
ral laws, leads to malfunctioning of 

organs and systems of the 
1 the manifestation of which we 
isease.

Once these abnormalities 
corrected, the body reg< 
functions and health 
traditional medicine philosophy em­
braces the most positive approach to 
the achievement and maintenance of 
health. It is not superstitious.

Medical science seeks the cause of 
diseases in germs and viruses, but it 
does not find out whether such disea­
ses were brought about by evil deeds 
of other people or by incorrect ways 
of living or by the patient's own trans­
gressions.

People eat what they like, drink 
what they like, and indulge in abuses 
and excesses of all kinds; commit sins 
of all kinds, because such habits and 
practises, it is presumed, have no bear­
ing on the incidence of disease. There

Some native doc­
tors can direct the action of certain 
herbs to accomplish evil. These herbs 
contain chemical vibrations which can 
be directed through energy waves to 
destroy human beings from a distance.

A lot is now being discovered in the 
field of herbal medicine in Nigeria and 
in all parts of the world. Progress in 
the real knowledge of herbal medicine 
enables the practitioner to work inte­
lligently by correcting the faulty 
conditions that underlie disease. As 
more is being discovered about herbal 
medicine so the herbal medicine 
practitioner becomes better able to 
deal with those derangements called 
disease.

EVERY country has its own 
notional ideals othorviiso known os 
national othlc. For us in Nigeria, our 
constitution is quite clear and specific 
on this, discipline, self-reliance and 
patriotism form our national ethic.

There is a fair amount of consensus 
among our people that these are ideals 
necessary for ensuring poaco, progress 
and stability in the society. In our own 
case, os people of a nation in a hurry 
to develop and improve the standard 
of living of everyone, these national 
ideals should necessarily form the basis 
of our actions.

However, in recent times, religious 
loaders, especially prelates and highly 
respected moslcm preachers have been 
expressing their grave concern at the 
pervasive moral laxity in our society. 
Elders and well-known leaders of 
thought too have spoken out against 
various acts of indiscipline and lack of 
patriotism among a large section of 
our people. There are those who are 
justifiably worried that the traditional 
African respoct for elders and consti­
tuted authority is giving way to a now 
concept of defiance against those 
things that had made our society uni­
que.

In an attempt to get at the root of 
the problem some people have'simply 
dismissed the issue of moral laxity in 
our society as one of the prices to be 
paid for choosing western civilisation. 
Those who challenged that view have 
argued that it ought to be possible for 
us to move into the technological age 
without giving up our ideals of disci­
pline, self-reliance and patriotism.

The fundamental matter now being 
raised is that gradually, our society is 
laying less and less emphasis on moral 
instructions. Parents are creating tho 
impression that they are too busy to 
take any closer look at the activities of 
their children. Some of those who 
have addressed their minds to the issue 
equally blame, to some extent, every­
one connected with character mould­
ing of our youths for neglecting their 
sacred duty.

The current debate in the light of 
all these, is that it is possible to find a

Although Nigeria is not a secular 
state, there is no contradiction in 
chapter four of the Constitution which 
guarantees every Nigerian the freedom 
of thought, conscience and religion.

What 
may be required is that the state minis­
tries of education would set the guide­
lines and not any of the religious sects.

Such efforts should complement a 
determination on the part of all 
parents to emphasise the ideals of 
discipline, self-reliance and patriotism 
among their off-spring.
