The lesson of the 1981 oil glut is 
that in future, Nigeria must adjust her 
petroleum price as realistically and as 
soon as possible to the prevailing 
market conditons without under­
mining the integrity and solidarity of 
OPEC.

as Iron and Steel, Machine-tool and 
petro-chemical. The public utilities 
must be efficient and adequate while 
transport and telecommunications 
facilities ought to be reasonably de­
veloped.

Over the long-haul, this nation must 
re-vitatlise agriculture in its entirety by 
promoting integrated rural develop­
ment,. developing rural infrastructures 
and focusing on the peasant farmers 
who are central to the farming cycle 
and produce the bulk of food we con­
sume. The Nigerian economy needs to 
be diversified and moved away from 
the present mono-cultural type of 
economy which depends almost abso­
lutely on oil fortunes, for better or 
for worse.

All said and done, the Nigerian 
economy could not be given a clean 
bill of health in 1981. Happily, the last 
quarter of the year showed positive 
signs of an up-turn in economic acti­
vity. It is also gratifying that in the 
face of great odds in 1981, all the 
government of the Federation are still 
holding tenaciously to their declared 
programmes. One prays and hopes tHat 
Nigeria's stock will soar again in the 
new year.

The Secretary-General of the Uni­
ted Nations occupies one of the most 
enviable positions in the world. At the 
same time, this post is one of the most 
difficult that has ever existed.

Even when it became oovious that 
neither Mr. Salim nor Dr. Waldheim 
could win the election as a result of 
China's veto of Waldheim's candida­
ture, a compromise plan by China that 
the next five-year term be divided bet­
ween the two candidates was turned 
down by the other four permanent 
members of the Security Council.

When this post is declared vacant, 
there can be as many as six or seven 
top-level diplomats vying for it as 
shown by the recent example when 
the former incumbent. Dr. Kurt Wald­
heim, and the Tanzanian F 
Minister, Mr. Salim Ahmed Salii 
contested but failed to be (

the Security Council, the Economic 
and Social Council and the Trustee­
ship Council.' He must also make an 
annual report to the General Assembly 
on the work of the organization.

The failure of Mr. Salim Ahmed 
Salim of Tanzania to win the post of 
the Secretary-General is now a by­
gone issue. But in retrospect, it is 
obvious that the Organisation of Afri­
can Unit (OAU), must have felt disap­
pointed that Mr. Salim's candidature 
which they sponsored did not succeed.

can. The Western powers were deep in 
the belief that a U.N. Secretary- 
General of African origin could com­
mit the United Nations to a violent 
confrontation with their South Afri­
can friend over its apartheid policy.

The Secretary-General is also an 
important diplomatic figure. During 
this travels away from New York, he is 
accorded the status of a Head of State 
although it is a well known fact that 
the United Nations is not a world 
government. Back in his office at the 
38th floor of the United Nation Plaza 
in New York, the Secretary-General 
receives and examines the credentials 
of new diplomats accredited to the 
United Nations, a function which is 
equally performed by Heads of State 
or Government of sovereign states.

A great number of these 
can be solved within a very s 
if member countries continu 
port the social, political and humani­
tarian programmes of the world body 
□nd co-operating fully with the Organi­
zation's Chief Executive.

By Article 99 of the U. N. Charter, 
the Secretary-General may bring a 
situation to the attention of the Secu­
rity Council if he believes that it con­
stitutes a threat to the maintenance of 
international peace and security.
He may also decide to use his good 
offices publicly or privately to help in 
settling the dispute. Should this be the 
case, he has to pilot his peace efforts 
by consultation with the countries to 
the dispute so as to find a lasting solu­
tion to the burning issue or issues.

As of now, the OAU can take so­
lace in the fact that the new Secre­
tary-General who is a Peruvian na­
tional is still from a Third World 
Country and that he will recognize 
third world problems in their real 
perspective. An outsider might wonder 
why all the fuss over this post.

Five other candidates immediately 
emerged, among whom was Mr. Javier 
Perez de Cuellar of Peru who was 
eventually elected in December 1981 
as the new UN boss. This 61 - year old 
diplomat will hold office for a period 
of five years beginning from 1 Ja­
nuary 1982 to 31 December 1986.

The new Secretary-General, Mr. 
Perez de Cuellar, has assumed office 
at a time when the United Nations 
is confronted with critical global 
problems more serious than the 
challenges of the past two decades. 
These problems include the frighten­
ing arms race, the North-South dialo­
gue that has never reached any appre­
ciable conclusion, decolonization and 
apartheid in South Africa, the Palesti­
nian situation, peace-making and peace 
keeping in Lebanon and the Middle 
East.

As the Chief Administrative Officer 
to the United Nations Secretariat, the 
Secretary-General must be present at 
the meetings of the General Assembly,

Until now, the United Nations 
Organisation has had four Secretaries- 
General. They were Trygve Lie of Nor­
way, Dag Hammarskjold of Sweden, 
U Thant of Burma and Kurt Wald­
heim of Austria.

Durinn the elections to the post at 
the Secu. / Council meetings in 
November last year, the United States 
of America vetoed Mr. Salim's candi­
dature each time the votes were cast. 
In fact, of the five permanent mem­
bers in the U.N. Security Council;

Although there are very strong 
rguments for the creation of more

beyond which Federalism will lose its 
essence and meaning. It will only 
show the maturity of our politicians 
if this exercise could be accomplished 
devoid of all political wranglings. It 
has been suggested that the various 
political leaders should come toge­
ther to discuss this very vital issue.

Section HoftheFifthSche'dcileof the 
Constitution stipulated that every pUb 
lie officer shall within three months after 
the coming into force of the code of 
conduct or immediately after a written 
declaration of all his properties, assets 
and liabilities and thereafter at the end 
of every four years and at the end of 
his term of office. He is also required 
to submit those of his spouce, and 
unmarried children under the age of 
21 years.

In spite of this very unambigous 
constitutional provision, it is surpris­
ing that with the exception of the Pre­
sident and the Vice President, no other 
public officer has declared his assets. 
This is more embarrassing because in 
the third year of the operation of the 
presidential system of government in 
this country, almost every public 
officer is yet to declare his asset.

It is as a result of this that one 
would commend the directives of the 
Speaker of Kaduna State Assembly 
though belated, that members of the 
House should declare their assets, to 
enforce the Code of Conduct among 
them.

Experience has shown that 
there is no dispute which cannot be 
amicably settled on the bargaining 
table if there is a free flow of mea­
ningful exchanges and the spirit of give 
and take on both sides. In fact there 
had beennojndustrial dispute that was 
not finally settled through bargaining.

Employers, whether government or 
private, should also in the new year 
show more interest in the well-fare of 
their workers. A responsible and res- 

jing ponsive Management should not wait 
the until workers declare trade disputes 

before thinking about how to improve 
their conditions.

The time has also come that emplo­
yers should place more emphasis on 
fringe benefits such as housing and 
transportation rather than on salary 
increases which mean little to wor­
kers because of the effect of world­
wide inflation. Employers and la­
bour leaders should be reminded that 
the economic welfare of the nation is 
the responsibility of all.

Moreover, there are established ave­
nues for settling labour disputes if 
negotiations between management and 
Union leaders fail. There will in fact 
be no need for strikes and lock-outs 
if these laid down procedures are 
followed.

And sd as we move forward in the 
new year, employers of labour and 
the labour force should find common 
grounds on which to work together 
in an atmosphere of industrial peace 
and harmony.

It is only in such an atmosphere 
that the economy of the country can 
remain bouyant and the standard of 
living of the people improved.

IF one was looking for a caption 
for the year 1981 that has just rolled 
by, it could bo described in Nigeria as 
tho year of unrest.

There was hardly any sector of the 
economy that was not affected by 
work stoppages and trade disputes. So 
also both the Federal Government and 
nearly all the 19 State Governments 
had to contend with one strike action 
or another.

Local governments also were not 
spared the angers of the working mas­
ses as their employees in several states 
embarked on wild-cat strikes. But the 
real danger of these strike actions and 
work stoppages could be seen when 
they are analysed.

In the Health sector, work stop­
pages by doctors, nurses and other 
para-medical staff led to the untimely 
deaths of thousands of Nigerians.

The industrial action by members 
of the Academic Staff Union of Ni­
gerian Universities nearly paralysed tho 
Education sector as it delayed resum­
ption of the 1981/82 academic year 
by more than two months. And in 
many States of the Federation, tea­
chers in various institutions of lear­
ning downed their chalks for every 
conceivable reasons.

In the strategic banking sector, the 
Central Bank workers, because of their strike wpaj 
pivotal position in this sector, virtually P°n 
paralysed the financial market during 
their trade dispute with the govern­
ment. And as families all over the 
country were preparing for the Christ­
mas festivities, employees of the 
Union Bank struck, causing untold 
hardship to millions of Nigerians. 
All these were apart from the general 
strike called by the Nigerian Labour 
Congress.

It will be an under-statement to 
say that the cost of these trade dispu­
tes and work-stoppages are enormous 
in terms of man-days lost to the eco­
nomy. Available statistics showed that 
in 1978, Nigeria lost 875,137 days 
through work-stoppages.

This figure rose to 2,038,855 man 
days in 1979 the last year of the mili­
tary regime.

I AM starting this fourth talk with a 
discussion of witchcraft which is the 
black magic practised by those who 
possess super-natural powers and are in 
union with demon spirit forces.

This is 
with a view to facilitating the usual 
problem of adjustment to normal life 
and subsequent rehabilitation of the 
prisoner when released.

The need for this should not be 
over-emphasised. Experience has shown, 
that some prisoners .upon their release 
revert to the life of crime because they 
have nothing to occupy their time. 
These are along term proposals which 
require formal legislation by the Na­
tional Assembly before they can be 
implemented. But in the interim, 
some internal changes could be effec­
ted to improve prison services.

In the first, it is a common know­
ledge that rather than serve as re­
formatory agencies that they are estab­
lished for, our prison yards have turn­
ed out to be places that harden in­
mates. Therefore, the current practice 
whereby both first offenders and die­
hard criminals are put under lock and 
key together should be de-emphasised. 
Investigation has shown that most 
criminals leave the prison worse than 
they went in. This is because of the 
corrupting influence of those who are 
versed in the art of crime.

In addition to that, 4he excesses 
of some prison officials must be check­
ed. This is because some unscrupulous 
ones among them condone different 
forms of vices on the part of prisoners. 
For example, it is not uncommon to 
find weeds suspected to be Indian 
Hemp in many of our prison yards 
that one wonders how they could have 
reached the in-mates without the con­
nivance of some prison officials.

There is also need to give some 
form of para-military training to some 
categories of prison staff. This is due 
to the increasing tendency to resort to 
violence by some prisoners and their 
incessant attempts to escape from pri­
son. The recent attempts by in-mates 
in the Benin and llorin prisons along 
this line easily come to mind. Finally, 
concerted efforts should be made to 
improve the feeding and living condi­
tions in all our prisons as these have 
often led to cases of unrest among 
prisoners.

THE exercise is as a result of an 
urgent and compelling need to moder­
nize and humanise the prison services 
in Nigeria to bring them to the level 
and standard in decent human socie­
ties all over the world.

This is because imprisonment has 
become an instrument of social reform 
against those who deviate from the 
established norms of the society. But 
as a result of the astronomical increase 
in the rate of crime in Nigeria coupled 
with the almost riotous situation in 
our prison yards, it has become im­
perative not 'only to bring about a 
discernible improvement in the present 
facilities but also provide other alter­
natives to. imprisonment in line with 
the existing criminal procedures.

It is therefore necessary to encou­
rage the use of non-institutionalised 
forms of punishment depending on the 
gravity of the offence committed. This 
could take the form of fines in place 
of imprisonment or parols for offen­
ders serving long years in jail who have 
shown sufficient signs of remorse. The 
system of suspended sentence can also 
be introduced for crimes which are not 

, likely to cause a breach of public 
I peace.

THE philosophy of self-help or 
communal projects is not alien to our 
culture.

But the coming of Western demo­
cracy and its peculiar forms of govern­
ment seemed to stiffle that very spirit 
whicn earlier had sustained village life 
and development. The once shared 
communal responsibility of proving 
for necessary projects like roads, civics 
centres or bridges across streams were 
then left to the government to shoul­
der.

The presumption could be that 
since the colonial intruders had to 
impose their foreign ideas and way of 
life, they might as well shoulder all 
the communities burdensome responsi­
bilities. The simple basis for this belief 
seems to be that the huge sums of mo­
ney collected in taxation and other re­
venue sources had to be visibly justi­
fied.

To an extent, the then British rulers 
provided some tangible proof with 
some few basic amenties. Consequent 
ly by the time the colonial intruders 
left, the common man's assupmtion 
that the development of the country 
was the sole responsibility of the un­
fortunate in terms of progress, and was 
to take a long time before it could be 
successfully dispelled.
