(2) The Military Governor shall have power to confirm or disallow any 
conviction, or sentence imposed, by the tribunal.

(3) Where a sentence is disallowed, the Military Governor may substitute 
such other lesser sentence as he may deem appropriate, and he may also 
disallow any conviction and order the release of the convicted person from 
custody where, upon representation made in that behalf by that person, 
or from other circumstances, the Military Governor is satisfied that the 
conviction should not be allowed to stand.

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 70a of the Customary 
Courts Law, and by virtue of all other powers enabling in that behalf, the 
following Regulations are hereby made by the Military Governor of Western 
Nigeria:

2. The Customary Court Members and Assessors (Conditions of Service) 
Regulations, 1965 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Regulations) are 
hereby amended by inserting immediately after regulation 23 thereof the 
following new regulation:

23a. (1) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) of this 
regulation, the Military Governor may direct that any period 
from the date on which a professionally qualified president or 
a full-time customary court member ceases to hold office by 
reasons of the determination of his appointment to the date 
immediately before the date of his re-appointment as such 
president or member, shall be treated as a period of leave without 
pay.

(2) A direction may be given under sub-paragraph (1) of this 
regulation where the determination of appointment has occurred 
in the course of a general re-organisation of customary courts 
or in some other circumstances which in the opinion of the 
Military Governor justify the giving of such a direction.

(3) The Military Governor may direct that any period for 
which a professionally qualified president or a full-time customary 
court member has been absent from duty without the permission 
of the Board, but in circumstances which appear to the Military 
Governor to be excusable, shall be treated as a period of leave 
without pay.

(4) Where a direction has been given under any of the pre­
ceding paragraphs of this regulation, the Military Governor 
may give such further directions as may appear to him to be 
necessary for the purposes of other consequential matters 
arising from any direction under these Regulations or otherwise.’’

3. (1) There is hereby appointed a Tribunal of Inquiry consisting of the 
persons mentioned in the First Schedule hereto.

(2) The Honourable Mr Justice Olujidc Somolu shall be the chairman of the 
tribunal.

(3) The chairman and any two other members cf the tribunal shall con­
stitute a quorum.

“qualified person” includes an engineer, an architect, a quantity surveryor, 
a professional estate agent and valuer or any other person holding such 
qualification as the Military Governor may designate;

“the State” means the Government of Western Nigeria or the Government of 
the Federal Republic of Nigeria, according as the context may require;

“the tribunal” means the Tribunal of Inquiry' established under section 3.

(2) For the purposes of the Decree and this Edict, conduct on the partofa 
public officer or other person which could give rise to corrupt or improper 
enrichment shall include corruption; fraud of any' type whatsoever; receiving 
commissions, discounts, gifts, and the like without the knowledge and consent 
of the person, authority or institution being the employer of the receiver or 
for or on behalf of whom or which or in relation to whose business the re­
ceiver has had dealings with the giver; extortion; exercising legal powers for 
an improper motive; false assumption of the authority of any other person, 
authority or institution; intimidation; duress; undue influence; or any other 
improper or irregular act or omission which in the opinion of the tribunal is in 
the given circumstances contrary' to equity, fair dealing or good conscience 
or falls below the standard to be expected of the public officer concerned in 
his capacity as such officer or of the other person concerned judged by the 
standard of a reasonable and fair-minded citizen.

(3) For the purposes of the Decree and this Edict, conduct on the part of a 
public officer or other person which could give rise to corrupt or improper 
enrichment shall include the case where the public officer or other person has 
done or omitted to do something either on his own or in conjunction with 
other persons, the result of which was such enrichment.

(4) Subject to the provisions of this Edict, expressions used in this Edict 
shall have the same meanings as in the Public Officers (Investigation of Assets) 
Decree 1966.

9. (1) Where the Military Governor is satisfied that any person, not 
being a public officer, but related by blood or marriage to, or otherwise 
connected with, a public officer, appears to have acquired assets far in excess 
of any income from his known or ostensible trade, business, profession, 
employment or other means of livelihood, the provisions of the Decree and 
this Edict shall apply with necessary modifications in respect of such a 
person as they apply in respect of a public officer.

(2) Where the Military Governor is satisfied that any person has been 
corruptly’ or improperly enriched by a public officer, the provisions of the 
Decree and this Edict in relation to the forfeiture of assets and liability to 
make reparation shall apply with necessary modifications in respect of that 
person as they apply in respect of a public officer:

Provided that it shall be for the Military Governor to decide whether any 
order of forfeiture of assets or liability to make reparation shall apply only in 
respect of the person enriched as aforesaid or partly in respect of him and 
partly in respect of the public officer concerned.

10. Where a public officer or other person to whom, if alive, the provisions

And provided further that any order of forfeiture of assets or liability to make 
reparation shall apply only in respect of the estate of the deceased or any 
part thereof that is in, or may come into, the possession or under the control 
of the heirs, next of kin, administrators, executors, trustees or other person.

11. If the chairman is satisfied that there is reasonable ground to suspect 
that there may' be found in any building or other place whatsoever, any 
money or other property or any books, records, accounts, statements or 
information in any other form whatsoever, which in the opinion of the 
chairman, may be material to the subject-matter of any inquiry under the 
Decree and this Edict, the chairman may issue a warrant under his hand 
authorising any police officer to enter, if necessary by force, the said building 
or other place and every part thereof, and to search for, seize and remove 
any such thing as aforesaid found therein.

12. (1) Where the Military Governor or other appropriate authority is 
of the opinion that any transaction with respect to, or disposition of, anv 
property is artificial or fictitious or that effect has not in fact been given to 
the same, he may for the purposes of the Decree and this Edict disregard
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any such transaction or disposition and take such consequential action as 
may in his opinion be necessary or expedient for the purpose of giving effect 
or enabling effect to be given to the objects of the Decree and this Edict.

(2) For the purposes of sub-section (1) of this section, artificial or fictitious 
transactions or dispositions shall be deemed to include—

(a) transactions or dispositions between persons one of whom either 
has control over the other or is related to the other by birth or marriage, 
and which in the opinion of the Military Governor or other appropriate 
authority have not been made on terms which might fairly have been expected 
to have been agreed as between independent persons engaged in the same 
or similar activities and dealing with one another at arm’s length;

and the Military Governor is of the opinion that reparation ought to be made, no longer6 S 
the Military Governor may make an order adjudging the public officer or owned or 
other person, who has corruptly or improperly enriched himself or has been insufficient, 
so enriched, liable to make reparation to the State to the extent of the amount
of the value of the assets in respect of which an order of forfeiture could have 
been made, and the said amount shall thereupon become a civil debt due to 
the State and be recoverable as such in priority to all other debts due from 
the public officer or other person or from his estate, as the case may be.

15. (1) Where any assets which could have been made the subject of an Tracing of 
order of forfeiture or liability to make reparation have found their way into Chands of 
the hands of a gratuitous donee or other transferee, the Military Governor third3partics. 
may, if he is of the opinion that it is just and equitable so to do, make an
order for the recovery of the assets or the value thereof from such donee or 
other transferee as a civil obligation or debt, as the case may be, due to the 
State in priority to all other obligations or debts due from the donee or other 
transferee or from his estate, as the case may be.
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(2) Before an order is made under sub-section (1) of this section, regard 
shall be had in particular to the following considerations:—

(«) whether or not the gift or transfer was made w ith a view to avoiding 
detection or disclosure as to the corrupt or improper m anner in which the 
subject matter thereof has been acquired by the donor or transferor;

(b) whether or not the gift or transfer was with a view to defeating any 
of the objects of the Decree or this Edict;

(c) where the transfer was ostensibly for value, whether any value was in 
fact given by the transferee;

(d) whether or not the donee or the transferee for value received the 
assets in good faith, and without knowledge or reasonable means of know­
ledge on his part as to any improper motive on the part of the donor or 
transferor in making the gift or transfer or of any impropriety as to the 
manner in which the assets have been acquired bv the donor or transferor.

16. (1) Any person who, being summoned to attend as a witness, or to 
produce or give evidence as to any real or personal property, books, records, 
accounts, statements or information in any other form whatsoever in his 
possession or under his control, and in the opinion of the chairman, material 
to the subject matter of any inquiry under the Decree and this Edict, refuses 
or neglects to do so, or to answer any question put to him bv or with the 
concurrence of the tribunal, shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on 
conviction, in the case of an individual, to imprisonment for not less than five 
years without the option of a fine, and in anv other case, to a fine of not less 
than five hundred pounds.

(2) Any person who commits any act of contempt whether or not in the 
presence of the tribunal sitting in the inquiry shall be guilty of an offence and 
shall be liable on conviction to imprisonment for not less than six months 
or to a fine of not less than one hundred pounds or to both such imprisonment 
and fine.

17. Sub-section (4) of section 1 of the Decree shall be construed as if for 
the reference therein to imprisonment for a term of not less than five years

 there were substituted a reference to imprisonment for not less than ten years
under Decree the option of a fine, and sub-section (5) of section 2 of the Decree

shall be construed as if for the reference therein to imprisonment for two 
vears there 'were substituted a reference to imprisonment for not less than 
five years.

18. (1) The Military Governor may constitute a special tribunal for the 
trial of offences under the Decree and this Edict.

(2) A tribunal constituted as aforesaid shall consist of
(a) an officer of the Judicial Department of Western Nigeria not below

(4) The provisions of this section shall have effect notwithstanding any­
thing to the contrary contai ned in any other law.

(2) The special tribunal may, if satisfied after perusal of the application and 
such evidence, or any further evidence in such form as it may consider 
necessary, that any person appears to have committed any offence under the 
Decree or this Edict, cause notice to be served on such person calling upon 
him to show cause why he should not be punished for that offence.

(3) The special tribunal may, if no cause or no sufficient cause as aforesaid 
is shown to its satisfaction, after such inquiry as the special tribunal may con­
sider necessary, convict the person concerned of the offence and impose upon 
him an appropriate sentence in accordance with the provisions of the Decree 
and this Edict.

(4) The procedure to be followed upon an application to the special 
tribunal under sub-section (1) of this section shall be in accordance with such 
rulings as the special tribunal may make either generally or for the purpose of 
a particular trial; and in relation to and for the purposes of the pro­

An Edict to make Provision for the Establishment of Administrative 
Divisions in Western Nigeria, and for other matters incidental 
THERETO OR CONNECTED THEREWITH.

V This Edict may be cited as the Administrative Divisions (Establishment) 
Edict, 1967, and shall be deemed to have come into force as from the 1st day 
of April, 1967.

The Military Governor 
as follows:—

3. The Military Governor may give directions of a supplemental nature 1’owcr to 
with respect to administrative and other arrangements as may appear to him *’,ve 
to be necessary or expedient for the purpose of giving better effect to this 
Edict and, without prejudice to the generality of the fore-going, may by such 
directions provide for—

(<z) the transfer of, or adjustments with respect to, the assets and liabili­
ties of any local government council, provisional authority, joint board, 
joint committee or other body established under any law;

(6) the transfer, with his consent, of any employee of any such council, 
authority, board, committee or other body as aforesaid to the service of 
any other council, authority, board, committee or other body, and for 
determining any question which may arise from such transfer;
