A RARE incurable disease has 
tragically trapped 21-year-old Patrick 
Scanlan in a child's body. But the 
ever cheerful young man who is only 
35 inches tall - bravely refuses to 
let his height get him down!

Doctors told his family four 
different times that Patrick was only 
months away from death, but the 
gutsy guy keeps proving them 
wrong! "They finally stopped 
making predictions - and I'm deter­
mined to live as long as possible." 
Patrick told THE ENQUIRER.

"Sometimes I dream of being tall 
and strong, of being able to look 
down on little kids and have them 
look up to me.

"But then I come down to earth 
and tell myself with a laugh. 'If you 
were that tall, you'd probably suffer 
from vertigo anyway, so stop 
dreaming.

Although Patrick started life as a 
normal baby, he now weighs only 
42 pounds and his tiny frame hasn't 
gotten any larger since he was a 
toddler — even though his inner 
organs are developing normally 

"Patrick suffers from Morquio's 
syndrome," says Dr. Steven Kopits, 
Director of the International Center 
for Skeletal Dysplasia, located in 
Maryland. The disease is one of the 
rarest in the world and victims 
usually die. But Patrick refuses to 
give up.

And recently, he underwent 
surgery to transplant pieces of bone 
from his leg to his neck to help 
support his head.

The devastating disease was first 
diagnosed when Patrick was 2'A years 
old. "I thought he was just like any 
other baby," says his loving mom. 
"It was such a shock. Part of me 
died that day."

Patrick, who lives in London, 
England, with his parents and his 23- 
year-old sister, gets around by 
crawling, waling with crutches, 
driving a motorized wheelchair or 
being carried like a baby. He can 
stand without help for brief periods.

Patrick sleeps on a beanbag chair 
in a corner of the living room with 
a remote-controlled television. 
VCR. radio and telephone within 
easy reach.

The disease certainly has not 
affected Patrick's intelligence - he's 
a high school graduate and he spends 
much of his time programming his 
computer.
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ONCE in a while we all face a 
desperate financial situation and 
want to improve our lot.

It was not to be so Under the able manage­
ment of Chris Ebie, an expert in cinemato­
graphy. and the watchful eyes of director of 
programmes. Victoria Ezeiokoli, the NTA 2 
just fell into pieces and today must be 
ashamed of itself for all those failed promises.

When they first arrived in the scene of 
commercialisation, Channel 5 had insisted 
that the station would only hook up for the 
network news at 9 and what they called 
Grade A broadcasts (presidential and minis­
terial assignments) -Viewers were particularly 
pleased when they heard this good news 
which sounded a bit too good to be true and 
were they proved right?

The question in my mind here, is why on 
earth should the minister choose the same 
week he was featured on the NTA network 
programme, 'Dialogue*, to discover that his 
ministry was not informed of the policies of 
the new station.

That is all long past now, but perhaps, the

It is a pity that those we trusted have let 
us down. Nevertheless, NTA Channel 5, is 
doing fine compared to Channel 7 and LTV 8.

AT 33, Mr. Vivi Olisa Oruche, the 
ebullient managing Director of Vibon 
Investment, has seen success. At this 
age, he has actualised his dreams 
and aspirations. But make no mistake 
about it: success didn't come his way 
just like that.

Abnormal bladder control
BEDWETTING (enuresis) is the 

involuntary passage of urine beyond 
the age when normal bladder control 
is attained It is one of the most 
common, annoying, and perplexing 
disorders of childhood. It is. further 
more, a cause of great parental 
anxiety as well as childhood fears.

When bedwetting occurs at night 
time, it is referred to as "nocturanal 
enuressis", Parents, especially 
mothers, are usually confused as to 
what constitutes enuresis, when a 
child is justifiably considered 
enuretic and when and where pro­
fessional advice should be sought

Although, most children gain 
sufficient bladder control between 3 
and 4 years of age. some children 
continue to have intermittent night 
time enuresis until about 5 or 6 years 
of age. From a practical clinical 
standpoint, a child who is wet at 
night at least twice a week can be 
considered enuretic Another con 
fusing observation is when a child 
2ppears to have acquired diurnal as 
well as nocturnal bladder control
