Patriotism has been much more 
manifest in times of pressure, when 
events threaten the survival of the so­
ciety. In times of pressure, men hardly 
sit on the fence. Often, a placid, hi­
therto, apparently self-seeking and poli­
tically disinterested mass of people 
would suddenly, in the face of internal

glory 
inhabitants."

A patriot, according to the Roget's 
Thessaurus could be anyone possessing 
a sense of civism and civic ideals, who 
upholds the norms of good citizenship, 
is governed by public spiritedness, love 
or country, nationalism and irreden- 
tisml

The patriot could also be parochial 
as a result of his great and unwavering 
belief in the destiny of his country; he 
therefore defends his country in the 
sense of "my country, right or wrong." 
This may not necessarily be as a result 
of self-opinionated blindness but beca­
use he is unswervingly dedicated to the

service of hit fellow citizens and the 
preservation, progress and grandeur of 
his country.

One might well ask if there is need 
for patriotism and what conditions 
really go to generate a sense of patrio­
tism in the individual.

Part of the crucial, yet mostly un- 
obstrusive, struggles of man, have to 
do with his having to get socialised into 
the on-going system, regardless of 
what he might feel about it if he had 
a choice. Where he grows up to like it, 
actively participates in it and construc­
tively seeks to preserve it, he could be 
called a functional patriot of that so­
ciety. If he does not agree with the on­
going system and seeks to change it to 
one he considers superior and more 
beneficial, most probably by revolu­
tion or rebellion, he could be looked 
upon as a dysfunctional patriot. They 
are both patriots nevertheless, out to 
do what they can to ensure the pro­
gress of the country; it is the method 
that differs.

PATRIOTISM
“Badly Marred in Nigeria”

threat or external aggression, surge in 
waves of spirited determination to 
stand by, and die for, the Motherland 
and the preservation of what she stands 
for. The Nigerian civil war - viewed 
from the perspectives and happenings 
on either side - and the recently con­
cluded Ethiopia — Somalia imbroglio, 
are cases in point, as is also the mass 
hysteria that gripped German citizens 
in the days of Hitler. The driving force 
usually, is the conviction that if some 
people do not make some sacrifice for 
the general good, everyone stands to 
lose. It is in times such as this that a 
man's mettle is tested; and many a 
man would want to convince all and 
sundry of his patriotism, of his worth.

In traditional folklore, there is 
always the story of the legendary figure 
who vanquished the object of the 
people's misery — this could be a terri­
fying witch, an evil king or a monst­
rous animal. The story of Bagajidda 
who killed the mighty snake at the 
well, married the Queen and went on 
to found the fourteen Hausa States, is 
well known. There is also the story of 
Moremi, the heroine of Yoruba legend, 
who had to subject herself, at great 
sacrifice, to incalculable risks in order 
to learn the tricks of the enemy, so that 
her people might be saved.

A form of patriotism that has come 
to prevail in our society today is that 
of the praiseworthy "son-of-the-soil." 
Everyone, wherever he or she might 
be, no matter his status, is expected to 
identify himself with the progress of 

Herbert his vi|lage or town. He is expected to
3 ‘nna ‘ m come home sometime in the year, dur­

ing the Christmas season, or during the 
Ramadan Fast or during the local festi­
val to help initiate some self-help pro­
ject or other.
This sort of patriotism is ascribed and 
more or less compulsory. It is expec­
ted; failure to live up to this expecta­
tion could mean loss of esteem and

THE English word "patriot" is 
derived from the Latin "pater". The 
French call It "patriot®" and in Greek 
it is known as "patriotes." Here in 
Nigeria, "Nwadiala" in Igbo, "Omo— 
onile" In Yoruba and "Dankasa" in 
Hausa, are all various forms of descri­
bing the same sentiment.

From whichever way we look at 
it, patriotism is a phenomenon that is 
both ascribed as well as achieved. It is 
ascribed in the sense that by virture of 
birth, one is expected to live up to cer­
tain standards. Namely, to love and de­
fend willingly, the Motherland. But, 
this is an ideal situation. Actual expe­
rience has shown that patriotism does 
not just exist in the individual by mere 
reason of his birth at a particular place 
or to a particular nation. This is why, 
today, to be truly acclaimed a patriot, 
one has to practically demonstrate cer­
tain qualities.

The Oxford Etymological Dictiona­
ry succintly underscores a patriot as 
one "whose ruling passion is the love 
of his country." Webster's Universal 
Dictionary aptly describes the patriot 
as "a loyal citizen of a State; one who 
has and shows love for his nativeland 
and who devotes himself, even at sacri­
fice to himself, to promoting the wel­
fare and glory of his country and its

Cases abound of private citizens 
who were anxious to prove themselves 
as "lovers of the people"; they have 
gone out of their way to use their per­
sonal money to build schools, colleges, genuin 
hospitals, Civic Centres and the like, in the 
established Foundations, and Trusts, 
and founded Movements to achieve 
certain objectives. Some patriots have 
gone into politics in order to serve 
their Motherland and guide her on the 
path of greatness, yet others have gone 
into Foreign Service, assumed respon­
sibilities as Ambassadors and diplo­
mats, in order to foster and defend the 
values of their Motherland in foreign 
countries. There have also been others 
who have gone into business with the 
aim of creating large-scale commercial 
concerns that provide employment for 
scores of their fellow citizens. It might 
well be said here, that when placed in 
a historical context, those who would 
qualify as the ultimate patriots would 
be those who used their capital to ac­
quire the relevant wherewithal for 
turning the motherland into a manu­
facturing rather than just a consuming 
nation. It is not just enough to create 
employment to acquire the relevant 
therewithal, opportunities and then 
squander the profits on high flown 
life style which is not productive.

It could therefore be seen that pat­
riots are motivated by different rea­
sons. But of all forms of patriotism, 
one that invariably has far-reaching 
consequences is "revolutionary" pat­
riotism. This could come about either 
through a civil war, through a coup or 
through sabotage; the central aim, as 
often pronounced by the protagonists, 
has always been to improve the lot of 
the common man, even if in the pro­
cess the same common man suffers. 
The justification lies in the promise of 
a "life more abundant" in the near fu­
ture, realisable only by a means of 
radical social change.

Consequently, as subsequent events 
have since shown, the army take-over 
of January 15, 1966 was believed to 
have been motivated by such high 
principles as ridding the country of 
the "parasitic" politicians. They was­
ted their time and that of the nation 
locked in internicine newspaper war-

Late Mazi Mbonu Ojike. He was in the 
forefront in the fight for Nigeria's 
freedom with his famous slogan 
"Boycott all Boycottables!"

In the era of Nigerian modern poli­
tics, Mazi Mbonu Ojike stands out as 
a great moral patriot. He championed 
the fight against the sweeping tide of 
westernization, then pervading -the 
country. His slogan of "Boycott all 
boycottablesl" was immortalised.

There is also the earlier patriot, 
rightly described as the father of 
Nigerian nationalism, Herbert Macau­
lay, who at the end of his life was still 
in the forefront fighting for the free­
dom of his people. In fact, his last 
message, "Tell Oged (his son) and the 
rest to keep the flag flying" depicts 
the dktent of his commitment and pat­
riotism.

Soldiers who fought to save their 
Motherland - be that during the world

(CON) medallions, arc all indications 
of patriotic standing. Other parts of 
the world have their different ways of 
honouring patriots. In the United 
States of America, for instance, the 
States of Maine and Massachussetts 
have April 19 as Patriot's Day. In fact 
It is a legal holiday in honour of the 
heroes of the Battles of Lexington and 
Concorde during the American War of 
Independence.

Patriotism therefore, from which­
ever way one looks at it is a most desi­
rable attribute one can cultivate, and a 
laudable ideal to pursue. The patriot 
lives under the high esteem of his fel­
low men. When he dies, he is long after 
remembered. Again, patriotism gives a 
sense of personal satisfaction that one 
has contributed his quota to the pro­
gress of his state and nation.

To a true patriot, the sky is the 
limit and there are few errors coun­
ted. Like a war-horse, a thoroughbred 
stallion, he must go charging and 
charging after the welfare of his 
people.

Types of Leprosy
There are three main types of 

leprosy. The Tuberculoid Type, in 
which the disease is confined to either 
one or a few sites in the skin and on 
some nerves. The other type is Lepro- 
matous leprosy. Here, the bacteria 
spread throughout the body, affecting 
many internal organs. In between 
these two is the type called the boder 
line.

Leprosy has 
been transmitted also through blood 
transfusion or in the process of tattoo­
ing. Before there is an infection, there 
must be contact with the infecting 
organism — the mycobacterium leprae.

Symptoms
How can leprosy be recognised

The earliest lesson is often a vague 
discolorated patch of skin. The patch 
may be on the face, the arm, back or 
chest. There is loss of feeling over this 
patch. That is, if you touch the whitish 
patch with a pin, the patient does not 
feel the pain. Among smokers for 
instance, patients usually have bums 
on their fingers without knowing that 
they are there, because they do not feel 
the pain. In another type, there are 
multiple modules particularly on the 
face, the lobes of the ears, the fore­
head and the wing of the nose.

As the nerves are affected, the 
patient may loose sensation on the 
arms and legs. This loss of sensation 
later extends to the trunk. First, the 
patient may be unable to feel or appre­
ciate with touching. Later, if he dips 
his hand into anything hot, he may 
not feel it. The first indication of the 
disease noticed by the patient is the 
gross infection or ulceration following 
on a painless burn on a finger. As the 
disease progresses, there will be weak­
ness of the hands and feet. This is 
followed by profound mpscle wasting 
and paralysis of the limb. The fingers 
or face can become contracted and 
further infection will lead to destruct- 
tion of the bones.

Leprosy affects not only the hands 
and the legs but also other organs of 
the body. When it affects the eyes, the

When there is no open wound on the 
skin, the bacteria are not shed. "Hie 
commonest sources of infection are 
probably the secretions from the nose 
and open wounds of the patient.

Leprosy is not congenitally trans­
mitted, that is, the mother does not 
infect the baby before he is born. In 
areas where the disease is common, 
prolonged contact is very important. 
Leprosy is not a hereditary disease 
although some genetic factor may 
affect the individual's chances of gett­
ing the disease. Age is another fectbr 
in the disease. Infants and children are 
more susceptible than adults. Age is 
less important than contact and the 
intimacy of contact. Children are 
likely to have more intimate contact 
with parents and other children than 
older persons have among themselves. 
Children have been known to infect 
their parents.

Many doctors and nurses have 
attended leprosy patients without 
becoming infected, though there have 
been some tragedies.

Leprosy probably affects over 13 
million people throughout the world. 
It is commonest in Africa, South of the 
Sahara. It is also found in a large num­
ber of people in South-east Asia, the 
Middle East and north of South Ame­
rica. Leprosy was formerly prevalent 
in Europe. In the Middle Ages, in the 
17th and 18th centuries, cases of lep­
rosy were frequently reported from 
Europe. Examples of lepers can also 
be found in the Bible.

Leprosy still flourishes in the 
cold climates of the Andes, the Hima­
layas and Korea. The number of cases 
of leprosy reported from many oarts 
of the world may be unduly low sun- 
ply because people are reluctant to 
report leprosy for fear of being ostra­
cised or restrained in their movement.

Leprosy carries such a grave social 
stigma, that not long ago, patients were 
isolated. Even when they have been 
declared cured they are still gravely 
descriminated against; members of 
their families and other relatives are 
also tagged. In some parts of the world 
and in Nigeria marriages between the 
members of the family of a leper and 
others are impossible.

Leprosy is an infectious disease. 
But for the infection to spread from 
one person to another, there must be 
close and prolonged contact. In some 
cases, as occurs within the family or 
close associates of a leprosed person, 
contact with a large number of the in­
fecting organism can also result in in­
fection. On the other hand, many cases 
have been reported in which contact 
was apparently neither prolonged nor 
very intimate. In these cases repeated

There are many potent drugs which 
are used in the treatment of leprosy. 
But the first rule is that all patients with 
leprosy should be treated as soon as 
the diagnosis is made to prevent nerve 
damage. Nowadays treatment is done 
with the patients coming from homes. 
Outpatient treatment is becoming 
more popular throughout the world. 
The treatment of leprosy may last for 
about 3 years or more depending on 
the type of the disease. Surgical treat­
ment to correct contracture and pre­
vent malpositloning can be done. In 
order to preserve the hands and feet, 
the patient is taught to recognize that 
his feet have lost feelings. He may have

children. As the year coincides with 
the twentieth anniversary of the 
Declaration of the Rights of the Child, 
there can be no better year to promote 
further the implementations of the 
Rights of the Child.

Thirdly, to identify problems of 
children in Nigeria and to find short­
term and long-term solutions to them.

It is interesting to note that the 
theme for the International Year of 
the Child in our country is "The 
Nigerian Child: a Community Respon­
sibility." Under this theme, the rights 
of the child, the responsibilities of the 
child to the family and community, 
the handicapped child, and the role of 
the community in child development 
will be considered.

Although there has been considera­
ble progress in recognising the human 
rights of children in this country, one 
cannot deny the fact that the welfare 
of children is still very much over­
looked. Undoubtedly there has been 
tremendous expansion of educational 
and health programmes to benefit 
children, but large numbers of our 
children still suffer from malnutrition, 
disease, neglect and the lack of educa­
tional and social opportunities.

In some parts of Nigeria, most 
parents are still reluctant to send their 
children to school; They would rather 
have them work on the farms or look 

after cattle. It may be said that there is 
nothing wrong with this; that after all 
the children are only contributing 
towards agricultural development of 
this country, but it is very essential 
that the child should be given the 
opportunity to be educated and expo­
sed to other discipline. It is through 
such exposure that he can make his 
choice as to which career he is most 
talented or gifted for.

According to statistics received, 
most of our children do not receive 
adequate medical attention either at 
birth or later in life. In fact the death 
rate for children between the ages 
one and five is astronomically hit.

Many Nigerians, after reaching 
certain age, think of having children 
without considering the financial, 
social or other implications. The desire 
is to have children of their own to 
continue the traditions and lineage of 
that family. One can say that the 
importance of children in the Nigerian 
Society is too well known and can not 
be over-emphasised.

Many of the wise sayings of our 
elders stress the importance of child­
ren in our lives. In Yoruba parlance 
our elders say "Omolaso” or "Omolere 
aiye."

This was also the question asked on 
the International level by the United 
Nations in 1958, in answer to which 
the General Assembly of the United 
Nations unanimously adopted the 
Declaration of the Rights of the 
Child on 20 November 1959. It was 
felt that "mankind owes the child the 
best it has to give."

THIS MONTH, the Radio/TV Times is 25 years old. We have every 
cause to be jubilant not only as witnesses to the Silver Jubilee of a 
Programme Magazine that has stood its own in the face of a turbu­
lent and difficult past but also for being associated with an organ of 
mass information that has been a partner in the nation's progress.

 rewarding to them. In this endeavour, we have succeeded. Millions
jammed the Rediffusion boxes and radio sets to hear: "This is the 
news read by ", In fact, the tremendous jump in our circula­
tion, as recorded in the "History of the Radio/TV Times" on other 
pages, from 19,000 to 45,000 within so short a time at the early 
period of our emergence and now, is an eloquent testimony to the 
effective impact of the journal on the masses.

The coming of Television into the field in 1962 added an impetus 
to the rationalisation of our programmes horizon. Not only was our 
magazine renamed Radio/TV Times but also did cater effectively 
for Television enthusiasts. That we had quickly to diversify the 
publishable materials to satisfy the yearnings and aspirations of 
thousands of our readers and millions of radio listeners and tele­
vision viewers gave us emotional satisfaction.

Production-wise, we have moved with time. The Radio/TV Times 
has undergone a series of changes in line with technological innova­
tion going on in the Printing World. It has left the letter prnss stage for 
the lithographic processes, the use of newsprint for that of bond and 
art papers; the black and white cover page for the full colour. What 
is more, it is now poised to assail the magazine market in a big way 
to conform with the restructuring of Radio Broadcasting in Nigeria. 
And we assure our readers, clients, and subscribers alike that in this 
onerous task of giving them the best in our programme journal, we 
shall not fail.

The Radio/TV Times was first 
published in January 1954. At that 
time there was no television station 
in the country and the title of the 
journal was simply "Radio Times". 
The main reason for setting up the 
journal was and is to present to radio 
listeners in printed form, and at 
greatly subsidised price, the day-to-day 
programmes, put up write-ups to pre­
pare their minds ready for or to 
encourage them to get interested in 
what Is coming on the air. Moreover, fully Integrated with the NBC and 
columns are created for letters as feed- re-named NBC-TV that the name 
backs, and feature articles written bv Radio Times was changed to Radio- 
members of staff of Programmes Divi- TV Times.

The Radio/TV Times, as the Pro­
gramme Journal of the Federal Radio 
Corporation of Nigeria (FRCN), has 
had a chequered history since it's In­
ception in January 1954.

Between January 1954 and now, 
the Radio/TV Times has undergone 
a series of changes both in the pro­
cess and constant* of production. 
Early editions were printed on letter­
press. The paper texture at the begin­
ning was in bond paper of 21.5 cm x 
27.5 cm with text across three 
columns. This was later changed to 
newsprint both for the cover and the 
text while the actual size became 
12"x10" (30.5 cm x 25.5 cm) with 
the text running across five columns 
of 10 ems on a page. The cover page 
was always pictorial, with particular 
emphasis on programme events. The 
number of pages was at first either 20 
or 24 while the cover price was only 
3 kobo, a highly subsidised price at 
that.

The distribution network covers the 
whole of the 19 States of the Federa­
tion, as well as the English-speaking 
countries in Africa and Europe. Com­
plimentary copies are also circulated 
to radio and television stations in the 
English-speaking countries of the 
world. The current circulation is 
25,000 copies. Our projected short-run 
circulation figure is estimated at 
150,000 while the long-run figure is 
estimated at 500,000. Current survey 
shows that there are about 10 readers 
to a copy. These include family units, 
educational and other institutions, 
working class elements, businessmen 
and industrialists, of all ages and sexes. 
Thus, aggregate readership is approxi­
mately 250,000 at present. Due to 
improved standard of production 
coupled with increase in the number 
of pages and rise in cost of printing 
materials, the price per copy rose 
steadily over the years to 20 kobo, 
as at present. Even at this current 
price the magazine is being highly 
subsidised by the Corporation in 
order to make copies available to as 
many radio listeners and television 
viewers, as possible.

For some time, the meagre income 
realised from advertisements coupled 
with the rising costs of producing the 
magazine necessitated the conversion 
of the journal into a monthly. Due, 
however, to improved standards later 
on, and the pressure from readers in 
consequence, the magazine was again 
changed to a weekly. Circulation more p 
jumped from 19,000 in 1957 to having 
4o,000 in 1959 and maintained this 
figure for a fairly long period until the 
national crisis in the late 60’s when 
the circulation figure fell drastically.

This decrease in demand affected 
the cost of production per copy 
upwards. The obvious course of 
action was to reduce cost by conver­
ting the magazine, once again, into 
a monthly. A definite step was there­
fore taken in this direction in 1969. 
Since then the magazine has remained 
a monthly

Another feature of the change is 
that the size makes for a compact and 

presentable magazine. Instead of

page, the present 21 cm x 28 cm sized 
journal reverted to the three columns 
of approximately 13 ems each to a 
page. Resides the fact that this arrange­
ment makes the contents look brigh­
ter, the pictures and the illustrations 
are bigger and more attractive, ’.’ore- 
over. the present size makes for flexi­
bility of layout design, a.id it is also 
compact and quite readable.

An aspect of the magazine's arrival 
on the technological scene is the 
changeover frern the letterpress 
method of printing to that of Litho­
graphic process, thus eliminating the 
use of blocks and making the journal 
look neater and inviting.

WIRELESS WAVES

"PLEASE" asked a new member 
of the N.B.S. staff recently, "What 
is a megacycle?" We tried to explain 
to him in simple language, and found 
that it wasn't very easy, but in case 
any of our readers are in the same 
perplexity, we'll try to give an ex­
planation here and now.

Firstly, let's dispose of the "mega" 
part of it, which simply means "big"

knows that breadcasting hangs upon 
music like a fruit on a tree.

But there is another kind of man 
whose answer in the end can be bigger 
and sometimes more wholesome .than 
that of all of these. This man is the 
listener. In his tens,—his hundreds of 
thousands, and presently in his 
millions, as the years pass by he may 
begin to give an unconscious and a 
massive answer. In Great Britain that 
seems to be broadcasting which is 
kind, genuine, generous, and, often, 
having a sense of fun. In a few years 
time we shall know the Nigerian 
answer. What will the listeners say is 
good broadcasting for Nigeria?

THOSE of ygu who listen regularly 
wiII have noticed that for the past few 
months reception conditions have 
been poor. This applies not only to 
reception of our own NBS stations; it 
is a world-wide condition.

The signal transmitted by a short­
wave station does not reach the recei­
ver by a direct path over the surface of 
the earth. It travels a short distance of 
one or two hundred miles up into 
outer space where, in the region 
surrounding the earth called the 
ionosphere, it is reflected back to 
earth again.

How sound is carried on the 
air from the studio to your 
radio set

Now how did 
that happen? It happened something 
like this: —

A special telephone line travels 
from our studios to our National 
Transmitter some miles outside Lagos. 
A transmitter is an electrical machine 
which is capable of sending speech 
or music over long distance without 
wires or by any means that can be 
seen by the human eye.

If you live within the transmitting 
or sending range of this machine and 
you own a radio receiver, you can tune 
in or adjust your radio set so that it 
reproduces the sound that machine 
is sending out.

There are occasions, much to our 
sorrow, when your local announcer 
says "We regret that we are unable 
to join the National (or Regional) 
programme of the N.B.S. owing to 
unfavourable reception conditions". 
Now, what does that mean? Simply 
this, that through the heavens when 
conditions up there are suitable. It's a 
very complicated technical matter and 
I hope you'll be satisfied if I tell you 
that it's a matter beyond human 
control. One solution to this problem 
is to employ the most powerful trans­
mitters possible.

Explaining two invalu­
able sectors of broadcasting 
— the Programmers and the 
Engineers.

It then sets out on another journey 
into the ionospheric layer and, in the 
case of a very distant station, the 
signal can take three or four such 
"hops", the distance covered being 
determined by the angle at which the 
waves leave the transmitter and the 
distance of the layer about the earth.

The ionosphere is so called because 
it consists of very rarified air ionised 
by the action of the sun's radiation. It 
is not quite true scientifically, to say 
that the ionosphere reflects the signal; 
in actual fact the waves are returned to 
earth by retraction or a 'bending' 
action, which takes place as the waves 
begin to penetrate the ionospheric 
layer.

Whenever the waves are reflected 
by the layer a certain amount of 
power is lost. A choice of the wrong 
wavelength will result in the waves 
being insufficiently refracted and so 
never returning to earth at all.

We could deal with this if only the 
density and height of the layer 
remained constant; unfortunately they 
both vary considerably, sometimes in 
a matter of seconds. The latter short­
term variations can be partly responsi­
ble for the fading of signals, which you 
will all have experienced.

SOMETIME ago, this "Sound Box" 
called Radio used to pose a lot of 
mystery. People could not under­
stand how this thing that, with an 
opening and a lid, could easily pass for 
an ordinary box, could bring out all 
the pleasurable talks and music which 
was said to be coming from a far-away 
place called Studio without any 
physical contact whatsoever. Some, 
particularly the kids, believed that the 
broadcasters, musicians or whoever 
else was dishing out the sound at any 
given time, was right inside the box.

But now, thanks to education and 
civilisation generally, people know 
better. Broadcasters on the then 
Nigerian Broadcasting Service 
netv/ork were not left out in seeing 
that people understood the Radio and 
how it works.

means "thousand". The "cycle" part 
of megacycle simply means the 
completion of a journey from beginn­
ing to end, just as we talk of "a cycle 
of operations".

Now, radio signals can best be ima­
gined as going out into the air In the 
form of Innumerable waves. A cycle 
is in fact the journey down the side of 
a wave and up to the same point on 
the next one. Now this happens thou­
sands and even millions of times every 
second, and so we speak of a wireless 
wave having a frequency of so many 
cycles, kilocycles or megacycles per 
second. Clearly, the more waves you 
can crowd into a second, the shorter 
they have to be, because all such waves 
travel at the same speed. As that speed 
Is the speed of light (186,000 miles per 
second) we do need a word for 
millions of waves In a second, when 
each wave is, perhaps only 30 metres 
long.

And while we are on the subject 
let's explain "wavelength" as well. 
The "wavelength" is simply the dis­
tance between one wavecrest and the 
next, and so the more waves there 
are per second, the shorter will be the 
distance between their crests.

Frequency in megacycles and wave­
length in metres are in fact different 
ways of expressing the same thing, 
though for rather obscure reasons all 
engineers prefer to talk in megacycles 
or kilocycles. So you see that a mega­
cycle isn't really a thing at all, but a 
measure concerning time and dis­
tance. (Challenge to engineers: if 
you don't like this unscientific expla­
nation, try and think of a better one).

AT YOUR REQUEST 
BY

I HAVE just been looking through 

today's mail and, as usual, not less 
than fifteen letters have come in for 
one or the other of our Request Pro­
grammes. How quickly these program­
mes have grown. It isn't long ago - 
only about two years — when we 
hardly ever had enough requests 
for one programme a week. Seven 
letters a week was then quite a sensa­
tion! Now we get well over a hundred.

But the story of our Request Pro­
grammes goes a bit further b«ck than 
that. It all started with "Are You 
Listening" in the old "Radio Nigeria" 
days when, once a week, 'Kunle Ala- 
kija broadcast a half hour programme. 
He was hard-pressed sometimes to find 
enough requests.

Soon after the birth of the NBS in 
April 1951, the programme was rena 
med "Take Your Choice". The anno­
uncer still had one or two requests c f 
his own to fill-up the half-hour. Sud­
denly the m-flow of letters started to 
grow and soon it became obvious that 
we must have more than one Request 
Programme a v/eek. A second progra 
mme was added. This expansion 
seemed to have given the signal for 
even more requests. No sooner was the 
second programme added than the 
number of requests again doubled. 
They came in, not only within Nigeria 
but also from the other West African 
Colonies and the United Kingdom.

Eventually, a separate programme 
- "Family Favourites" - was intro­
duced to deal with request from 
Nigerian students overseas, to their 
parents and friends in Nigeria. But 
after a while letters didn't come in so 
regularly from overseas. Meanwhile, 
requests from within Nigeria were 
growing rapidly and soon "Family 
Favourites” developed to another edi­
tion of "Take Your Choice" although 
it still retains its original title.

suggest the mike should be regarded 
as a friend. But oh! he is such a bad 
friend, because he won't allow you 
to get away with mistakes on the air. 
He tells the world exactly what you 
tell him-no more and no less. Talk­
ing about friends, some one told me 
the other day that the mere thought 
of the many thousands of people 
listening to him was enough to kill 
him before a 'mike'. I once felt like 
that too--indeed I'm not sure if I 
still don't sometimes. All I can 
suggest is that you try to know your 
'friend'-the mike — very well, and if 
ever you are asked to come and 
broadcast, when you sit down at the 
table with the 'mike' on it, just 
imagine that you are talking to a 
friend of yours who's seated on the 
other side of the 'mike' and is listen­
ing to your conversation.

Behind a glass partition within the 
same studio is the control cubicle in 
which there is a technician in charge 
of the control panel, twiddling a for­
midable set of knobs. In Lagos this 
technician is usually a girl Her job 
is mainly to put the speaker "on" as 
we say in broadcasting, at the right 
time and quite often to play records 
at the right points. Of course she has 
to be given a copy of the script, 
which she follows very carefully for 
the 'on' and 'end' cues, and by knob 
twiddling to keep the speaker's 

voice at the correct strength, and that 
I can assure you, is not as easy as it 
sounds.

That's just a small fraction of the 
work that has to be carried out be­
fore a programme goes on the air. 
As in most things in life worth 
having, a lot more goes on behind 
the scenes of a radio programme than 
reaches your ears.

I 
cannot possibly give you a detailed 
account of all the many thing that are 
done behind the scenes before and 
during the broadcasting of a radio 
programme; I can only give you some 
ideas in the light of those questions. 
So much preparation is required in 
broadcasting before any programme, 
(no matter how brief) is placed on the 
air, that you can't imagine what an 
incredible amount of trouble and pains 
and care are taken. But this is the 
truth; that far more things take place 
behind the scenes than you actually 
hear on vour boxes and sets.

I assume of course, that you don't 
ever imagine that it's possible for any 
of us News Readers to attempt to 
give you a whole Nigerian News Bulle­
tin and weather forecast (which usua 
ally last about ten minutes) out of 
our heads, we should have to be 
'supermen' to do that. From the 
Nigerian News Bulletin to the least 
announcement like "Station Identi­
fication" - "This is the National Pro­
gramme of the Nigerian Broadcasting 
Service," every letter is written down 
to make sure, and when we think we 
are sure, to make doubly sure. No 
chances are taken in broadcasting, to 
such an extent that almost everything 
that you hear on the air is in black 
and white, for this at least gives the 
reader (or to be more correct) - the 
announcer some confidence and some­
thing to refer to if and when he loses 
his cue.
