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ARE YOU GOING SOMEWHERE?
The West African of today, and for that 

matter, the African man or woman, is to a 
degree a social anomaly. He approxima­
tes the past and the present. He is at once 
an African and a “Western man.” His 
roots are African, so is his culture; but 
in attitude and hopes, he aspires after a 
set of categories that are western in value. 
The inherent conflicts cannot be denied.

The social transformation taking place, 
has been accentuated by the will to indus­
trialise. The later is imposing an indelible 
mark. Colonialism did brand its trade mark 
on the African. But no colonial overlord 
was more successful than the French. The 
British, German and Belgian rule claimed 
to be spreading Christianity, but the French 
rule added one other article of faith, and 
that is French culture.

From the accounts of early moves 
towards closer links or possible 
federation, it would appear tluit 
the plan was initiated by white 
settlers in the area in order to 
safeguard their financial interests 
in the territories. They did not 
take the Africans into confidence, 
nor were the Africans allowed to 
participate in the running of the 
affairs of their countries.

This policy of exclusion aroused 
the suspicion of Africans not only 
in East Africa, but also in West 
Africa where we had a common 
currency, common defence, common 
civil aviation and other economic 
associations which were dissolved 
when some member-states attained 
political independence.

Another surprise opinion has been 
offered, namely, that the new United 
Republic has doomed the long 
expected East African Federation 
which was to comprise Uganda 
Kenya, Tanganyika and Zanzibar.

In spite of initial doubts, vacillar 
tions and fears, an East African 
Services Organisation was set up 
to co-ordinate the economic acti­
vities of the former British East 
African dependencies. The Orga­
nisation functioned more or less 
as a Common market, Last year 
it enabled its member-states con­
sume about twelve per cent of their 
overall domestic products.

Besides, it operated common cus­
toms, currency, posts and telecom­
munications, meteorology, higher 
education and air services for mem­
ber countries. That is, since 1961, 
when it assumed a rather political 
outlook with a High Commission 
composed of representatives of Mini­
sterial status of each country, with 
its functions and powers delegated 
to Committees.

The history of the projected East 
African federation dates back to 
1920 when peoples of these four 
countries sought the benefit of 
federation. Than, as today, none 
of them was willing to make any 
sacrifice or concession to earn 
these benefits.

Many commentators have atttri- 
buted various reasons for this rather 
swift change. One British news­
paper correspondent saw the union 
as a manoeuvre by Tanganyika to 
stem immanent Communist infiltra­
tion. He argued that President 
Nyerere, faced with an alarming 
increase of Communist influence 
over the young republic of Zanzibar 
opposite the Tanganyika main­
land, had no alternative but to 
“absorb” Zanzibar.

ONE very re-assuring news 
streaked out of East Africa recently. 
Tanganyika and Zanzibar have 
agreed and formed a new United 
Republic of Tanganyika and 
Zanzibar.

GOOD FOUNDATION
This could be a wonderful foun­

dation for an East African Federa­
tion, But a start has to be made some­
where to dispel the fears of the much 
smaller nations of losing their 
national outlook and indentity. 
Hence the Tanganyika — Zanzibar 
union has not come a moment 
too soon.

Obviously, the fears of these 
nations are partly politically and 
partly economic. Most af leaders 
are reluctant to relinquish their 
political powers in a larger political 
union.
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Economically viable, the growth 
of the new partnership will depend 
of its leadership. And can the 
road from Zanzibar and Tanganyika 
lead to Africa’s greater tomorrow?

But the principal objection lias 
been economic. In March this year. 
Tanganyika complained bitterly’that 
its partners in the East African 
Common Services Organisation, 
were expanding their industries at 
its own expense and threatened to 
put up tariff barriers and a separate 
currency. Quickly, the other mem­
bers turned their attention to the 
immediate task of saving the Orga­
nisation. In addition, Tanganyika’s 
benefits were to be increased.

At the moment. Tanganyika’s 
imbalance of payment has been cau­
sing appreciable concern in Dar-es- 
Salaam especially in her trade 
with Kenya. It is being suggested 
that this might be favourably 
influenced by a step up in the 
production of such commodities 
as beer, cement, shoes and tobacco 
in Tanganyika.

CLOVES AND COCONUTS
Zanzibar is facing the same trade 

problems. The greater part of the 
population is dependent upon culti­
vating. harvesting. processing and 
marketing the former Island Sheik­
dom’s two principal products, cloves 
and to a lesser extent coconuts, 
which with their by-products pro­
duced virtually all the country's 
domestic exports.

Total export and import in 1962 
were valued at £4.5 million and 
£5.3 million, showing a trade deficit 
of about £1 million. Her chief 
market was Kenya, India, Singapore. 
United States and Britain.

This shortfall might have been 
accounted for by temporary ter­
mination by Indonesia, which used 
to be Zanzibar’s chief export market, 
of cloves importation in 1961-62.

Tn addition to the decline in 
cloves export Zanzibar has suffered 
from declining terms of trade r 
suiting in Britain having to gra* 
aid expenses of administration 
the tune of £414,656 last year.

The four-year development plan 
costing £1 milion was launched in 
1960 with emphasis on deversifying 
and improving the productivity of 
the agricultural sector. The aim 
was to make the economy less vulner­
able to differences in crop yields, 
world prices, and changes in trade 
policies of importing countries.

SECOND TASK

Tanganyika’s economy has, gene­
rally been bouyant. This does 
not mean that it is an affluent 
country.

the expenditure of £24 million 
on the improvement of agriculture, 
development of communications 
and of power supply, housing and 
education, is on its last lap this year.

Tanganyika and 
Zanzibar. This would make a 
magnificent whole.” Now that two 
of these have seen fit to unite in 
solving their financial and other 
problems it is left to Kenya and 
Uganda to join up.

Whatever misgivings and hurdles 
there might liavc been, one thing 
is clear: that given goodwill and 
understanding, the new union is 
bound to have far-reaching impact 
on the projected continental unity 
in Africa.

FORTUNE
Tanganyika is one of the few 

fortunate nations of Africa which 
has not been adversely affected 
by the fluctuations in world prices 
since 1957 because its economy 
is sufficiently diversified. A three 
year development plan involving

The Nigerian National Econo­

mic Council has never been so 
much in the news as it was in re­
cent weeks.

The current Six - Year Develop­
ment Plan, for instance, has to 
be implimented at main- different 
levels-national. regional,’provincial, 
district and villlage. At each level, 
there has to be cooperation bet­
ween the different agencies execu­
ting the Plan and a clear under­
standing of the purposes of the 
Plan, and the means of imple­
menting them.

There was also 11k iron and steel 
industry issue.

The publication was initiated by 
the NEC as a step towards the 
formulation of a nation-wide pla­
nning framework.

The NEC therefore coordinates 
the economic activities of the 
Governments if such activities will 
have any effects outside any Go­
vernment’s area of authority.

There have been suggestions that 
the NEC be converted into a 
statutory body, say National Eco­
nomic Commission. There might 
be something to say in favour ot 
incorporation. But we must bear 
in mind that this will involve far- 
reaching cltanges in procedure 
and approach, a re-examination of 
prevalent methods and attitudes, 
and representation.

Such conversion might afflict it 
with partisan politics from which 
it is at present insulated and rob 
the nation of one of the most potent 
instruments for cementing national 
unity. At the moment, it is the 
only platform on which heads of 
Governments meet to iron out their 
differences going far beyond eco­
nomy.

One of the earliest achievements 
of the Council was the Niger Dam 
Project sited at Kainji, Nothern 
Nigeria. More recent I)-, it has re­
solved more delicate issues. The 
census question was amicably dis­
posed of at its last meeting in Lagos 
in spite of widespread fears that 
in view of the unparalleled appeal 
to tribal sentiments, the problem 
might prove insoluble.

The Hungarian foreign trade com­

panies publicize their goods as 
independent enterpriser Ad\ era­
sing matter for the foreign press 
and all means of propaganda to be 
exhibited in public (posters, films, 
etc.) go through the Presto Com­
mercial and Advertising Agency 
Ltd. (27 Vaci utca. Budapest V.. 
Budapest 4, P. O. B. 120) which is 
in direct contact with the foreign 
propaganda organisations.

It is through the same channels 
that foreign parties may send their 
advertising material to the Hungarian 
papers.

A most efficient means of publi­
city for foreign countries and com­
panies transacting business with 
Hungary* are the Budapest Fairs 
which take place in May each year. 
Particulars on the Fair are available 
at the Hungarian commercial re­
presentations abroad, the Hungarian 
Chamber of Commerce and the 
Office of the Budapest Fair (Buda­
pest XIV., Varosliget).

CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT, 
FOREIGN EXCHANGE POLICY.

Foreign trade in Hungary is a 
State monopoly, under the control 
of the Ministry of Foreign Trade (13 
— 15 Homed utca, Budapest V.). 
This Ministry' is in charge of 
foreign trade matters on an inter­
national scale. Interstate agreements 
are being drafted and concluded 
by the departments of the Ministry, 
and the Ministry supervises the 
implementation of the agreements.

The operative bodies of external 
trade, the State-owned foreign trade 
companies, work under the direct 
supervision of the Ministry of For­
eign Trade. Each of these companies 
is allotted a certain group of com­
modities whose imports and exports 
they handle with exclusive rights. 
In addition to the foreign trade

1 companies entrusted with doing 
business in a certain range of articles, 
a number of State-owned establish­
ments of industrial production are 
licenced to handle their ow'n pro­
ducts. Their trade activities arc 
likewise controlled by the Ministry 
of Foreign Trade.

Under the direct supervision of the 
Ministry of Foreign Trade, Hun­
garian foreign trade commissions 
and representation have been set 
up in almost fifty countries over four 
continents (Australia excepted).

(which imply their grades) are also 
rated highly.

Nigeria’s production for 1962/63 
Season was just over 7,000,000 lbs. 
It is expected to reach 30,000,000 
by 1965. Nigeria is consuming more 
tobacco and two new companies are 
about to manufacture cigarettes. 
The Nigerian Tobacco Company 
has announced its intention to begin 
the manufacture of Cigars.

More and more farmers arc getting 
interested in tobacco growing.

The major producing areas of 

Nigeria are the semi-savanas of the 
North and the dcrived-savana areas 
like Ogbomosho. The soil is light 
and the PH factor ranges between 
5.3 to 6. Naturally, artificial manures 
are used. In fact, any company 
interested in planting tobacco has 
to supply farmers with fertilizers. 
These fertilizers, experience has 
shown now, must have some of 
the trace elements like Magnesium 
and Boron. The main elements in 
the fertilizers for tobacco are: Nit- 
rogeneous, compounds Phosphates 
and Potassium compounds.

The planting and curing of toba­
cco leaf is an old trade in Nigeria. 
In fact, ocean ships that visited 
Lagos, during the early 19th Century 
bought samples of local tobacco. 
In the use and methods of curing 
tobacco, the culture of the people 
of Nigeria abounds with all sorts 
of sayings.

In most tobacco producing coun­
tries, the government provides va­
rious assistance. This is expected 
of the governments of the producing 
area. It is quite possible for 
tobacco production to rival and 
challenge Cocoa production as the 
leading cash crop within the 
next decade.

Tobacco culture did not become 
a significant business for the farmers 
until 1930. At this time, the Nigerian 
Tobacco Company entered the field. 
The Company introduced several 
new seeds for various types of leaf. 
The most popular ones being Hicks 
[flue - cured), Virginia, and Burley.

be equally taxed.

For Africans and for Europeans 
too. Canada's two largest cities, 
TORONTO and MONTREAL 
are the best “hunting grounds" for 
the “local representations." The 
big trouble is. that it is not known 
abroad. that a buyer-distributor 
in Quebec or in Ontario (the two 
most populated Prov inces in Cana­
da. more than 11.5 million people) 
has a. distribution network in opera­
tion IN HIS OWN PROVINCE

of very' large firms ca.n truly say 
that they “cover" two or more 
Provinces in Canada and less than 
50 is the number of the firms cover­
ing all 10 Provinces in Canada.

They 
number about 300 or more in the 
country. The weekly, daily and 
week-end papers number about 2,500 
and in Toronto it would cost 
2.700 dollars to buy ONE PAGE 
advert tising for one day only in 
a daily publication.

West Africans are represented 
by Trade Commissioners in the 
U. S. A. and mostly the same 
people arc representing them in 
Canada too. Because of limited 
budgets, it is not very often 
that a West African Trade Com­
missioner visits his “Canadian 
Territory” to seek new export op­
portunities for his people. Ghana 
and Nigeria are exceptions, These 
have Residential trade Commission­
ers, in Canada.

Probably, the best way 
often the less expensive too, n» tu 
search for the importers in Canada 
who are handling something similar 
already from another source. The 
trouble is, that no importer is 
willing to reveal his supply source 
and in some cases it takes months 
before a product could be traced 
back to the importer. As Canadian 
salaries go now. it could cost any­
where up to 1,000 dollars even to 
locate the top ten importers in Mr. 
W. A.’s line.

Well. Mr. W. A. has located the 
top ten importers or has got direct 
replies and starts negotiating with 
3-5 or with only one Canadian 
firm for exporting i.e. buying for 
Canada his gift-products. He knows 
the name of the firm, the address, 
some information about what they 
buy or import from other sources 
etc. etc. The prices are acceptable 
to the Canadian firm: they are 
interested; they are offering wide- 
range distribution facilities and Mr. 
W. A. is convinced that he is, the 
luckiest man on the “fishmarket”.... 
he will export soon.

But before you export, do not 
forget that it is no* only important 
but also necessary to know' the type 
of man you are going to deal with 
on the other end of your trade line 
in Canada you must investigate.

Last October, Cocoa Producing 
and consuming countries met in 
Geneva on the issue of price stabili­
sation but failed to reach any agree­
ment.

£3 million.

ECONOMIC COOPERATION 
WITH CZECHOSLOVAKIA.

The first session of the Czechoslo­
vakia - Yugoslavia Committee for 
Economic and Scientific-Technical 
Cooperation was held in Belgrade 
from March 10 to 14. It was conclu­
ded that there were further opportu­
nities of increasing trade in 1964 
between the two countries. It was 
recommended dial preparations 
should be started for concluding a 
trade agreement to run till 1970.

A statute was adopted providing 
the Committee with organizational 
conditions for further work. The 
two countries signed an agreement 
on industrial technical co-operation 
and adopted principles for the 
unified appliation of industrial and 
technical co-operation. They also 
adopted principles on co-operation 
between banks, and a recommenda­
tion for the conclusion of a new 
payment agreement this year.

An agreement on co-operation in 
the province of tourism was also 
concluded.

1963—Major works in 1963 on 
the prospecting and exploitation of 
subterranean waters in the countries 
of Africa and Asia, their value 
amounting to over 7 million dollars 
were carried out in the UAR, 
Iraq, Pakistan and India. Important 
are prospecting was done in Tunisia.

All 
these works are valued at about 
10 million dollars.
