Martins risks World Cup spo 
WOLFSBURG striker Obafemi 
Martins will be given the cold shoul­
der by Super Eagles coach Lars 
Lagerback at his debut World Cup 
unless he has a change of attitude, 
officials have disclosed. 

Officials have told MTNFootball. 
com that Lagerback has been far 
from impressed with the attitude of 
Martins in training and came dose 
to dropping him from the World 
Cup, but for the injury of Victor 
Anichebe. 

"Martins would have been 

dropped for Anichebe because 
Lagerback complained about his 
attitude. Others pulled their weight 
in training, but the Wolfsburg striker 
was not bothered; a top team official 
revealed. 

"Contrary to what Everton are 
now saying, Anichebe is nursing a 
cracked shin and will be out of action 
for at least three weeks. The Eagles 
fitness trainer detected this. That was 
why Lagerback dropped him from 
the squad to the World Cup. Were 
he fit, he would have been taken to 

South Africa ahead of Martins. 
"Lagerback starred the names of 

both Martins and Anichebe on his 
list and his explanation was that he 
has been far from happy with Mar­
tins attitude to training. He told the 
NFF leadership that Martins attitude 
is "very bad" and except he changes, 
he will not be in his plans for the 
World Cup." 

It is understood that much-criti­
cised Everton striker Yakubu Aiyeg­
beni and Obinna Nsofor of Spanish 
dub Malaga are now ahead of Mar-

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On the futility of 
political correctness (I) 

Question: When is a door not a door? 
Answer; When lt is ajar. 

A
nd, yes, when it is ajar, you can conven­
iently eavesdrop on the gossipy conversa­
tion, [or is it confrontation?] going on at 
the far end of the changing room of the 
People's Democratic Party, PDP, gymna­
sium. That's the idea, isn't it? Nowadays 

the conversation by all the pugilists is all about zoning. 
Question; And what exactly is zoning? 
Answer: Zoning is the arr gement that allows the 

presidency of the country to be awarded to those parts of 
it whose population, political sagacity or electoral alliances 
can not guarantee it for them. 

But which law says every section of the country must 
produce a president? What is the rationale or logic behind 
all that? Is a Nigerian president 
a leader of the country in his 
own right or is he president on 
behalf of his people? And what 
does that mean in practical, or 
even theoretical, terms? ' 

Now, if the idea behind zon­
ing is to get a Southern presi­
dent, at least two of them have 
become. And what has been the 
result? And going by Olusegun 
Obasanjo's. uncreative, dismal 
and irremediably discredit­
able record, if he ls an accepted 
and typical representative of 
the South-West, another man 
from that zone ought never to 
be allowed to become president of the republic. 

And after him, President Jonathan Goodluckhas come 
along as an 'anything goes' president. First, he was ready 
to do anything that could get him an 'acting' status; and 
then after getting it, he became ready to do anything that 
could get him the 'substantive' label. He is now battling to 
do anything that will get him the PDP ticket in 2011, and 
then he will go for the second aIJ.,d then, of course, the third 
term. In this and other related misfortunes, the president 
has not really been leading the nation: he is merely being 
a henpecked, browbeaten proposalist, defined as someone 
who rules by implementing other people's proposals­
written or unwritten-that type of jolly good fellow with­
out ideas of his own. He hasn't yet given the nation even a 
one-point agenda. 

Is"wning therefore worth it? Clearly, Goodluck and his 
handlers don't seem to think so, because from all indica­
tions it is almost certain that he wishes to run-and will 
probably do so. And from happenings within the party 
and the current assignments given to the nation's anti-graft 
agencie~. quite reminiscent of the Obasanjo era, it is cleat 
that the ruling party itself and the government are ready­
ing themselves for that eventuality. 

They have begun to say that zoning is undemocratic, 
dearly being wise after the pudding has been eaten; and 
that zoning lacks merit. But if zoning really lacks or is 
against merit, and it doesn't necessarily have to be, abol­
ishing it, just by itself, will not guarantee the emergence of 

. merit. It may probably do, only that there is probably no 
merit to speak of on the political scene. And if there is, it 
is not there at the very top; because in this, politics is quite 
unlike the bureaucracy, which has been likened to a septic 
tank, in which it is the really big chunks that always rise to 
the top. So, with or without zo.nipg, politics and zoning in 
Nigeria are mutually exclusive. 

As it has already been called upon, the PDP should 
now drop all pretenses and stop deceiving its members 
and set in motion the necessary party machinery to cancel 
zoning. And if it does this, it will have done the nation a 

world of democratic good-the only time that it has done, 
or will do, so. 

;Thereafter, all the other aspects of the zoning arrange­
m~nt will collapse with Jonathan's decision to run for 
president. The zoning of party posts and the distribution 
of all the posts on the executive and legislative arms will 
also collapse. That will perhaps be the end of the PDP as 
we know it. And in whatever shape or form it survives, 
there is little doubt that unless another zoning arrange­
ment is worked out by another party and respected, no 
Southern candidate will ever become president of Nigeria 
again. That is why it is very important for Goodluck that 
he doesn't run; because if he does, he is certain to lose and 
end up without the name or the office. One implication of 
the cancellation of zoning is that the North will once again 
dominate the political leadership of the nation, which was 

the necessitating reason for 
the adopting the zoning for -
mula for by the PDP. 

And it is good to remem­
ber that this zoning formula 
is really a PDP affair, but 
the fact that all other par­
ties from 1979 to date have 
paired a Northerner and a 
Southerner on their presi­
dential ticket shows that the 
ticket, if not the presidential 
candidate himself, must be 
paired and zoned, as it were. 

When Goodluck became 
. . substantive president, many 

1 
thought the much-touted 

Bangladeshi constitutional model of a disinterested 
umpire has happened in Nigeria by happenstance. No 
one would have thought that the man would insist on 
running for president; and if he were to attempt to do so, 
many would have thought that the 'largest political party 
in Africa' would have a way of imposing its will on a recal­
citrant member. 

But clearly, Goodluck is not alone in this drama. There 
are many who think he should run and can win. First, there 
is a looming image of Obasanjo casting its ugly shadow 
over everything in sight. Though disinherited as a puppet- · 
eer, he is still able to pull the strings-and get the puppets 
dancing. If Nigeria were a physics laboratory, Obasanjo 
had just exploded his atom and was holding the nation, 
not least Jonathan, to ransom with his index finger on the 
nuclear detonator. 

Besides Obasanjo, there are the Niger Delta pressure 
groups who think that because oil is found in their land, 
they have the right to produce the president. They prob­
ably think the presidency is a barrel of oil; and they will 
soon find out how mistaken they are. Then there is the so­
called PDP Reform Movement, composed of the power­
hungry hunting dogs of the presidency, out and now back 
in, who can't fight for power in their own right and need to 
lean on the president in order to be able to lean on the next 
one, who they hope will be the same person. 

Then there are the Americans, whose ambassador and 
frequent distinguished visitors seem to thihkNigeria -is a 
unit in the US Department of State in respect of which they 
can and do pontificate, have already blessed and anointed 
Goodluck. And then of course there is the formidable 
PDP rigging machinery, which immediately bids bye to 
any though of electoral reform. 

And if you think you have seen light at the end of this 
tunnel, you can be sure that it is most likely to be the flash­
ing headlights of an oncoming speed train. It is shining 
bright light all right, but when it reaches where you are, 
there won't be much illumination; why, good bye, you will 
steamrollered and crushed to a pulp.
