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IT has become quite clear that one area 
of agreement between the white supremacists 
of the Union of South Africa and the Smiths 
of Southern Rhodesia is the economic domain.

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Massacres
On the first day of the strike, 

Salazar’s secret police riddled twenty 
workers to death with bullets.,, In 
fury, the rest of the workers over­
whelmed their employers and took 
reprisal. The Portuguese in other 
parts of the territory embarked on 
senseless killings of unarmed planta­
tion workers.

The beach sands and the night 
clubs of Lourenco Marques are big 
tourist attractions for well-to-do whi­
te South Africans and Rhodesians.

The first political exposition in the 
Portuguese territories was reported 
in 1961 - after 400 years, of Portu­
guese rule at a coffee plantation, 
Fazenda da Primavera near San 
Salvador do Congo. That marked 
the beginning of the Angolan war 
which today threatens to sweep 
away Portuguese authority in Africa.

It all started one fateful morning, 
(15th March 1961) when some plan­
tation workers who had been pro­
testing against the countless injustices 
of the regime, that day resented 
forced labour which had been in 
force since the beginning of Portu­
guese history in Africa.

In obedience to a strike call by the 
only popular movement of peasants, 
Uniao das Populasoes de Angola 
(U.P.A.) founded in 1954. went on 
strike for the first time in history. 
The movement had since its founding 
been declared illegal by the Portu­
guese authorities.

PORTUGUESE ATROCITIES IN 
AFRICA

THE Portuguese African empire, 
with its 795,907 square miles of 
territory and about twelve million 
inhabitants is the last and bloodiest 
colonial out-post to be found in 
Africa, nay the world today.

There are the High Commission 
territories still under British rule, 
but these arc systematically being 
groomed for independence some 
time next year.

The other hot spot is Southern 
Rhodesia where efforts are being 
made to instal an African majority 
Government. The plight of nation­
alists in Southern Rhodesia and 
the High Commission territories 
might be disturbing but it is nothing 
to compare with the primitive bru­
tality of Portuguese colonial laws.

Portugal has three major posses­
sions^ Africa-Angola, Mozambique 
and Portugese Guinea. There arc a 
few island off capes Verde and Lopez. 
The largest, Angola, has a land 
area of 481,352 square miles and 
a population of 4,500,000 Africans, 
200,000 Europeans, and 40,000 mula- 
toes.

This report in a London news­
paper about an incident on March 
17thl961shows the pattern of Portu­
guese repression since the begin­
ning of the rebellion and after
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Liberation Struggles
In addition, the Cape Verde 

Achipelago has an African popula­
tion of 180,000 as against 3,200 
Europeans. This is the oldest colo­
nial empire left in the world today.

We will how proceed briefly to 
examine the nationalist struggle to 
liberate these territories and the 
counter measures which have stren­
gthened the Portuguese hands of 
oppression.

It could be said that the 1960 
rush for independence by these 
more progressive colonial territories 
in Africa unleashed a terrific wind of 
change which in subsequent years 
set the entire colonial world in Africa 
ablaze. Since then no less than a 
score of states have been granted 
full political independence, and per­
haps, by the end of 1965, all Africa 
except the Portuguese and Spanish 
colonies and South Africa would 
have attained independence..

Income
The main export crops and mine­

rals arc diamonds, coffee, sugar, 
and cotton. There is, of course, 
a large export of labour to the mines 
of South and central Africa.

The second largest is Mozambique 
which has a total population 
6,310,000 of whom 6,200,000 
Africans. The rest are Europeans 
and mulatoes. The country has 
an area of 297,454 square miles.

The principal economic crops 
are cotton, sugar, sisal and vegetable 
oils. Half of the colony’s revenue 
derives from railway and ports 
services, tourism and supply of 
labour to South African mines.

Lourenco Marques, Mozambi­
que’s chief port is the outlet for the 
mineral and industrial exports of the 
Union of South Africa and the land­
locked Rhodcsias and Nyasalands, 
now Malawi.

Second to Mozambique in area 
amongst these out-posts is Portuguese 
Guinea bounaed on the cast by the 
Guinea Republic and on the West 
by Senegal, on the west coast of 
Africa. With an area of some 13,944 
square miles, it has a population.of a 
little over .07 million Africans, 5,000 
Cape Verde creoles and 2,600 Euro­
peans.

There are two islands off Cape 
Lopez known as Sao Thome and 
Principe with a combined area of 
4000 square miles and a population 
comprising 70,000. Africans and 
1,500 Europeans. They serve as 
concentration camps for political 
prisoners from the rest of Salazar s 
empire.
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In 1943 he was elected Bishop of 
Portuguese East Africa and was con­
secrated in August of the same year. 
His publications include pamphlets

"At Tomboco the inhabitants 
Were surrounded in the centre of the 
t illage. Mothers with children were 
allowed to stand to one side. The 
rest of the population.............. were
then shot down”.

‘‘At the village of Sanga on March 
17 (1960), jeeps arrived with Angolan 
soledirs in mufti, wearing the badge 
of the main nationalist party, the 
Union of Angolan People (U.P.A.), 
who told the villagers that the strug­
gle liad been won. When a crowd 
had gathered, the soldiers opened 
fire with machine-guns and killed 
eighteen of them.

A recent biographical note on him 
said he was bom on 14th June 1906, 
at Milheros de Pioarcs in the Catho­
lic diocese of Porto, Portugal. He 
studied at the Diocesan Seminary 
of Porto and was ordined a priest in 
1928. He gained a Doctorate in 
Philosophy after five years study in 
Rome.

‘‘Two days later, at another village 
Tumbi. a car with a loud-speaker 
drove throug hand announced that 
the ‘Kang’ of the U.P.A. was arriving 
by plane. A plane actually appeared. 
When the crowd had assembled, 
troops converged on the village and 
killed 300.”

The Uniao Democratica Macion- 
al de Mozambique (UNDENAMO) 
founded in October 1960 has 
members throughout the country. 
Led by Adelino Gwambe. it aims at 
immediate independence for the 
territory. But the leaders fled in 1961 
to Dar-es-Salaam from where they 
operate.

Widespread Dissatisfaction

Apart from the fact that there arc 
organisations engaged in irrigating 
Portugal, dissatisfaction in the 
country is not exclusive to Africans. 
A number of whites join - in spite of 
risks - the nationalist movements. 
Among these dissidents must be 
mentioned Dr. Sebastiao Soares 
de Resende. Bishop of Beira.

Explosion
Why did Angola explode? First 

because after more than four centu­
ries of Portuguese rule, the territory 
lias less than 300 miles of tarred 
road. The illiteracy rate is estimated 
to be about 98% which means that 
virtually all the six million Africans 
arc illiterate.

INVESTMENT OPPORTUNITIES IN WEST AFRICA

Most of the foreign capital in West 
Africa has been invested in the 
following branches of industry; 
brewcries, tobacco, soft-drink bott­
ling, retail trade, road transport and 
construction, banking and insurance 
New distilleries have just commenced 
production putting on the market 
the first made-in-Wcst Africa gin, 
whisky and brandy.

With the help of the Ministries 
of Agriculture valuable help can 
be given to mechanise and improve 
the standard of farming and 
bulster foreign exchange earning.

First, the missions try to sell 
their respective country's cash crops; 
and secondly they try to persuade 
foreign capitalists to invest in the 
developing economies of these newly- 
independent nations.

The Sierra Leone is quite rich 
in agricultural and mineral rcs- 
sourccs. The mining industry in the 
27,925 square miles of land area 
dates back to 1929 when alluvial 
plantinum was first dcscovered.

It has been proved beyond doubt 
that the opportunities for investment 
in West Africa are immense, varie 
and focund. Foreign entrepreneurs 
who have already set up business 
in this area testify to this fact.

Coffee is one of the chief export 
crops of the Republic with export 
figures reaching 37,000 tons per 
annum valued at a little over 5 
million francs. (CFA). Model plan­
tations have been set up. Improve­
ment of methods of cultivation, 
establishment of nurseries of selected 
plants, prevention of plant diseases 
and distribution of agricultural 
equipment have combined to multip­
ly production since 1956 when the 
exported tonnage was merely, 7,600.

The groundnuts and cotton of 
Northern Nigeria are chiefly export­
ed. Although a new enterprise, the 
Northern Textile Mills is converting 
the cotton, it will be some time before 
the factory can produce the over 
100 million square yards of cotton 
annually. Further investment in this 
field will not, for many years to 
come, be superfluous.

The Government is also willing 
to negotiate for the setting up of 
factories for tyre retreading also 
shoe manufacture, especially rubber 
and sugar refining.

The economy of the area is still 
primarily agricultural and produc­
tion is almost entirely from small 
traditional holdings.

INVESTMENT is the operative 
word in West Africa’s current econo­
mic endeavours. Quite often, we hear 
of economic missions to Europe and 
America, with two-fold objectives.

The general outlook for invest­
ment is such as to enable further 
investment to be made with com­
plete confidence. This is so because 
the peoples arc very industrious 
and the governments stable.

Prospective investors would also 
want to know if their capital will be 
secure when invested in West Afri­
can countries. Time and again, 
it lias been proved that West Africa 
is one of the few developing areas 
which have very good record of 
industrial relations.

Apart from that, Nigeria for exa­
mple has repeatedly assured her 
friends abroad who might be interest­
ed in investing in her economy 
that as a policy nationalisation of 
foreign enterprises is a bad proposi­
tion and must be rejected. In 
fact, Nigeria has the largest foreign 
capital investment on the West 
Coast.

But these arc not the only 
industries in which West Africa 
is interested. Obviously the great­
est need today lies in the develop­
ment of agriculture. West Africa 
has several thousand acres of farm­
land which cannot be fully cultivated 
owing to the out-moded system of 
farming still prevailing in the area.

These arc some of the fields in 
which foreign investors can make 
valuable contributions towards the 
economic development of Sierra 
Leone.

The Cameroun Republic is poten­
tially one of the richest countries 
in West Africa. Unfortunately, most 
of its resources are yet to be exploit­
ed for the benefit of its population.

The Government is very keen to 
establish industries to produce low- 
cost glassware especially bottles for 
alcoholic and non-alcholic drinks. 
There is an abundance of fruits 
in Sierra Leone, and the Government 
is anxious to have this rich field 
tapped, a fruit canning factory will 
be welcome.

Iron ore and diamond mining 
form the backbone of the mining 
industry. The entire product is 
exported There is no local industry 
engaged in refining local area. This 
is the field where opportunities 
abound most in the mining industry.

In Eastern Nigeria, the Govern­
ment is a participant in the vast 
rubber plantations managed by 
foreign investors who have also 
established tyre factories in the 
region. Such ventures benefit, not 
only the individual farmer and 
investors, but also the national 
economy. Similar projects for other 
rubber growing areas of West Africa 
will be equally profitable.

Western Nigeria is the home of 
Nigerian cocoa. Nigeria exported 
about 150,000 tons of cocoa in 
1963. The entire by-products of 
cocoa like cocoa drink, toffee, cho­
colate, etc. arc imported, and 
they enjoy a good market.

It goes without saying that any 
industry designed to exploit this 
virgin field and process chocolate 
and other delicacies locally will 
thrive, Nigeria needs a chocolate 
industry.

Modern dairy systems could ensure 
high quality meat, milk and other 
products for home consumption 
and export. The use of yokes 
of oxen for agriculture is beginning 
in the northern part of the Republic.
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In litis article we shall survey the 
investment opportunities in three 
West African countries chosen for 
the representative nature, variety 
and contrast of their economic poten­
tialities. The countries are Sierra 
Leone, Camcroun Republic and 
the Federation of Nigeria.
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The field West Africa needs the 
greatest investment is in heavy 
industry involving the manufacture 
of vehicles. It is estimated that 
Nigeria has 206 million tons of 
iron ore buried underground. Sierra 
Leone exports as much as 2.2. 
million tons of iron ore annually. 
Practical steps are being taken 
towards exploiting this raw wealth.

When this is done, the Governm- 
ment of Nigeria will have to re­
consider the sum of £2 millions 
spent annually to import bicycles 
from abroad.

The 
Republic has textile industries manu­
facturing trousers, shorts, and shirts 
on a small scale. There is room 
for expansion. Nigeria’s potential for a flourish­

Apart from its safe climate, it has 
excellent sand and safe waler fronts. 
In addition, it has a variety of 
scenic, beauty with hills, ranches 
and islands.

The incentives for investment in 
Nigeria as well as the other countries 
are unique. As I said earlier, future 
aims of the Government of the 
Republic do not include nationalisa­
tion. Our policy is an ‘open-door' 
policy.

As the three West African coun­
tries treated here do not discriminate 
between one source of investment 
and another, all who are willing to 
assist in their development are 
welcome. All we ask is that the) 
abide by the laws of the lands and 
make genuine efforts to employ 
indigenuous personnel in every capa­
city in their business.

Let’s take a quick look at the 
funcctions of these bodies ana later 
find out how far they have lived 
up to the expectations of those 
people they were supposed to serve.

It would -have been thought that 
IDA credits would have been avail­
able to nations who endeavour to 
pursue prudent fiscal policies.

The problems of the UN agencies 
arc accentuated by the fact that 
most of the richer countries of 
Europe and America have been 
very reluctant to increases their 
contributions to the funds of these 
institutions — the IDA in particular 
which provides what has been termed 
“soft loans.”

Asia, including the Middle East 
have to their credit over 35 per 
cent, Europe over 23 per cent, 
Latin America about 22 per cent 
and Australia some 7 per cent. 
Yet Africa has the greatest need 
for leans to carry out primary deve­
lopment projects.

Bearing in mind that these two 
institutions were set up with the 
underdeveloped countries in view, 
is it not disconcerting that Africa, 
of all places, has been able to attract 
only about 6 percent of IDA 
credits and a meagre five per cent 
of IFA’s total investments?

The disturbing fact, however, is 
that the global allocation of the 
investments of these institutions 
more than justify general feeling 
in Africa and other developing 
nations that these institutions arc 
mere instruments in the hands of 
capitalist states to wield in their 
own favour.

Inspitc of the fact that African 
nations arc out-numbering the rest 
in membership of the World Bank 
the pattern of distribution ef the 
Bank’s loans by areas shows that 
the African continent has succeeded 
in attracting approximately 13 per 
cent of the money so far loaned.

Before the IDA, the World Bank, 
had in 1964 set up the international 
Finance Corporation (I FC) to 
encourage the growth of productive 
private enterprises in the member 
countries of the World Bank and 
to supervise such investments in 
the less developed areas.

That notwithstanding, the dis­
parity has opened the eyes of the 
peoples of Africa to the realities 
of foreign politics whether offered 
by UN agencies or individual 
nations.

WE liavc dealt with the General 
Agreement on Tarriffs and Trade 
as an instrument for the promotion 
of world trade with special reference 
to undcrdcvclopca areas, and lound 
it unequal to its task.

Let us consider other United 
Nations machineries for raising funds 
for development purposes in these 
countries.

The argument which has always • 
been proferred by these institutions 
is that they can only invest in pro­
perly conceived projects.

The Corporation is supposed also 
to stimulate the flow of capital 
into these areas.

Another reason why the World 
Bank has failed in its mission is 
the high rate of interest it charges 
for its loans which works out at 
about 1J per cent above its own 
borrowing rate. Secondly its terms 
of repayment arc rather stiff.

But they arc the people denied 
the much needed credits. Nigeria 
has pleaded with the World Bank 
not to make the IDA resources 
available only as crisis money, 
but that it should be released for 
genuine development purposes.

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The figures or proportions for 
the Intcrnaticnal Development Asso­
ciation and the International Finance 
Corporation, associates and sub­
sidiaries of the World Bank, respec­
tively, arc more alarming.

We have such organisations 
as the international Development 
Association and the International 
Finance Corporation which were 
set up to cater for the needs of the 
developing nations.

had the courage until quite recently 
to point out this anomaly, lest they 
should be thought ungrateful and 
the present flow of the so-call­
ed aid be reduced or barred. 
This is an absurd situation which 
must be quickly reversed.

Since 1950, there has been a high 
degree of instability in export earn­
ings of countries producing primary 
products other than petroleum. 
And it does not need any proof 
to show that these export fluctations 
originate in the world’s industrial 
centres.

Today, most undcrde\ eloped coun­
tries which expect a continous ex­
pansion in their export earnings 
are confronted with the opposite.

On the other hand, however, the 
industrialised nations are enjoying 
continuous boon in their exports 
to underdeveloped countries.

Whereas aid is normally chan­
nelled into specific projects, higher 
export earnings should be spent on 
current consumption to raise im­
mediately. the present low standards 
of living in underdeveloped coun­
tries. The immediate need of deve­
loping nations is not wealth to 
hoard, but one to improve living 
standards; and this they arc denied.

The Ministerial Council of the 
OAU met in Addis Ababa last 
month and approved an eight-point 
resolution aimed at solving the pre­
sent crisis in the Congo.

It docs not have currency among 
Africans at all, being too reminiscent 
of the Imperial Japan’s slogan of 
Asia for the Asiatics which really 
meant Asia for the Japanese and no 
one else, Asian, European, American 
or otherwise. No free African 
country or leader envisages an 
imperial empire over the continent 
and it is most unfair to impute 
such shabby histoircal overtones to 
the legitimate African desire for 
self-determination and independence. 
Also, the slogan implies a reverse­
type of apartheid which is rejected 
by the vast majority of African 
leaders. Contemporary free Afri­
ca has made it clear that she wel­
comes foreign investment, expertise 
and ideas. Far from closing off 
or isolating Africa, Independence 
has brought this continent and 
the world into much closer contact 
with each other than in the past 
and will continue to do so.

Concerning the book as a whole, 
while it is topical and controversial, 
there is something very awkward 
about approaching the world from 
an anti-Communist point of view. 
While Communism is recognised as 
a genuine ideology or system, and 
Western democracy can certainly 
be described in the same term, 
there seems little justification for a 
specifically “anti-com munist” ideo­
logy whicn cither offers no alternati­
ves or accepts all alternatives.

To the surprise of the mili­
tants of both East and West, this 
decade has revealed the extent 
of millions of people who are not 
committed to either camp, not only 
in the “uncommitted" nations but 
within the great militany and indus­
trial powers themselves. Such peo­
ple arc sceptical of high-pressure 
salesmanship and feel that only 
time can reveal the truth of the 
matter.
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Weakly Organised
There is an interesting chapter on 

“Communism in Africa” by Pro­
fessor I. William Zartmann, an 
American whose speciality is North 
Africa. He sets out six “values 
to goals” characteristic of modern 
African neutrality anti-colonialism, 
egalitarianism, nationalism, de­
velopment, socialism of an African 
or Arab type. He mentions also 
the weakly organised, small work­
ing class, the absence of Communist 
parties and the dominance of Chris­
tianity and Islam. He discusses

expect an

derstanding of the African view­
point__ on Angola, Algeria and
South Africa but these arc 
only regarded by the author 
as pawns in the Cold War for the 
purpose of splitting NATO by the 
Communist Powers. Mr. Zat- 
mann is not all clear as to what the 
actual Communist aids are in Africa 
or as to what the Western aids arc 
cither.
Combatting Programme

The article suffers from the mis­
taken approach of so many writers 
of both West and East of regarding 
Africa as merely a battlefield to 
be won by two opposing armies 
rather than as a continent of hu­
man beings attempting to live and 
progress in a large world of diffi­
cult choices and intense pressures. 
Africa’s unique position in world 
affairs today is due mainly to 
the fact that she did not produce 
the Western system, she did no 
bring about the Communist al­
ternative, yet she must attempt to 
live with both. Mr. Zartmann ends 
with a programme for combatting 
communism in Africa culminating 
in the slogan “Africa for the Afri­
cans,” wluch he says is the slogan 
in currency among the East, West 
and Africans themselves. This 
slogan, “Africa for the Africans," 
is really an insulting one, especially 
coming from a country involved 
in the last war against Japan.

THIS is a collecton of essays on 
world communism as a political 
movement in various countries with 
mention of the theoretical as­
pects of Marxism. The writers are 
largely American, usually of 
European extraction and mostly 
are professional scholars. The 
work is somewhat out of date, 
emitting reference to Cuba, 
Viet-Nom and the Soviet-Chinese 
schism which are the most 
important aspects of the East-West 
conflict to-day.
