will be exempt from the necessity to sit for the 
written examination (part (a) of the competition). 
(In respect of the class of Assistant Registrars of 
Co-operative Societies, the honours degree should 
preferably be in Economics). Candidates who 
already hold general degrees with passes in the 
First or Second Division will similarly be exempt 
from the necessity to sit for the written examination.

(Hi) Intending candidates who expect to finish in 
1964 courses leading to general degrees are required 
to sit for the written examination, as are those 
studying for the Bar, or the Solicitors’ final exami­
nations.

(iv) The conditions affecting serving officers, 
including specification of the types who will be 
required to sit for the written examination, will be 
the subject of a separate announcement to Heads of 
Departments.

4. The written examination will be non-academic, 
i.e., not based on the subjects in which candidates 
might have obtained degrees, and will be designed to 
test ability to think clearly and to understand and 
write English, and also knowledge of affairs, partic­
ularly West African affairs. Notes for the guidance 
of candidates drawn up by the West African Exam­
inations Council will be issued to all candidates in due 
course. The examination will comprise the follow­
ing papers:—

(:) English (Precis and Critical Appreciation).— 
This paper will consist of a precis of a passage 
supplemented by a question asking candidates to 
comment critically on the central idea of the 
passage.

(ii) Current Affairs.—Four questions are to be 
answered out of ten, the range of which will be 
such that the graduate, the University student, 
the non-graduate and the serving officer are fully 
catered for; the questions are intended to test the 
intelligent awareness of current affairs which any 
educated person may be presumed to possess.

(in) General.—This will consist of two ques­
tions.—One will test ability to detect dubious 
thinking, and will contain short passages of which 
the Logical Force is to be discussed critically. 
The other will test ability to draw Statistical 
Inferences from a table of numerical data.

5. The written examination will be held on the 
14th of April, 1964 in Lagos, Ibadan, Enugu, 
London, Washington and at such other centres as 
may be determined later. The dates and location of 
the sittings of the Public Service Selection Board 
will be announced later.

6. Minimum transport expenses to and from 
London or Washington will be refunded to candidates 
who are in the British Isles or the United States 
respectively, but are not resident in those cities, for 
the purpose of taking part (a), the written examina­
tion. In respect of part (b), appearance before the 
Public Service Selection Board, a detention allowance 
will be paid to candidates who are neither serving 
officers nor resident in the city where the Board is 
held (for a period of two days for each candidate) 
to help them in defraying the cost of their accommo­
dation and transport expenses in that city, together 
with a refund of minimum transport expenses to 
and from that city within the country in which it is 
situated. In all cases candidates will, however, be 
responsible for arranging, and meeting the cost of, 
their accommodation and transport.

It is notified for the general information of 
intending candidates that the 1964 competition for 
entry into the Administrative and Special Depart­
mental Classes of the Western Nigeria Public 
Service will start in April 1964. (The Special 
Departmental Classes comprise those of Auditors, 
Assistant Registrars of Co-operative Societies, 
Produce Officers and Inspectors of Taxes and are 
remunerated, like Administrative Officers, Class IV, 
in salary Scale A).

5. The prices payable by the licensed buying 
agents of the Marketing Board for palm kernels in 
Western Nigeria will take into account the 
incidence of produce sales tax and will accordingly 
be at the rates set out in Column III of the Schedule 
subjoined (being the minimum buying station prices 
fixed by the Marketing Board reduced by the amount 
of the produce sales tax).

2. The minimum prices are based on the naked 
ex-scale port of shipment price less the appropriate 
cost of transport by the approved normal routes.

(Hi) General.—This will consist of two ques­
tions.—One will test ability to detect dubious 
thinking, and will contain short passages of which 
the Logical Force is to be discussed critically. 
The other will test ability to draw Statistical 
Inferences from a table of numerical data.

5. The written examination will be held on the 
14th of April, 1964 in Lagos, Ibadan, Enugu, 
London, Washington and at such other centres as 
may be determined later. The dates and location of 
the sittings of the Public Service Selection Board 
will be announced later.
