r^RIGIDITY is word 
►used to describe impaired 
■ sexual feeling in women. 
Il covers lhe entire range of 
substandard sexual response 
from total avoidance of sex­
ual contact to an occasional 
missed orgasm.

The word frigidity is a 
misleading one and was 
probably coined by a man. It 
shows a certain lack of un­
derstanding of women’s sex­
ual make-up by confusing a 
S) mptom with a disease.

Inability to respond sex­
ually is not a way of life that 
any woman chooses for 
herself; it is imposed on her 
by conditions beyond her 
control.

Frigid means cold and im­
plies that the lady is 
deliberately sexually rcjcc- 

I ting. That may not be true at 
all.

A better term would be 
orgasmic impairment. This, 
after all. is what all frigid 
women have in common 
More important, it does not 
prejudge the situation and 
assign blame.

Like male impotence, 
orgasmic impairment ranges 
all the way from undeniable 
and obvious sexual failure to 
more subtle manifestations.
