They were 
also envisaged to be tools for stabili­
zing rural-urban migration.

The River Basin Development Au 
thorities are so spatially distributed 
that the entire country is covered and 
in most cases the boundary of the 
basins corresponds to the hydrogra­
phical boundary of principal riversinthe 
area. The net result is that the areas 
of most of the River .Bifcsin Develop­
ment Authorities do not correspond to 
political boundaries. For example, the 
Sokoto—Rima River Basin Develop­
ment Authority covers the entire 
Sokoto state as well as the Katsina 
Emirate of Kaduna State; while Ogun- 
Oshun River Basin Development 
Authority is the whole of Oyo, Ogun 
and Lagos States.

The purpose of the River Basin 
Development Authorities is principal­
ly water resources development for 
multi-sectorial uses. This includes the 
comprehensive development of both 
surface and underground water resour­
ces for multipurpose use; the develop­
ment of schemes for the control of

They are empowered to establish agro­
service centres and grazing-centres and 
finally they must ensure the man­
power development for the running 
and maintenance of all their schemes.

OPEC's Future Lies In Making
Sacrifice

industrial countries. But now it ap­
pears that the conditions which en­
sured OPEC's remarkable success are 
no longer’present. And worse still its 
very existence is being threatened by 
its present predicaments.

The failure of OPEC will no doubt 
be a major setback for the developing 
countries by widening the growing 
gap between rich and poor nations. 
This development will not in the final 
analysis be in the interest of both the 
developed and the.developing coun­
tries. Increased impoverishment 
the OPEC member-nations will mean 
less demand for the products of the 
developed countries which iri turn wil* 
further yyorsen the economic deve­
lopment of these countries.

It is therefore advisable that the 
international conspirators who are 
hell-bent on destroying the organisa­
tion should consider the implications 
of what they are doing.

For the OPEC-members, the ur-

; M*iNi$TBRS-of the thirteen nation 
organisation of Petroleum Exporting- 
Countries, (OPEC) recently held 
crucial talks in Geneva > on how to 
match their crude oil output to flag­
ging world demand.

The meeting (failed to reach a com­
promise on the crucial issues of price 
and production. Well-meaning people 
had expected OPEC, in view of the 
unfavourable world oil market situa­
tion, to reach an agreement to prevent 
a further disastrous fall in -price and 
overall output. The failure of the 
meeting reveals clearly the new prob­
lems of the organisation and those of 
the world oil market in general. The 
major problem of OPEC is that of oil 
glut in the world market. The glut and 
its attendant consequences are in fact, i 
the culmination of several factors that I 
piled up over the years. 1

One of them is the present global c 
economic recession. Then there is the r 
increasing use of other alternative 
sources of energy.

On the supply side, more countries 
are striking oil wells thus increasing 
the number of oil producers who are 
not members of the f'rganisation of 
petroleum exporting countries. Britain 
and Mexico are two important oil 
producers’that are non-members of the 
organisation.

A cartel operates on the theoretical 
assumption that* it enjoys a monopoly 
over the supply of a particular com­
modity and therefore is in a position 
to influence both price and supply 
But since OPEC no longer enjoys any 
monopoly over the supply of oil in 
the world market, it is not surprising 
that its power over price and supply 
has been seriously eroded.

OPEC also has the problem of 
balancing the national'interests of the 
individual member states with the 
collective interests of the organisa­
tion. Many of the member states have 
gigantic economic projects, and are 
determined to meettheir r^evelooment UV./V.P.C. Oil Depot

some of thq members, notably 

1 and Saudi Arabia. This has r" 
■' difficult to* reach agreement on 
’ issues.

Finally there is the westerr 
termination to break OPEC's power 
as a commodity cartel. Here one 
recalls ex-President Ford's threat that 
the objectives of the west is to be able 
to say to the oil producers HAT 
YOUR OIL.

The present happenings «sepm to 
point to the inexorable fact that the 
era of OPEC power is gone. OPEC 
has grown remarkably since its forma­
tion in the early sixties to a powerful 
organisation able to challenge the do­
mineering role of the oil companies 
and successively won favourable prices 
for its members. This has contributed 
to the economic affluence and rapid 
industrial development^. most of the 
member states. Before the funnc 
of OPEC, oil producing nations had 
been unable to influence either the 
price or the supply of their commo­
dity in the worlcimarket.

OPEC has up till now been the 
onlv successful third world coni-
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jse under construction. Steel production is going to

IM the second part of the series on 
the functions and achievements of the 
Steel Development Department, we 
shall study the set-up of the various 
steel projects in the country.

There are five steel plants under 
construction in different parts of the 
country. These are the Delta Direct 
Reduction Steel Complex at Aladja 
'■ear Warri, the Ajaokuta Steel Pro 
ject, and the three Inland Rolling 
M-lls situated at Oshogbo, Jos and 
Katsina.

The contract for the construction 
of the Delta Direct Reduction Steel 
Complex, which is serviced by the 
direct reduction and electrical arc 
furnace, rhe most 
cient technology 
for iron a.—------

the mechanical and electrical main­
tenance and warehouses. The products 
are rods, bars and billets, which will 
be fed into the three Inland Rolling 
Mills at Oshogbo, Jos and Katsina.

Following the completion of the 
Complex, the first billet was cast on 
November 29, 1981, climaxed by the 
formal commissioning of the Delta 
Steel Plant by the President, Alhaji 
Shehu Shagari,- on January 29, 1982, 
as the first ever local steel production 
plant in Black Africa.

Within 10 months of its commence­
ment of production, the Delta Steel 
Plant at Aladja, has as at the end of 
October, 1982, produced 70,000 ton­
nes of liquid steel, 62,060 tonnes of 
billets, and 7,000 tonnes of rolled 
products. It has also despatched to the 
Inland Rolling Mills a total of 27,000 
billet tonnes, comprising,- Jos Steel 
Rollinn Mill (9,000 tonnes), Katsina 

dl Rolling Mill (12,000 tonnes), 
and Oshogbo Steel Rolling Mill (6,000 
tonnes). The projected 1983 opera­
tions of steel production for the Delta 
Steel Company alone would result in 
a net foreign exchange savings of 
N44.23 million for the country.

in October, 1977.

The complex has a capacity for the- 
provision of one million tonnes of 
steel per annum. It comprises four 
units: the lime plant, the pellet plant, 
the direct reduction plant, and a 
rolling mill. The auxiliary production 
units comprise the oxygen-nitrogen 
plant, the foundry, the central la- 
bora:o- . the water a"d sewage sys­
tem, energy distribution system, and

of the Ajaokuta Steel Plant was sig­
ned with Messrs. Tiajpromexport of 
the Soviet Union on July 13, 1979. 
It is a fully integrated iron and steel 
plant based on the conventional 
blast furnace route of iron-making 
with a production capacity of 1.3 
million tonnes of steel per annum, 
rising to 2.6 milliop tonnes in the 
second phase and to 5.2 million ton­
nes in the third and final phastfs.

The Federal Government has awar­
ded contracts up to N830 million for 
Civil Works and the construction of 
townships at the Ajaokuta Steel 
Complex. The site levelling and ter­
racing as well as the erection base 
have been completed. The contracts 
for the main civil engineering works 
were awarded in October, 1980. In 
June, 1981, the President performed 
the foundation laying ceremony of the 
Complex and construction work has 
continued relentlessly ever since. It is 
expected to be completed in Decem­
ber, 1985. However, through the sys­
tem of backward integration, the 
plant's two priority rolling mills will 
be commissioned in 1983. _

The three Inland Rolling Mills, 
have a capacity of 210,000 tonnes per 
annum for the first phase with a pro­
vision for expansion to 420,000 
tonnes and 720,000 tonnes in the 
second and third phases.
