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which was sparked off by alleged vote
rigging in the Jos North Local Govern­
ment election.

The last celebrated seizure of arms
since the crisis was in January, when
the joint military team deployed to main­
tain peace in Jos arrested 26 suspected
mercenaries allegedly in fake police uni­
forms with assorted weapons. Officials
said the suspects, who were arrested
during a curfew period, were in a Toyota
Camry car and a Toyota Hiace bus
marked 'Legislative Council, Okene LG'

But the 26 so-called mercenaries
were later found to be vigilantes from

Okene, Kogi State. The Okene local
government chairman confirmed they
were his men and the Kogi police com­
mand also later wrote the authorities
in Jos explaining the true identity of
the suspects. The 26 men were later
transferred to the Force Criminal In­
vestigation Department in Abuja and
arraigned before a court on charges of
illegal possession of weapons.

In announcing the latest seizure
of weapons yesterday, Jang did not
say exactly when and where the arms
were intercepted and which security
agency executed the operation.
